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The Road Law.

In compliance with requests from sov-
eral of our subscribers, we publish the
law of this State relative to the repairs
of the public highways and bridges,
passed at the special session of the Leg-
islature in 1873:

An Act to amend Chapter xuLv of Title
X1, Part 1, of the General Btatutes, re-
lating to the repairs of Highways and
Bridges.

BrorioxN 1. e il enacted by the Benate
and House of Representatives of the State
of Botth Caroline, now met and sitting
in Generzl Assembly, and by the afthor-
ity of the same, That Chapter xLvV of
Title x1, Pert 1, of the General Statutes
be, and the came is herehy, rep~aled, and
the following substituted as such Chap-
ter:

BEC, 2. That the C'ounty Commireion-
erz of the several Counties of tlus State
shall divide tiieir reapzctive Counties into
highway districts, each district to contain
not leis than ten miles of public high-
ways, nor more than thirly miles, to be
convenient for repairing highways, and

from time to timo to alter the same.

Bec, ¥, That for the purpose of keeping
in repair highways, the County Commis-
sioners of each County shall divide the
persons liable to road duty in cach high-
way district into convenient companies,
and appoint an overseer of roads in each
highway district, whose duty it shall be
tayhau the persons befgre named warned
out to work the said roadsshenover he
muy deem it necessary to repair the same,
He shall determino the number of days
for working at each warning: Provided,
That not more than six days ara requm:&
in a year, When the Commissioner hav-
ing oversight of such sections gives ordera
to the overseer to work the road, and ha
neglects to do the same, he shall be
deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, and,
upon conviction thereof in a Trinl Jus-
tice’s Court, shall be fined in a sum not
less than five nor more than ten dollars,

8E0, 4. Any person liable to road dety,
who shall have been duly warned two
days before the day fixed in his nctice
for such working stating the hour end
place of working, shall be subject to tua
direction of the overseer in charge, 1f
any person of the legal sge reiuse tc
work upon the highways aud ronds (hav-

Thaton «ry extraordinary ocoa-
sion, when any hig! way shall be sudden-
Iy'ofntmcted by storm or otherwize, so aa
to require immediste labor to remove
anchot?balruclion, it shall be the duty of
tho overseer in whose district wuch ob-
struction cccurs to proceed forthwith to

Bee, 11, If any pemson liable to per-
form such labor shall remove from one
County to another who had, prior to such
removal, performed the whble or any part
of it, or in s&ny other way has paid the
whole or any part of the amount afore-
said in lieu of such iabor, and shall pro-
duce a certificate or receipt of the same
from the overseer of the district from
which such persons have removed, such
certificate or receipt shull operate as u
complete discharge for the smount there-
in specified, The residence of any per-
son who has a fumily shall e held to be
where his family resides, and the resi-
dence of any other person shall be held
to bo where he boards in any County of
this Btate,
BEc, 12, That the County Commission-
era_in this State are hercby authorized
and empowered to have special superyis-
ion of the building of new bridges over
the rivers and crce‘En of this State; also
of extra and expensive repaim of old
bridges. When the work is to e xccom-
lished, the Commissioners shall give
fteen days' notice in the Coanty paper
and in writing duly posted in the neigh-
borhood in which such work is to be per-
formed, giving notice that the Cominis-
sioners uFtlsa scetion in which such work
is to be performed will be ntsuch o place,
on such a day and hour, with suitable
speciilcations to let out such work to the
lowest bid.ler, and to take from the suc-
seasfunl bidder sufiolent boud for tie
faithful performance of his duty. When
the work is dono it shull be inspected by
the Commissioner letting it out, whose
duty it shall be to re'pun the resulit of his
investigation to the full Board, who shall
accent or reject the same accordingly ns
they may determine, whether or not the
constructor has or hins not complind with
the terms of his contract. If any bridge
over waters of this State which conatitute
la toundary line between Counties shall
be necessury to bu erccted or repaired, it
shall be the duty of the Commissioners
0. such Countics to cause the same to be
erc_ted or repaired in the manner nfore-
suid, ench County bearing an equal share
of the expense 8o incurred. And when
nny such bridge already exista, or shall
hereafter be built, it shall be the duty of
said Commissioners to divide the same
b_y measurement from the centre; an
euch Board shall be responsible for the
ood condition of the half next adjoin-
ing the County in which thev exercise
the functions of office. And when it be-
comes necessary to build a new bridge, or
to entirely replaco an old one which han
been carried away or destroyed, it shail
be the duty of the Bonids of the two
Countien to do thesame a= aforesaid,

deceased Pontifl’ was being removed from
the death chumber to the Basilics, where
iL was to lie in state, espying among the
few distinguished posons, whom he had
allowed to attend the ceremony, one or
two ladies o whom he L d given no
tickets, he summoned the - aster of the
cercimonics, upbraiaed him in very stzong
ters for his presumpton in departing
from his instructions, and before the very
bady of Pius IX told him emphatically,
“I am not Pio Nono,”
The clerical papers had predicted with
great assurance that tue new Popeshould
be Pius X, a hint that the policy of the
new Pontificate should be based on that
of the ono which had just come to an
eud. Pecci, upon his election, declared
that his name should be Leo XIII, a
clear determination that the new reign
should usher . a new era, being thus
conveyed in tha mere choice of his name.
few houri, after his proclamation,
when the Cardinals erowding round him
were silently watching his movements,
he suddenly rose and, without r_-m'mullli:lel
them, said, “Andiamo alla loggia,” an
proceeded to the balcony whence, accor-
ding to custom, a vewiy-ciected Pontiff
is expected to give the heuediction to the
multitude assembled on the pinzza to
ueclaim him.

chi, who had been by his sidethroughout
the election, and by his self-deninl fuvor-
ed Pecei's exaltation, whispered a few
words, aud the Pope took bis stand un
the inner balcony.

Both the church und the pinzza were
already swarming with an finmense mul-
titude, but, when the Pope's mind was
mude manifest, there was a great rush
through the doors, and a thundering ap-

lnuse rose from that Inboring mass,
Enedlem of the sncred locality. Little
accustomed to exhibitions of that nature,
the I'ope stretched out both hands to
allay the popular storm, and his voice,
wonorous and autha.itative as he pro-

Strawberry Cultore.

A fair crop of etrawberriea can be
raised on almost uny soil not affected by
surplua water. A very large crop ean be
grown only on strong land deeply worked
and highly manured. A very thin soil
resting on n coarse sand or gravel sub-
soil, whatever may be ita composition,
will hold neither ‘moisture nor fertilit
sufficient to perfect u lurge crop. I thin
one having Lind which he can’ plow twe
feet deep without penctrating a stratum
sufficiently coame to produce an audible
sound of grit on the plow when rmiug
through it, may concludo that he has
land suitable for strawberries, nlthough
the degree cf strength may be ut!bclullfy
the kind of rock from which it came,
Tho matter of depth is an essential one.
I never set a strawberry plantation with-
out first plowing as neir ns possible two
fet in depth. To do this, a sub-soil plow
must follow in each sarfuce furrow, not
to invert, but to disintegrate and lighter:
the sub-soil.  Sub-soll plowing more
stae doul! s the cost of plowing, but it
is an economicul expenditure, and, for
strawberry culture or any other market
gardening, it probably s essential to
profit. Perhaps the time has arrived
with strawb.rry growers in mmny gec-
tions, when none but those who adopt
scientific and practical methods of culti-
vation can find profit in the business,
Perliaps no other crop ia more susceptible
to drouth, or will so well repay precau-
tions agai st it, Probably 2,000 quarts
per acre is above the average crop, while
1t might be made 5,000 quarts or more.
I have repeatedly raised 9,000 quarts per
acre, ow, as the same number of.
I;lnnta is required on an acre of pour
and ns on an acre of rich land, and
about the same number of hoeings, it is
evident that the profits are very much in
favor of the large crop.

Perhaps no %mtiun relating to straw-
barry culture is mors frequently asked
than “What kind of manure should be

2"—a question equally pertinent re-
specting any other crop; yet an iden
soems to be more or less prevalent that
there is n sgt;clﬂe manure for this crop,
There may be but it is unknown to me,
My answer to the question is, “any
manurs.” Th®quantity of manure neces-
sary to produce a profitable crop may be
sot at not less than twenty cords of good
stablo manure, or, such quantities of
other manure as shall produce an equal
effoct. Let one-half of it be plowed in,
and one-fourth harrowed in, and one-
fourth reserved for t-uF dreasing after the
Yl:ml.u are eet, just before Winter sets in,

t is especialiy desirable that this Au-
tamn top dressing shall consist of some
fertilizer other than stable manure—of
sometning treo from foul seeds,

The Confederate Archives.

WasuiNoToN, March 8.

e Confederate archives which the
Coveinment purchased some years ago,
layed = conspicious and important part
in the legislation of the House of Rep-
resentatives to-day; and as the case
stands at presont, resulted in tha saving
of several hundred thousand dollara to
the Treasury. The subject under con-
sideration was a bill to pay mail contrac-
tors for service in thc Southern States
befure the wur, aud which has been pend-
ing since the extra eession of Congresa,
The Republicans have resisted the pass.
age of the bill, muinly on the ground
that it was the eoteriig wedge to open-
ing the door for other Southern eluims,
In the course of the discussion, from
time to time, parly feeling has run very
high ; and when the bill” was last under
consideratiun, two weeks ago, Conger, of
Michigan, and Reuagan, of Texas, had
quite an animated debate, the former
affirming, the latter denying, that the
Southern Confederacy had taken posses-
sion of postal property of the ‘United
States in the Southern States prior to
May 31, 1861, the date up to which the
bill proposed that the contractors should
be pnin,. It was also used as an argu-
ment.agaion the bili that no evidence
hud been produced to prove that these
claimants had not been compensated by
the Confederate Government for the very
service for which they now asked the
Cieneral Government Lo compensate them.,
‘The ides that there was any force in that
argument was indigoantly repudiated
by S uthern men, who said these cluim-
nnts had not been compensated one dol-
lur's worth by the confederacy. To-day,
when the bill came up agrin, Conger
read from the Confederate archives a
roclamation issued by Reagan, from
Montgomery, Ala., on May 20, 1861, and
directing all Postmasters in the South to
hold possession of locks, bags und other
Emperly of the United States for the
cuefit of the Confaderate Government.
Money and stamps were not incluaded in
the proclamation.  Following on the
heels of this came Willetts, of Michigan,
He, too, had been delving among the
Confederate archives, and to some pur-
pose, for he made & ciiacuvcry which ex-
ploded with surprising effect among the
Southern members, fia read extracts to
show that the Confederate Government
bad not only scized the property of the
United States, but presented undoubted
proof that the Confederncy had paid
railronds and individuals for the very
service which it was rrnpnned to pay for
under the pending bill,

Mr. Iteufnu was the first to express
surprise. He declared that what had
been read hus passed entirsly from his
recolleetion, if he ever knew it. He
would not vote to pay a dollar to any
man or corporation that had been paid
by the Confederacy for this servica. Mr,
Blount, of Georgia, declared the revela-
tion entirely new to him, and sffirmed
thut he never conceived that the Confed-
eracy had made these payments, In
view of whut huad been read he would
not vote for the bill unlesa it was wo
guarded as to exclude from its provisions
any man who had ever received a dollar
from the Confederacy for thut service.
Mr. Randolph Tucker was also surprised.
He said that which was read was from
the Confederate archives, which had lain
concealed for thirteen years. Southern
nien had not had access” to them, but he
thought he had a key to the whole mat-
ter, and woulg Liave more to sny at some
futur® time. For the present, however,
he could not vote for the bill, He
wanted it recommitted until further ex-
amination could be made, and he had no
doubt that'the honor of the Confederate
Government in the matter, and of those
who acted with that Government, would
be vindicated.

The resull of the whole affair was that
Southern men abandoned ihe idea of
passing the bill at present, and an at-
tempt was madv to take it from the
Committee of the Whole, and recom-
mit it the Commiitee on Post Offices,
This was, however, resisted by the Re-
publicang, who seem determined to make
n much political capital as possible out
of the matter. - The bill remains in Com-
mittee of the Whole, and it cannot be
ot out of there for two weeks except by
unanimous consent, or by auspension of
the rules, neither of which is likely to be
obtained.
