RussiaN CArTURES DURING THE WAR

which war was declared and the signin

of the armistice, the Russian army o

the Dunube captured 15 Pashas, 113,000
officers and men, 606 guns of different
calibers, 9,600 tents, 140,200 muskets,
and 24,000 horses. In addition, 200,000
sninll arms, yatnﬁhlnn, and pistols were
taken from Turkish irregular troops,
and also 13,000 lances sod daggers,
Tha Rusaian army in Asia captured
durin%the war fourteen Pashas and 50,-
200 officérs and men, 992guna, 16,000
tents, 42,000 munkets, 13,000 horses, and
immense atores of ammurition and pro-
visionsof all kinds. The number of fire-
arms and miscellancous weapons taken
from the Asiatic irregular troops of the
Porte was alno, it i stated, exceedingly
large, but no detailn are given. The
Servian troops also acquired a large
booty during the short time they were
engaged, their trophies being returned
ns 238 guns, 10,000 muskets, and 37 sian-
dards, besides ammunition, provisons,
and horses,

When thesa cannot be pro-
gured, select such as apnear to ha fislly
matured and ripest, expuie them to the
gir in the shade, from iwo to four weekn,
until they become somewhat shriveled
and plant whole. Eveu this plan wili
not vecure a full stand, bot enough will
come to far more than repay rou for ths
labor bestowed. When potatoes arp
planted late in the season it is essentiyl
to have the earliest varieties that can be
procured. I have examined some plant-
ed this scason that ehowed sigoe of
sprouting, dnd found them growing finaly
notwithatanding the exceeding hot and
dry weather.— V. €. AfeMillan in Masrion
