ARTIFICIAL HEAT.
An Interesting Lecture on the Production

and Supply of Fuel.

Prof. J. H. Mallet, of the University
of Virginia, recently delivered a series of
lectures at the John a Hopkins Univer¬
sity, Baltimore, the subject of one of
them being the "Artificial Production of
Heat." The fuel of the primitive races
of men, he said, was natural wood,
and the observance of the charred brands
and fragments left suggested to them tho
use of charcoal. The two are types 01

the two classes of fuel, burning and giv¬
ing off heat with and without dame
In China, the country being sparsely
wooded, the ingenuity and economy
s hown in other branches of art was ap¬
plied to the manufacture of charcoal,
pits lined wi .h bricks were used, and
the resulting tar carried off by pipes to
be used itself for fuel. Tbe charcoal
dust was saved and made into cakes or

loaves and sold in the bazars. This
utilizing of tbe dust was long afterwards
introduced into Europe, and at the pres¬
ent day is largely practiced in France.
Coal-was in use among the Chinese from
an extremely early age ; in 1260 Marco
Polo observed its use, and wrote an ac¬
count of its source and burning.
In the ninth century, hard and bitu¬

minous coal commenced. to be used in
England. In the twelfth century, the
Belgian coal fields were first worked.
During -the 'thirteenth century, it was

taking -its place .as an article of trade,
out there-was great prejudice against it
on account of the smoke und «ulphur
fumes generated. During the* reigns of
Edward I and Queen Elizabeth, peti¬
tions were sent to Parliament asking that
its use be restricted, and it was not until
the seventeenth century that tbe opposi¬
tion was overcome. About this time,
Shakespeare, in Henery V, refers to sea
coal fire. In the beginning of the sev¬
enteenth c'en:ury, two ships plying be¬
tween Newcautel and London were suffi¬
cient to supply' the latter with all tbe
coal required. In 1520, Euglish coal
was introduced into Paria.
At the close of the eighteenth century-

coal was not only used to generate heat,
but its-consumption was very largely in¬
creased "for the''production of steam,
energy, agricultural and other mechani¬
cal powers, light and electricity. In 1840
attempts were made for the first time on
an industrial scale to utilize the gas from
blast furnace?, and in 1845 pottery,
bricks and lime were successfully burnt
with it In 1841 the natural gas in the
Kanawha valley of West Virginia was

scientifically applied and used for the
production of. the salt of that region.- In
the thirteenth century the Chinese were

using hydro-carbon gas, which they ob¬
tained by sinking wells in the earth,
and conducted it to the manufactory in
bamboo pipes for the production of salt
by the evaporation bf salt water. In 1868
in Pennsylvania and Ohio this natural
gas was used for the puddling of iron.
Volumes of it, difficult to credit were
there not such abundant proof, came
from the bowels of the earth.

.. i Although, petroleum has been known
from time 'immemorial, and has been
collected in considerable quantities in
various parts of the world for ages, it
was not until American enterprise in
1859 successfully bored an artesian well
in Pennsylvania for the express purpose
of procuring oil that this article became
important in commerce. Since this it
has been produced in quantities in Ohio,
Canada, Java and Russia. Attempts have
been made to use it as fuel, but on ac¬
count of its imperfect burning the ex-

Kriment has not proved fully successful.
1864, the government appointed a

committee to examine into the expedi¬
ency of using it as fuel on ships of war,
the heavfdeqating of armor on ironclads
reducing the vessel's capacity for the car-1
riageoxcdal. Tbe oil could be carried
in tanks, no space lost, as in the inter¬
stices between the lumps of coal, and the
readiness with which tbe burning of new
fuel could be increased, lessened 'or
stopped, would be great advantages over
the present system in which fires have to
be maintained though not seeded.

The South Carolina Cotton Crop.
.Under date of the 8th instant, tbe
Charleston Committee on Statistics and
Information made their first report of the
condition of the growing cotton crop in
South Carolina. -' The report ?s addressed
to the President and Directors of the
Charleston Exchange, and is as follows:
i Your committee on Information and
Statistics beg leave to-submit tbe follow¬
ing report of the growing cotton crop in
this-State, based on seventy-sevea replies
from twenty-eight counties.
Tbe acreage planted shows an average

increase over last year of five per cent.
The weather, with few exceptions, has

been more favorable this year than tbe
last, and the plant much more forward,
the estimates varying from five to thirty
days, averaging ten days earlier.

Labor, as a general rule, ia abundant
and more efficient. Tbe use of commer¬
cial fertilizer- varies considerably, several
counties reporting an increase and others
a decrease.
The acresje shows six per cent in¬

crease.
Wnere commercial fertilizers have de¬

creased, a large increase in those of borne
manufacture is-reported.
Eleven counties report considerable

damage from cut worms; making re¬

planting necessary. .
.

Upon the whole, we consider the re¬

ports very favorable for a good crop.

Greenwood and Augusta rail¬
road..In a recent communication, Mr.
'Bradley. President of the above road,
says:

"I regard the completion of the road a
fixed fact' We have now seventeen miles
of the grading finished on this side of the
river. The entire .length of the road
from Greenwood to the Savannah is
forty-six and five-sixteenth miles. The
actual work is fully one-third done. The
contract for erecting a splendid iron
bridge at the river has been awarded to
reliable contractors, who are now casting
the iron for tbe structure. We think we
get it remarkably cheap, $26,000. The
cost of grading is only five hundred dol¬
lars a mile.* The highest grade of the
road is sixty-one feet. The grade of
many new roads is now over two hun¬
dred feet to the mile. The improved
machinery of the present day enables
railroad officials to run their trains with
ease on much greater grades than form¬
erly. Some of the new roads in Nevada
have a grade of two hundred and ten
Teet to the mile; and the trains move on
this gradearound the curves of the Rocky
Mountains at what we would call a fear¬
ful speed. We make our road more level,
because we can then use cheaper machin¬
ery."

Hon. John B. Gordon.

Tbe following sketch of Gen. Gordon
we copy from that excellent paper, The
Baitimorcan; and in addition thereto we
would recall to the minds of our people
his noble, untiring and successful efforts
in behalf of South Carolina during tbe
great campaign of 1876 and the mo¬
mentous months that followed. In that
tremendous crisis, quitting his home and
laying aside all other duties, Gen. Gordon
came to Columbia, and remained there,
working with Hampton and our leaders,
until the Palmetto State was redeemed.
Let it never be forgotten among us that
to the wisdom, influence, courage and
patriotism of John B. Gordon, of Geor¬
gia, South Carolina owes much of her
present freedom, happiness and pros¬
perity :
The visitor upon entering tbe gallery of

the United States Senate, now in session
at Washington D. C, very naturally
scans tbe fares of the gentlemen there
assembled, and speedily settles upon tbe
finest looking man. He cannot be long
in arriving at a conclusion. The palm
must be awarded to General John B.
Gordon, who mentally and physically, is
entitled to the term dislinmte. Of*splen¬
did physique, intellectual forehead, and
a strikingly handsome face, only slightly
marred by a scar upon one cheek, caused
by a wound received in battle, he would
be selected from among a thousand of his
fellows, as head aud shoulders taller than
all the rest.

General Gordon is a descendant of the
celebrated Gordons of Scotlaud, tbe most
of whom came to the United States but
a shprt time previous to the Revolution¬
ary War. He is not yet forty-four years
of age, having been born in Upson coun¬

ty, Georgia, on the 6th day' of February,
1882.
At the breaking out of the late war

he raised a regiment of cavalry for the
Confederate service, but as that branch
of the military force was not then re¬

quired, he organized a body of infantry,
offered it to the Governor of his State,
and went into the field with his troops,
who received the nickname of "Raccoon
Roughs," all the men haviug been raised
on Raccoon Mountain.
In 1862 Gordon, as Colonel, led his

men into the famous battle of the Seven
Pines, during which two-thirds of his
command were either killed or wounded.
When General Kodes was wounded he re¬

linquished his brigade to Gordon. Tbe
battles before Richmond and at Malvern
Hill followed, and Gordon's Brigade was
in the thickest of each.
During Lee's march into Maryland,

Gordon was the first to cross tbe Poto¬
mac, and, for his- coolness, bravery and
skill, was highly complimented by Gen¬
erals Rodes and Hill. He also achieved
great distinction at Sharpsburg, 'where
his regiment occupied the salient in the
Confederate line. He was wounded five
times-during the engagement, and but
for the heroic attentions of his wife
would have died. In speaking of this
battle, General Hill called Gordon the
Chevalier Bayard of the army, a charac¬
ter given the lamented Kearney on the
'Federal side.
Upon recovering, Gordon was made a

Brigadier-General, aud invested with tbe
command of the Georgia Brigade. A
month later he was in command at

Mary's Hill, in front of Fredericksburg,
where he captured the heighta by a bril¬
liant charge. ,

In 1864 he wou his richest laurels on the
stormy lines of the Rapidan. Tbe Con¬
federate troops had been obliged to re¬
treat after a long engagement. Gordon
saw the condition of affairs and suddenly
turning his men. he charged upon the
Federal troops, broke their line, and cap¬
tured an entire regiment.
Immediately after entering York,

Penn., he met a large body of excited
women, and made them as gallant a

speech as was ever spoken by a conquer¬
or, concluding with tbe assurance: "I
pledge you that not one private dwelling
will be burned or robbed. So well do I
k*now these men, I can safely promise
the head of any one of them who iuiults
a lady.
In 1867, General Gordon was the Dem¬

ocratic candidate for Governor of Geor¬
gia ; bis party claimed bis election by a

Targe majority, but the opponent, Rufus
B. Bullock, was declared elected.
'He was a member of the National

Democratic Convention of 1868, from
Georgia, and a delegate-at-large to the
Convention of 1872.
He was- elected to the United States

Senate in that year, and took his seat
in March following succeeding Joshua
Hill, Republican.
General Gordon is one of the most re¬

markable men in that body, and will be
sure to take an advanced position noon all
questions affecting the lion or and pros¬
perity of the country. He is a true rep¬
resentative of the intelligence and.integ-
rity of the South.

New Discoveries of Republican Embcz-
. zlemeuts.

So accustomed has the' public become
to tbe embezzlement of funds by the Re¬
publican party, that what would ordina¬
rily be deemed a startling revelation
seems to make but a slight impression.
From Washington there comes a state¬
ment from the Naval Committee "that
$462,000,000 in money has be n expended
since 1865, besides millions more in old
stores, and that Secor Robeson alone, in
utter disregard and contempt of law, has
expended $180,000,000." Tbe report
concludes by declaring "that the rotten¬
ness of the Navy Department is beyond
conception and recommends the Presi¬
dent to have Robeson indicted." On-
the very same day, the 14th, Glover's
committee discovered a forced treasury
balance of $19,000,000, brought about by
a false entry on June 13,1865, at which
time McCullough was Secretary and
Spinner was Treasurer. Connected with
this false entry was a forgery and a secret
issue of $19,000,000 of compound inter¬
est notes, taken out of the revenue and
not accounted for anywhere. .Nor did
the public debt statement for that month
account for the sum a*s having been
drawn from the revenue. Simultaneous¬
ly with the discoveries comes the revela¬
tions that the money to defray the ex¬

penses of the Republican visiting states¬
men was paid by the First National
Bank, as a matter of accommodation to
the Treasury Department and Mr. Hayes,
and that the bank was guaranteed re¬

payment out of an anticipated appropri¬
ation which the President w£§ to recom-
menc. The evidence that John Sherman
knew how the bills were paid, and coun¬
tenanced tbe assurances of re-payment,which were given to tbe bank; is on file
with the Secretary of the Senate com¬
mittee on Appropriations, and specifies
the purposes for which the money was to
be used, but studiously avoids saying how
tbe money was'obtained. It is believed
that tbe bank will lose all tbe money
unless Sherman pays the amount out of
his own pocket..Straight-Out Democrat.

"Special Cases."

All the Returning Board rascals, their
confederates and their subordinates, were
treated by the Fraudulent Administra¬
tion as "special cases," entitled to have
priority in appointments and patronage.
After the chief managers, like Sherman,
Noyes, Stoughton, Kasson, and the like,
were provided for in the highest trusts
and honors, the tools with which they
worked were paid off in proportion to
the value of the risk they had incurred
and the services they had rendered.
Thus Wells, T. C. Anderson, Kenner

and all the principal clerks of the Re¬
turning. Board in Louisiana, except
Littlefield, who had exposed the forgery
of Vernon parish, received and now hold
valuable places in the Custom House and
other public, employments. McLin,
Stearns, and Cowgillof the Florida fraud
were also billeted on the Treasury with¬
out delav. Then what may be rated as

the third class in this category pressed
their claims to consideration. Some of
them were well rewarded, but others did
not consider they were fully appreciated;
and gave up the offices to which they
were assigned.
The fact stands out in all this jobbery

and corruption that the Fraudulent
President personally recommended to
the heads of departments, the applicants
for office from Louisiana and Florida
who had in any way aided the villainy
by which the votes of those States were

stolen. The cases of Dennis and James
E. Anderson are only illustrations of a

"Dear Sir: I am reliablv assured
that L. G. Dennis, of Florida, would
make a capital special agent of the
Treasury. I specially desire that his
claims may have your favorable atten¬
tion. Sincerely, R. B. Hayes."
To pretend in the face of these letters

and others that Hayes jvas ignorant of
.what be was doing when he made these
"special cases," and rested them on the
"claims" of Dennis and Anderson and
their associates, is to insult public intel¬
ligence. He was only making good the
contracts of his agents, who themselves
'had been rewarded with', the choicest
honors of the republic, and demanded
pay for their subalterns..N. Y. Sun.

How to Starch..Every housewife,
as well as laundry maid should know
how to starch. Here are good directions
from an experienced hand:
"When not starch is used, take one

heaped table spoonful of starch to a quart
of boiling water; after it has been beaten
down smooth with a little cold water, if
it does not turn into jelly, put it into a

saucepan, and stir it while it is over the
fire till it does. To prevent the iron
sticking, stir a piece of wax candle two
or three times round in the hot starch, or
add four drops of .turpentine. Strain the
starch through a piece of muslin, and
cover it up till nearly cold. When the
things to be starched are dry, they should
be dipped into the starch; then wring
them out, and when half dry place them
in a towel, sprinkle with a little water,
and roll them up until you are ready to
iron them. Instead of the candle, it is
a good plan to keep a piece of skinny fat
beside you, and each new thing you take
up, touch the" tip of the iron with the
fat."
