The countenance of the j
members was dull, heavy and Hielt», and
they were a mero handful compared with
t.ie conventions of former years. Forty-
tffo delegates were called for. and out of
this number only twenty-three or four an-
ttwe-red to roll call, and there was not a
white fare to be found within the pale of
their convention. It was all one color, and
not very much of that* The convention
was not only srmd'.( but tho intendance of
the colored people from the County was

unusually small, while by some coincidence
ihe^c wore three or four white men for every
colored man present.
The meeting was called to order hy thc

County Chairman of the Republican party,
the notorious Vf, R. Parker, of the Fork
township, and after fooling away upwards
of one hours the twenty-three men were
ascertained to bc present, and the conven¬
tion proceeded to thc election of four dele¬
gates to the Republican State Convention.
A committee wus appointed to nominate
ttwîse delegates, and while the committee
was out Parker addressed the convention in
a low, vulgar and disgusting harangue, of
which any man who makes pretensions to
ministerial functions, as he does, should
have been heartily ashamed. The speech
was politically a mild and comparatively
inoffensive one for Parker, the principal
burden of which was to prove that thc Re¬
publican party had purified itself, and that
the colored people ought to Itavo offices
The committee to nominate delcgutes to the
^tate Convention returned, and the chair
mun of thc committee, (whose name wc do
not remember,) a little round-headed num¬
skull from the Fork, stated that bc begged
leave to report, and then turned to another
?member of the committee to read otT the
mames of the delegates, which list no doubt
hud been furnished beforehand to the com¬
mittee. Tho delegates elected on the nomi
nation of thc committee were John R
Cochran, W. R. Parker, Samuel Johnson
and Jonas Brown. Henry Kennedy then
stated to the chairman that he wanted in
formation os to what the Democratic party
was doing, as he did not want to go in the
dark any longer. The chairman ruled him
out of order, as it did not make any differ¬
ence what thc Democrats aro doing,
committee was then appointed to nominate
alternates to the convention.
McDuffie Singleton moved that Mr. E. B

Murray be invited to address the convention
and the motion was adopted. Mr. Murray
then went into the convention, and »poke
ut length upon the relations between the
white and colored man, showing that both
are better oft under Democratic government
than under Republican. Ho told the col¬
ored people that they not only enjoy low
taxes, but that their personal rights are
protected, and referred to the riots in 187ß,
w hen Chamberlain was Governor, and d*'d
nothing to preserve the peuce of the State.
Nothing of this kind had happened since
Hampton was Governor. He told them
that the Republican party only wanted
their votes to keep them in ofllce, but that
the masses of the colored people get no
benefit from this, for us a general thing the
Republican party had only elected corrupt
or ignorant men to office, and that the Dem¬
ocratic party had purified tho government.
< liven good laws and justice to all men.
That it hos taken Tights away from no col¬
ored man. That they were not interested
in the color of the officers of the State.
They need good laws, and a law made by u
white man is as good for them as one made
by a colored man. He said that this State
is not only Democratic, but that it will
stay so, and if they e"er want office
they can only get it by joining the Dem¬
ocratic party, and proving themselves
worthy and capable of tilling it. That in
Colleton thc Democrats have nominated a
colored man for the Legislature, and will do
so in other counties wdiere enough of tuem
join the Democratic party, uno suitable men
can be found. After answering a number
of questions, he closed by urring them as a
race to support the Democratic ticket, and
to go to work in our schools to get nu edu
cation, and by industry and economy to
accumulate property, which can only be
done by quUting the Republican partyThia is only a brief outline of the speech,which waa well received by the colored peo¬ple, und frequently, applauded.

After this, Samuel Johnson, one of thc
delegates to the Qtato Convention, moved
that thc convention instruct its delegates to
vote for Hampton and his ticket. The
chairman ruled this motion out of order.
An amusing scene followed. McDuffie
Singleton »poke against thc ruling of tho
chairman and in favor of the resolution
Parker ruled him out of order, caying that
he knew what was his business, to which
Henry Kennedy replied that if 1: t new his
business they would like for him to attend
toit, and put the question. He, too, was
ruled out of onlcr, and Green D. Williams,
their ex-County Chairman, followed in n
very s-inaiblo speech, endorsing Governor
Hampton and ld« administration, and ad¬
vising thc colored people either to vote that
ticket or not to vote at ull.

Alternates to the Stute Convention were
then elected, one of whom was HenryKennedy. We have forgotten the others.
A résolution inviting Coi. James L. Orr

to oddress the convention was adopted, and
he came forward and responded in an excel¬
lent speech, saying that this action of the
convention in inviting speakers from ¿ho
democratic party showed a disposition to
get information, and was in striking con¬
trast to the conree pursued a few years ago,when thoir meetings were secret, and when
they did not want to hear any other than
their own side. He thought it a sign of
groat improvo!>»«j>it. He spoke of the waythe Republican leaders had mislead the
color«! people and abused their sonfldencc,
and compared it with the just and fair and
equal treatment tho Demócrata bad giventhem since they had been in power. He
commented very strongly on the obligationof tho colored people lo Gov. I lampo n und
his administration, and expressed, regretthut a motion to endorse hi« admin 'stratton
hod been so unjustly ruled out of order,
and was about to put tho question himself,
when Parker rnlcd him ont of order, to
which Col. Orr replied in emphatic terms,Ihr irzr.älmiuii of winch Into mihi lan
K'iage is, that ho did hut have any sense.
He said, however, ho would leave the con¬
vention to settle tho Hampton questionwithout interference from him. He i«pokr
at length on the management of tho school
fund, showing that tho colored people arc

being much more rapidly and systematically1instructed under the Democratic govern¬ment than under Ut« republican, His
speech was interwoven wltü anecdote*, and
brought frequent, applause.
At the conclusion of Col. Orr's speech,Henry Kennedy renewed the motion to

endorso Governor Hampton, but Parker
was too arbitrary and too wary h> let It gobefore thc convention, and this lime showed
so much temper (bat kennedy eaUl, "Well,don't look so mad. 1 do not like to talk to
a man who ls os mad us you are." At this
tim* there wu a proposition to take up a
collection from thc white people to pay thc
cx|>enscs of thc delegates to Columbia* but
it was ridiculed so that the bat did not passaround, and the convention adjourned.The convention was a decided success ss
a Democratic meeting, and an equal failare
as a Republican convention. It was evi¬
dently the desire of a majority or Ibo col¬
ored people present to endorse Governor
Humnton, but they could not get thechance
to express it by a vote. The white Demo¬
crats present deserve the highest praise and
commendation for their excellent order,and to them is due the wholo success of the
Democratic pan; on thia occasion. Tho
course of Grer.'i 1). Willlahls, Henry Ken¬
nedy, Samuel ¿ -ihnson, McDuflle Singleton,and thc colored non who went with them,also deserves praise, omi shows them to be
far ahead of the leaders who want to revive
the old Republican party. They appreciate
good government, and show a willingness
to sustain it which tho more sensible oi*h?lr
race will certainly follow. They should bc
eucour&gcd by our people lu the move
which they, are making in the right direc¬
tion. We predict that radicalism is practi¬
cally dead and buried in this County, and
that it will be a long timo before it attempt-
another convention.

Hie death of Ute Rev. À. Rice, ht the 81st
year at* lils ugh. He wa» born in this Coun¬
ty Oh Hie 20th day ofJone, A. D. 1708, and
died oh ibo 'Mst duy or .ttily, A. I). \m,
afters brief illness of three Mys. He re¬
ceived in early Ufo as good an education as
could he obtained in tho common County
Schools of the day, and completed Iiis
academic course in the Academy nt Va'
rennes when in bis nineteenth year. Boon
after this he entered as clerk in the store of
his father and Mr. Christopher Ofr,atCray<-
tourilie, whore he bsd inculcated and im¬
bibed those strict business principles which
subsequently contributed to his own success
in life, aud enabled him to discharge faith¬
fully the many trusts afterwards committed
to him, without the imputation of a stain
Upon any of his transactions.
On tho 16th of March, 1820, he was mar¬

ried to Miss Sallie Thompson, who wifoi
48 years thc faithful partner of his joys and
sorrows. About this tlirtö he was elected
Colonel ofone of the militia regiments, and
in tiie year 182G or 1828 was elected a mem¬
ber of tho Legislature, and continued to
represent the people of Pendleton District
in tho Legislature for six years. As a rep¬
resentative ho faithfully represented his
constituency, and lt was his privilege to
cant his vote In favor ot granting a charter
lo the first railroad company in this coun¬
try and the longest one at that time in thcWorld.
About this time Col. Rice connected him-'self with the liaptist Church, and in 1830 ot

1837 was, at tho request ol'tho Neal's Creek
Church, ordained to thc work of the mints-
try. For upwards of forty years he was t
faithful preacher of thc Gospel, He sought
not wealthy Churches, but being himself t
man of wealth, it was his delight to preacl
to poor Churches and in destitute places
He was a leader in thc Saluda Association
and much of the prominence of that Asso
dation is dUe to his judgment and labors
His hutt, days Were os culm und bright a
his life had been pure and devoted, am
faithful t«; all thc bright trusts COmmittS
to his charge.
The funeral services were conducted b

side ia competent. 'I no crops appear to
be in a healthy growing condition, (withthe exception of occasional strong ovl-
donccH of an nbsenco ol" lute refresh!*'!
showers,) well fertilized and thoroughlyworkod. We noticed some corn rows
that were laid off too close and HOIIIO-
t im es plowed too doon, which caused lt
to Uro much more than othor fields in
tho samo neighborhood of equal fertility.The cotton holds appear to bo well culti¬
vated, no grass vlslblo, tho ground fre¬
quently plowed shallow with a winged
sweep, just wldo enough to fluiuh tho
middle with two furrows. Sometimes
tho wldo, neild sweep waa used, whichloft tho dirt too ouch nilod about tho
stalk and the middle furrow too much
Uko a drain ditch. It would bo bettor to
leavo tho loose dirt lu tho middle to opo-rato as a mulching for tho luteral roots.
Pons are planted abundantly both lu

stubble and corn lands. This shows a
prompt adoption of tho popular theory ofenriching lands by tho liberal prepara¬tion of poa vines for turning undor in
tho Fall for wheat, and perhaps nome of
thom aro to bo cut and cured for hay.Small plots of chufas wore to bo seeu
now and then, always In llourishinf; con¬dition, which showed a duo appreciationof lim importance of tho hog in agricul¬tural economy. .

Among all these good farmers, wo sawbut ono patch of tho mangel wurzel boot,cultivated by a farmer who had u fancyfor rich milk and fino butter, und a highappreciation fur lino fat oov/s. Tho man¬
gel wurzel ls a largo variety of tho com¬
mon boot, and is very valuable fur feed¬
ing milk cows during tho winter. Whon
well cultivated one beet with other food
makes a good food for ono cow. Sv"o
hope to seo tho attention of our l'armera
turned to its cultivation moro In tho noxt
year than formerly. It ia usually plant-oil in tho early spring, and cultivated
Uko turnips. Thoso who havo novor
tried lt should make up their minds to
try it noxt spring.
