THE TERRIBLE bt'OURHE.
Ia the Southwestern States, the visita¬

tion of yellow fever is proving the most
terrible scourge which bas afflicted any
portion of our country r''hin the memo¬
ry of the present generation, at least.
Cities, towns and villages are quickly
depopulated ; where only a few days
since peac j and plenty reigned, desola¬
tion is written all over communities;
sickness ami death ha~o taken possession
of smiling bornes a .d busy marts of
trade; the dreadful scourge engrosses
tho time, the thought and the attention
of every ono within reach of tho infected
places. Amid all this woe and anguish,1
it is creditable to the humanity cf tho
American people that generous relief bas
beeu promptly forwarded. Physicians,
nurses and needed supplies have been
sent in profusion ; money bas flowed
without stint from almost every quarter,
and there is an anxiety pervading the
public mind to learn from day to day of
some abatement of tho fearful diseuso.
But the grim mounter pursues his death-
dealing mission ; hundreds ot' victims are
added daily to the hundreds and thou¬
sands already stricken down, and the end
is not yet. In all human probability,
tho fever-infected localities aro to under¬
go the scourge lor sixty days to come.
Can our people realize tho exteut of the
devastation? - Is the Bullering, tho an¬

guish and the deprivation of our fellow-
creatures iu the Southwest vividly real¬
ized by thc people of Anderson? Tho
contribution of a few has been sent to
tho sufferers already. But is this our
whole duty, under tho circumstances?
Blessed in health and store as .oe tho in¬
habitants of this region, can we not do
moro than lo send a mere pittance for
their relief? Anderson County has be-
como distinguished for meritorious works
in various directions. It has been sig¬
nally favored in many respects, nnd
prosperous fields aro now whitening with
fruitful harvests. A general movement
for the amelioration of distress and suc¬
cor to thc prostrated section would still
further exemplify tho patriotism, devo¬
tion to duty and noblo diameter of our

people. Who so competent to lead in
tin worthy endeavor as the ministers of
tho gospel-the heralds of Christ, their
great exemplar, who went about doing
good, and was touched with tho infirmi¬
ties of our naturo? If all the ministers
of every denomination would unite in a

systematic plan for socuring contribu¬
tions to the relief of tho yellow fever
suflbrers, tho result would bo highly
gratifying, nr.d thousands of perishing
mortals woe!*' derive benefit from the
laboro BO abundantly rewarded. Th«
BUggestion for concert of action among
tho ministry, it seems to us, deserves
their prompt consideration.

Blue Jeans Williams, the popular Gov-
ernor of Indiana, is making love to the
members of the National party in bis
State, and it is thought they will co-

operate wlt'i the Democrats in thc com-

ing election.. Gov. Williams put? in his
plea for tho votes of this party as fol-
lows: "I claim a party kinship to tho
Nationals, ns I demand exactly the same
financial reform that they do. In fact,
the National« hold the saùjô relation to
tho Democratic party that I do to the
Methodist Church. My wife is a Meth¬
odist and I um a brother-in-law to the
Church. I want tho Nationals to come

up and help their brother-in-law out."

Tho requisition of the Governor of
South. Carolina upon the Governor of
Miw.achusettA, for the surrender of
Hiram H. Kimpton, has been refused byGovernor Hice. The Attorney General
submitted his opinion on the case to the
(Jovernor on Thursday. lu the opinionhe cited numerous facts and precedentsshowing the action taken tn similar
cases, ami where the discretion of the
Executive had been excreted and thc
warrant for the surrender of tho allegedfugitive refused. In the present instance
the surrender is denied on the groundthat the State of South Carolina, in pro¬curing the indictment 01 Kimpton, had a

purpose diirerent from that of bringingiiim to trial. This is altogether new
ground, und was not taken by Kimpton'scounsel in their argument.

SPRINGFIELD, MARS., Aug. 30.
Cn the receipt of the telegram from

Boston stating that tho Governor would
refuse to surrender Kimpton, the latter
was discharged by tho i'olice Court of
this city, by which ho had been held on
a mcrefy nominal charge. He is now at
liberty.

A Mystery in Abbeville.

ABBEVILLE, S. C., Sept. 1.
SherifT Jones bas been missing since

August 22. His office was opened and
investigated by his bondsmen to-day.He ia behind some $2,000, and the whole
affair is shrouded in mystery. In a letter
addressed to tho public, which was found
in his safe, he says :
"By ono hour of neglect, Í have wreck¬

ed my own happiness. I have been
robbed, whether through negligence or
not I am at a loss to say, but such is tho
fact. I cannot meet iny bondsmen, I
cannot meet my friends, with suspicionwritten in their fuces. I have raised
sufficient money to corry mo safely aud
securely across the ocean."
This letter was written on the night ofthe 21st ult. A letter received from the

fugitive yesterday, postmarked Cincin¬
nati, August 28th, said that ho was
making for Canada or Eugland. He ia
evidently insane, as hu loft sufficient
property to meet all liabilities. Ho is
duo tho sheriff's office from $1,800 to
i?2,U00, and has loft available assets to
tho amount of $2,500.
SENATOR PATTERSON.-The Washing¬ton J'ott having announced that Senator

Patterson, of South Carolina, wac seekingto avoid arrest on a requisition alleged to
have been isMied by Gov. Hampton, of
South Carolina, a press representativeinterviewed him in Harrisburg, Pennsyl¬vania, August 27th, relative to tho state¬
ment. Tho Senator did not seem to have
the least fear of being hurried to South
Carolina. He denied the truthfulness of
the reports that bo was trying to flee
from justice; ho did not believe that
Hampton had issued a requisition, and
talked as if ho did not anticipate any.A similar report had been circulated sev¬
eral weeks ago, and out of curiosity one
of bia friends had communicated with
tho authoritiea at Columbia with a view
of ascertaining the truthfulncsa of tho
statement published. To this ?. reply
was received that nothing waa known of
auuh action.

Patterson laughed at the statement in
tho Washington l'ont that ho had made
a proposition to resign his seat in the
United States Senate provided he were
granted immunity from arrest. He
strongly intimated that if he had anyiden of ninking this sacrifice he would
havo abdicated in favor ot a Democrat
when it would have been advantageousto that party, referring to the struggleover the admission of Senators Butler, of
South Carolina, and Kellogg, of Louisi¬
ana. The reason ho guvo for remainingin the North waa that bis health, whichhad been Very much impaired, aid not
justify lum in going to a hot climate,unnK na prevailed; in south Carolina.

At the siegeof Vera Cruz, Mexico, ho served on en¬
gineer duty, wa« appointed lieutenantcolonel of voltigeurs: nt Cerro Gordo re¬ceived severe wounds and was breveted
major and colonel. Ho afterwards par¬ticipated in the battles of Conteras,Churvbu3co, Molino dol Rey, Chapul-tepec ».nd the dual assault on tho City ofMexico, being again wounded at thelatter place. In 1855 General Johnston
wus appointed lieutenant of cavalry, andtook part in tho Utah expedition as in¬
spector general. In 1860 ho wa3 ap¬pointed quartermaster general with therank of brigadier general, which positionbe resigned in 1861 to follow the fortunesof Virginia. His career in* tho Con¬federate army, where bc roso from therank of Major to that of a full general,is familiar to the public. Ho was earlywounded in the advance upon McClellansnd ~*s%- immediately succeeded hy G«u-eral Robert E. Lee, and subsequently, aais known, his military operations werein thc Southwest. After tho war Gener-Jedi nston engaged in thc insurance busi¬
ness in the South, with headquarters atSavannah, Ga., ana fow months ago modebis home in Richmond, Va. GeneralJohnston married a sister of tho Hon.Robert M. McLane, of Baltimoro, who ia
an aspirant for tho Democratic Conr/?«««- jional nomination in the Fourth Mary¬land District.
