Editor Anderson Inidlujencer :

Several indications have recoutly Up¬
come prominent to show that the 8tudjy
of thc Sciences is becoming a necessify
foriour people, especially those of theijp
who have a more intimate connection
with farming. - I
I wish to have a familiar talk s Uli my

brother farmers, and show them, if i
can,- how perfectly dependent ever,/|farmer is upon tho knowledge of tin1
Sciences by Bo.uebody who can make
that kncwlcdge known ; and how impos-l
aiblo it is for fanning to make progresa)
without tho knowledgo in somebody of)
the lawa whl ifc a kind Creator has pro¬
vided for the benofit of his creature*.
To ahow iu a familiar way how com¬

pletely dependent mankind is for their
livinj on somebody knowing and ex¬

plaining the Sciences, I assort this, and
defy contradiction, that a man who does
not use that knowledgo derived from
those Jaws bf God called Sciences, cannot
perform ono single act, except talking,
that a horse cannot do. Ho can without
science draw his breath and eat euch
fruit as God has made grow wild. Thin
being a fact, I am anxious to dull the
edge of that prejudice which many good
farmers have even of talking on the
subject of the Sciences, by making it so

plnin that any one who can read will
understand mo.

First, then, what is the meaning of
the word Scionce? The word itself sim¬
ply meatis "to know." But it has been
further applied to a collection of the
lending truths relating to any of the
laws of God, properly arranged and sys¬
tematized. Thus: Tho leading truths
relating to that law of God which treats
of the internal structure of the earth,
its various conten tn, ita various elements,
put there for food for plants and trees,
all arranged and systematized, ia called
the Science of Geometry. Tho leading
truths of that law which treats of the
properties of mineral substances, all ar¬

ranged and systematized, is called the
Science of Mineralogy. Tho leading
truths relating to that law which treats
of all mattera calculated by figures, and
of whatever can be measured and num¬

bered, all arranged and systematized, is
called tho Science of - Mathematics.
Arithmetic, Geometry, Algebra, &c, are
branches of this. .. The Science of Chem¬
istry has for ita object to discover the
nature and properties of all bodies,
which is done by decomposition and
combination. By it tho elements of food
which «ny plant has taken, from tho soil
can be exactly ascertained, and by it tbe
soil can be analized, and whatever food
it has. for plants can be also discovered.

It would seem that every farmer must
see how important this knowledge of
this Science would be to farmers. Men
who have studied the lawa relating to
Geometry and Chemistry tell usthf>.«Gou
bas placed in the Boil fourteen elements
or ingredients for food for plants. Now,
if a farmer can bo told what the corn he
plants takes up by Us roots, and also ex-

t.ctly what the soil ho plants tho corn in
has of the food the corn wants, then
when he knows what tho soil lacks,.ho
will know what to apply.
Hydrology is the Science which ar¬

rangea and systematizes all the proper¬
ties and laws which are contained in and
govern water. Mechanics is that soienco
which investigates tho forces by which
al. bodies aro to bo kept still or put in
motion, and put in a particular form or

ahapo. Tho .powers which it uses are
the Idver, pulley, screw,'axle, inclined
plano and wedge. Botany ia tho science
which treats of the structure of planta,
the function of their parts, the latitude
in which they grow, and their classifica¬
tion and names. Metallurgy io more of
an art than a science, and comprehends
tho whole procesa of separating the ore
from other matten«, and smelting and re¬

fining the meta). Natural History ar¬

ranges and systematizes a description of
the earth and all its productions, and in¬
cludes Zoology, Botany, Geology, Miner¬
alogy and uah culturo*
The foregoing contains a description

?,of those Sciences.which have a more in¬
timate bearing on the advancement ol
Scientific Agriculture, and by which all
farmlntr ohnratlnni» ara ^owlaJ on, in
many cases the farmer not being aware
of it, as I,Will now proceed to illustrate ;

W. St. Julien Jervey, Eaq., Solicitor of
the Finst Circuit, writing on tho 14th
iustant, says :

My experience does not date as far
buck as Governor Hampton's i univ.] hit ion,
hut commences at tho. heginniug of the
special Juno term of the Court of Gen¬
eral Sessions, held in this city in 1877.
At that tima-say June 20,1877-hav¬

ing been appointed by the Court to fill
temporarily tho vacancy caused by the
ouster of Mr. ButlzJ that functionaryturned over to me, by order of tho Court.
172 cases in various shapes, some indict¬
ments in which "true bills" had alreadybeen found, rome indictment.-! not yet
given out, und some warrants. These
cases comprised almost ail possible of¬
fences known to tho Common Law or
Statutes, from murder down to till-tap-ping. A very large proportion of the
cases concerned offeuces committed pre¬vious to the installation aforesaid.
At tho November term, 1877, I receiv¬

ed 114 warrants from trial justices, theso
covering the general catalogue of crime.
For tue February terra, 1878, but 61

cases were sent up, and for the Juno term
last past 60.
As far, therefore, as numbers go there

has been a decided diminution in crimes.
With regard to tho character of the of¬

fences charged, of course the majority of
warrants were for such offences as lar¬
ceny, horee-atealing, mischief to cattle
aod assault aud battery, but if you take
murder and burglary as the types of the
graver offences you wi'ï finó a v«ry de¬
cided diminution in the degreo of crimes
since the date from which my experiencobegins.
At the Juuo (special) term, 1877, there

were tried eight murder cases. In No¬
vember one case, charging two persons.In February, 1878, one new case, also
charging two persona, and in Juub two
cases. There was a third case of murder
trial in June, but it was a mero form,
there being no shadow of proof elicited
against tho defendant.

Cases ul* burglary were very numerous
on the docket of this county for the first
three terms at which I, represented the
State, but at the last bèBsion only three
appeared, and two of. these three failed
because tho buildings entered proved not
to bo dwelling houses. I attribute this
sudden unpopularity of the crimes to a
great extent to the wholesome sentences

1>ronounced >ipou offenders of this class
>y the eminent statesman and jurist whopresided at the February'cession, 1878.
As regards color: Ot the cases involv¬

ing murder or violence, nsany have been
of colored men charged with assaulting
or killin0* white rnsn, T/fcils in only two
cases which I can recall have white men
been charged with offéring violence to
the colored citizen. One of these cases
(the Johmtone-ShrcwKbury case) arose
from a killing which occurred about tho
time of Governor Hampton's installation,and, although Shrewsbury was a colored
.»ian, both parties wsrss "Republicana, sad
the quarrel milich resulted in the killing
was in no way connected with the ques¬tion of race or of politics.In the other case the defendant was
acquitted.
So muoh for Charleston County. In

Oraugcburg County defective juries and
other causes have prevented a fair test of
the nature of the crimes charged there.
Aa far as I can judge, however, exceptthe casca rf official misconduct and cor¬
ruption, ot which there are a great many,there seem to bo but little crime commit¬
ted in proportion to thc sise and popula¬tion or the county. The offences charged
aro usually larceny, horse and cattle
stealing, and almost entirely confined to
the colored people.The only case of murder which I have
encountered in that county is a case
where three colored men are chargedwith murdering a white r--«n during the
political excitement of lt ,c-77.

Second Circuit, writing from Bamberg,in August, says:
I am pleased to state that my experi¬

ence ia. that whereas 1 started with acrowded docket, not only of old cases left
orer on tho docket, but ah>u of new cases
which look their origin und' the Radi¬
cal regime, I have found ihfj business to
rapidly decrease, so much so that at the
June term in Aiken I had not more (Ithink) than ten or twelve new cases; at
Barnwell I think four, (all white,) atWalterboro' I think not more than ten or
twelve.
At Beaufort, as we have bad no trialsfor the last two termo of the Court, byreason of irregularity in drawing and

summoning the jury, wc' have not had
much chance in that county as yet toshow how the present government deals
with crimea, but the news seems to bavo
reached there from other oounties in the

i Circuit, as I think that fewer such arehanded in or returned to the clerk.I would further remark that in the new
caaes that have arisen on my Circuit, I
«o u,ii »w. lemuur io have üuiiced ally-thing in them which could be attributed
t«» an i»me between the races, as althoughthere are many case» of larceny in whichwhiiô roen are the prosecutor* againstcolored, this can be accounted for byreason of white men owning most of tho
property.In cases of the nature of assault andl'atterv, malicious mischief, &c..

Crime on my Circuit is greatly on thedecrease. Since my official term as pros¬ecuting officer for the State on this thc

Fourth Circuit commenced, at least
three-fourths of tho cases prosecuted intho Court' of Sessions were for crimes
committed anterior to the evacuation ofthe Stato Houso by Governor Chamber¬
lain in April, 1877, a very great numberof which (and most diabolical in degree)
were perpetrated during the contest for
the State Government in the winter of
1876 and 1877, and spring of tho latter
year.
My Circuit (perhaps tho heaviest in

thc State) was, during the time indicated,visited and infested by all sorts of crimi¬
nals. Crime wrjj prevalent, aa tho re¬
cords of the courts will Bhow, and as Col.
Parmele's books will attest. But I am
glad to see a marked diminution, both in
number and degree.
During thu same time I havo but few

cases in v:bich white men had violated
the rights of the colored man, and such
cases now aro very rare. When such I
cases occur I feel it even more than a
duty, if possible, to pro*»cute with vigor.I attribute the de^rcoio in crimo to
several causes combined ; the chief one,however, is the fair and impartial ad¬
ministration of the law nnd tho certaintyof punishment that follo*7B its violation.
Wherever there is confidence, awe and
respect are inspired.

J. R. Abney, Esq., Solicitor of the

Fifth Circuit, writing from Saratoga, on
A.ugust 23, says :
In the Fifth Judicial Circuit, to which

my personal knowledge is confined. I
think there has been a decided diminu¬
tion in both the number and degree of
crimes. It may not, however, so appear
to every one, as there havo been tried in
the courts annually sine . Governor
Hampton's installation more criminals
than before ; but this may be explainedby remembering the inefficient and cor¬
rupt trial justices and officials, who were
then charged with the duty of enforcingthe law, and bow they failed to prose¬cute. Now it is otherwise, and ¿Lc law
is enforced in every case where the- cir¬
cumstances require an investigation.Yet, it cannot be denied that in 6omo
counties cf this Circuit the law is not
reverenced as it should be, but in thosethere has been a diminution. In one or
two of them it might properly be said
th ¡jl there vi Cv» scai'cciy any administra¬
tion of the law for eight years previous
to the installation of Governor Hampton,and the people had hut little confidence
in ita certainty ; and this caused passion¬
ate and bad men to take the law into
their own hands, and sometimes quietand '.'ood men were exasperated to it.
Confidence-in thc administration of the
law is now restored, and the habit ac¬
quired by some of taking tho law intotheir own hsnds, or rather cf disregard¬ing all law, must be given up, as everygood man condemns it, and every countywilt cease ly lulu raia it.
As to your special inquiry I am pleasedto leply that there are now comparative¬ly few crimes committed by whites in

said Circuit against colored persons.The sentiments oppressed by the Gov¬
ernor as to the colored man'a rights I
belie ve to bo entertained by the peoplein all sincerity ; and I believe tho white
juror« generally are scrupulous to award
justice to the colored people. Since the
colored race have boen rescued from
their pretended friends, their real friends
find in their breasts tue sympathy and
kindly feeling of old fully restored, and
tb afr race, too, seem t appreo'a',8 the
truti.« told them by the whites duringthe last campaign and before.

It ßhould be a matter of pride to everywhite man in tho State that the pledge;made by tho Governor and the Demo¬
cratic party have all been kept, and the
justness of our position demonstrated and
every allegation against the other party
sustained, and every colored man in the
Stato should rejoice.

man upon a negro Í cannot recall since
the inauguration of Governor Hampton.

SOLICITOR OUTURAN, OF THE EICUTE

CIRCUIT.
James & Cothran, Esq.- of the Eightl

Circuit, writing from Abbeville, on Au-
guet lb, says :
When I entered tho solicitor's office ofthis Circuit, January, 1877, the criminalcalendars were heavy, owing mainly tothe fact that the Courts of Session werealmost suspended during tho campaignof 1876, which was a heated ono in thisCircuit, and out of which grew many actsof petty violence.
During the present year tho diminu¬tion has been very marked. Two termsof tho court have been held already.The summer term began at Abbeville inJune, where there were two cases fortrial, both of petty character. Two atAnderson, oue for homicide, and all theparlies concerned were colored. No caseat all at Walhalla. Two at Pickens,b'. .h small and mean, and less than theusual number at Greenville, and not onoof any magnitude.
The administration of the criminal lawhas been perfectly impartial, and inproof of it tho following interesting fact

is stated :

Judge Mackoy held the first terms ofthe r/Ourt for thia year upon this Circuit.There were Beveral cases of criminals fortrial, among them four at different pointsupon the Circuit, which presented all thepossible race combinations, viz : A white
man for killing a white man ; a white
man for killing a negro ; a negro forkilling a negro, and a negro for killing awhite man. Tho only acquittal was inthe case of the negro for killing tho ne-
gro. The others were all convictedcither of murder or manslaughter.So far as I know the only crimes com¬mitted by white men against negroeshave been those of manslaughter, tres¬
pass, and assault and battery. The casesof burglary, arson, larceny, rape, bigamy,forgery and the like committed by col¬ored persons have been against white
men and against persons of their owncolor-wherever white men have com¬mitted any of theso crimes, the offenceshave been against white perçons alone.

SOUTH CAROLINA RAILROAD CASE.
Tho Fight for the Appointment of » Re¬

ceiver Bega* in liultlmore.

BALTIMORE, Sept. 4,1878.
The case of Calvin Claflin and CyrusGatewood of New York, John Parsons ofNew Hampshire, Frank C. Eddy andBenjamin S. Hatch of Massachusetts,and others, agaiust tho South CarolinaRailroad Company, praying an injunc¬tion to restrain certain holders of a por¬tion of the second mortgage bonds of thoRoad from disposug of them, and an or¬der of tho Court for the appointment of

a receiver of the Road, was commencedto-day before Judgo Bond, of the UnitedStates Circuit Court for the District ofSouth Carolina, sitting in chambers inBaltimore. It is charged by the plain¬tiffs that the affaire of the Road havebeen mismanaged, that it is insolvent, indefault of interest on the second mort¬
gage bonds, and that a portion of thesebonds was illegally issued. A numberof parties are made defendants to thesuit, including the trustees of the first
mortgage bondholders, the People's Na¬tional Bank of Charleston, the Green¬ville and Columbia Railroad Companyand others. The issue involves severalmillion dollars.
The hearing of the case has broughthither a large number of the prominentmembers of the Charleston har to repre¬sent the various interests that are atstake. Ex-Governor Chamberlain ar¬rived last night from New York, and Mr.D. T. Corbin came this norning. Area-ibald Stirling, Esq., United Suites Dis-trict Attorney here, had been retainedwith them by the plaintiffs.Immediately upon the opening of the

court, the question of jurisdiction wasraised. Mr. Chamberlain began to statethe objects of the motion, when JudgeMagrath, interposing, said that there vtsÀ
a preliminary motion that shouid beheard, as it affected the question of juris¬diction. The Judge, however. e\í VRH
Mr. Chamberlain to finish, áud thenheard Judgo Magrath, who read an elab¬
óralo Btatemfint of the objections to the
exercise of jurisdiction by Judge Bond inth*> notions asked for by complainants.Mr. W. E. Earle followed Judge Ma¬
grath, and argued strenuously againstthe right of the Circuit Judge to hear
and decide the motion DUtsiuo of the
State of South Carolina. Mr. Chamber¬
lain replied, reciting tho history of the
legislation in regard to circuit courts andthe issue of injunctions, &c., by their
judges from 1793 to 1872, and in the
course of his argument he remarked thatthe plaintiffs had been fully informedbeforehand that the question of jurisdic¬tion would bo raised by tho defendantsand informed by more means than one,and that they were in consequence fullyprepared to argue the point. Tho Hon.W. D. Porter followed, replying to Mr.

I Chamberlain, and contended that it wasI tho object of the laws that justice should1bo administered at home. Judge Ma¬
grath hero made the telling speech of the
day, following a lino of argu> nt based
upon the constitutional law, t .id, after afew conciso sentences from Gen. Conner,and a brief reply by Mr. Chamberlain,the Judge adjourned the court until ll
a. m. to-morrow, when he will render his
decision upon tho question of jurisdic¬tion. He is confined to his bed to-nightwith an attack of ague, but has sent for
papers bealing upon the case, and is
studying it in spite of hi« sickness.

Bishop Lynch entered the court room
-during the trial and, by invitation of the
Judge, took a seat by him, which he oc¬
cupied until the adjournment. In his
argument Mr. Chamberlain used the ex¬
pression: "A decision of tho SupremoCourt is as infallible as is a dogma of the
Pope of Rome, speaking ex-cathedra,"
ana looked directly at the Bishop.Every one smii-îd and Judgo Bond turned
and bowed to Bishop Lynch.

beyond the railing of the commissarydepot, and, clutching their baskets and
the orders from ward committees, watch
intently tho large door and listen long in
vain to bear their own : - mes pronounced
by the black crier, mounted on the box
upon tho window's ledge. Thc crowd is
four or five hundred in number duringthe livelong day. The system of givingrations, as worked by the relief commit¬
tee, is as cautious, as proof against im¬
position, probably, aa it is possible to
make it. AH applications of tho needy
are made to ward committeemen, whose
duty it ii! to look into tho justico of tho
elm mu made to them, and then to givo a
draft on Commissary Maccabe for the
number of rations and the number of
days. This draft is presented, and the
holder's name and limo fur drawing and
number of rations are entered in a largeindexed book. From this book they ate
fed in turn as long as their drafts call for.
Over 30,000 rations havo been issued BO
far, and tho demand is increasing dailyin proportion to the rapidly growing want
and utter destitution among tho cobred
people. The books of tho commissary
aro admirably kept, showing every ounce
of food received through any source, andshowing clearly its disposition.

in the cases of several of these jail-breakers, recently concluded. AB this
position of Mr. Karie has been severelycriticized, the I\>st embraced the oppor¬tunity of questioning him about tho
matter.

"I suppose, Mr. Earle, you have seen
what the papers lu'./o said about yourecently ?"
"Oh, yea ; especially tho article in thoNew \ork Timtt, which was written bya revenue officer down there, and misrep-Bcseutcd not only mc, but tho public seu-

timont. I appeared in tho casa as Ï
would in any other, and fail to see the
impropriety in such a course. These
men had no case, as every one admitted.
They woro clearly guilty. No extenua¬
tion was attempted for them duriug Ibo
trial. Tho only point made by me in
the defense wa« tho manner in which the
indictment wa« drawn up. It was a verybungling afluir, aud very unjust to tho
prisoners. General surprise '.vas ex¬
pressed that tho court allowed such anindictment to stand."
"How about tho public sentiment ho¬ir g with tho prisoners and against thedecision of tho court?"
"It is certainly not the case. Tho guiltof the e, men is bayoud dispute, ana tho

people aro tired of their lawlessness andglad to get rid ot' them. It seems to be
tho general opinion North that the peo¬ple favor tho illicit distillers and are op¬posed to tho enforcement of tho law.
While thia moy be tho case in regionswhere illicit distilling is extensively car¬
ried on, ii is by no meaus generally BO."
"How is Commissioner ltaum's policyworking?"
"Admirably. It will eventually resultin cleaning out the illicit distil'crs and

gutting au end tc thc whole illegal traf¬fic. Ho is indorsed by our people.""What has become of Redmond ?"
"Oh," said Mr. Earlo, smiling, "he has

taken to tho woods, and has become like
the wiud, It in a freat pity that tbr.
commissioner did not extend to him the
amnesty granted to ali tho illicit distil-
leis, as I requested, and then he would
havo come :n and given himself up, and
by this time ho would havo been tried,convicted and in prisou, with the rest of
bis gang."

REDMOND IN 1 NEW ROLE.
The Noted "Mooii-hInvT*»M Reception ai

Ka«tatots.

GP.EE.MVILLE, 8. C., August 28.
lu connection with the recent proceed¬ing« in the United States Court now in

session at this placo, and in view of tho
interest generally manifested in regard to
nil tho acts of the great outlaw, Red¬
mond, the following account of a scene
which occurred lately in which he bore

might bo on band, was suddenly greetedwith tho most unexpected spectacle of a
slender young man, surrounded by a
circle of Mends and engaged in the em¬
inently peaceful pursuit of. shakingbanda with all within bia reach. The

Tho excitement over his presence in«
creased rapidly, and presently reached its
climax when ne was hoisted upon tho
shoulders of half a dozen friends and
cai.'icd Bomo dietant up the hill and
hoisted bodily upon tho trama of a wag¬
on wh'fih atood in a ce!J5pics'oi??ly ac¬
cessible spot, where he was 'released, and
vocifeiooaly called upon to make a
apeech.
An himself allerward and ueedlesslyinformed me, Redmond had not come

ff».»tit'of tbe Princes Alice.

LONDOW, September 4,1878.Tho excursion steamer Princesa Alice,wbich was run 1 to and suuk, with such
frightful results last evening, waa one of
the largest saloon steamers of the Lon¬
don Steamboat Company. She left Lon¬
don at ll o'clock yesterday morning for
Gravesend and Sheerness, many excur¬
sionists being induced by tine weather to
go for a.holiday trip. The vessel left
uravesend on her return journey soon
after six o'clock in the evening, and ar¬
rived within sight of the Boyal Arsenal
at Woolwich about eight o'clock. The
Bywell Cantío was then approaching on
the opposite course, and the two steamer)*
wero near the middle of the stieam, jua*oft the city, almost tho precise spot where
a fatal collision occurred between theMetis and Wentworth ten years ago.What happened is impossible to detuii ;all that is known amid the maddeningexcitement is that the screw steamer
struck the Princess Alice on her portside, near the fore sponson. A »conewhich bas hrd no parallel qp the riverensued. A few, very few persons clam¬
bered on the other vessel, but nearly nilrushed to thé after part of the Princess.Alice. Aa the boc7 subsided graduallyunder water, shrieks were fearful, and
nothing could be done to savo life.There wore a dozen or more life buoyson board, and some boats wero swingingin the davits, but even if they could havobeen got at they would been of little ser¬vice under the circumstances. Withinfive minutes tho Princess Alice kneeled-*,completely over aud. went down in deepunter. Some email boats hastened to'the scene, aud the Duko of Teck, anothersteamer belonging to the same company,which was also on its passage up thoriver with a party of excursionists, went
to the rescue, but the rifer for a hundredyards was full of drowning people,,screaming in anguish, praying for help,and as it was growing dark not muchcould be done, lt ia believed not morethan one hundred and fifty persons es¬caped out of eight hundred aboard thovessel.
The Princess Alice was a long and lowriver steamer, built for excursions downthe Thames, of which the* midáis and

Îioorer classes of Londoners were verybud. She had saloons on her forrardand after deck?, and her passenger-carry¬ing capacity was unusually large. Alarge proportion of her passengers losteveuing wero.on tho upper or saloondeckhand must have ^seen beforehandIboî r iuijjcmilug doora, but those in thostern of the steamer had no warning un¬til they heard the crash, and found tho
passengers from the forward part of titovessel running to the afterpart. Beyondthe fact that tho tide wai; about twohours ebb, which would enable the Prin¬
cess Alice to ease and stop sooner thantho screw steamer, which would bo borno
on the tide, it is impossible to discover
