The tenth annual fair of the State
Agricultural and Mechanienl Society
will be held in Columbin, -beginning un
the 12th of November next and contin-
uing through scveral days, and every
possible effort is being made by the inan-
agers to ensure a grand stecess, The
State Fairs of South Carolina have not
been what the prople are able to make
them, if the proper interest is mani-
fested, The excitement incident to the
political campaign should oot Le allowed
to divert the minds of our citizens from
this institution, which, if properly man-
aged and governed, can be made of great
benefit to the State in developing its
agricultural and mechanienl resources,
and by attracting to it immigration from
other sections of the union. A suceess-
ful fair is the best advertising medium
for the section of conntry in which it is
held in the world, as it furnishes unmis-
takable evidence of thrift and industry.
The benefits do not stop in the develup-
ment of the resources of the State, but
by bringing the people together from
different sections in social interconrse,
they form acquaintances and friend=hips
that contribute a vast deal to the pleas-
ures and comforts of life. A successful
fair speaks volumes of the resources of
a State, and muy be considered a true
measure of her enterprise and industry,

We sinceroly hope the industries of
the people of Andersor County will be
fully represented i every department of
the coming State Fuair. There are none
in the State wio are in a condition to
contribute more to its suecess than they,
and if sufficient interest is only taken
=z very creditable exhibition of her re-
sources and industries can be made, Lot
those articles that are awarded preminms
at our County Fuir this week be sent to
the State Fuir three weeks hence, and if
they do not tuke the premiums that are
given there, they will help to make the
exhibition atiractive and intereating, and
will ensure for Anderson the largest awl
most ereditable display of any eounty
in the State. We merely make this as
a auggestion, but hope it will be care-
fully eonsidered by those taking premi-
ums ut the Fuir this week. The suceiss
of the State fair is of almost equal im-
portance to our people as the suceess of
the county fuira, and we know of no
means by which its permunent establish-
ment can better be secured than the one
supested. Tt remains for the people of
the State to say whether it shall bea
success or fuilure. The premiums of-
fered are all liberal ones, and persons
winning them will certainly receive
them, ns ample funds for that purpose

| are on band. The various railroads in

the State will pass visitors to aud from
Columbia fur one fure, and we lope
every one who cun will go, whether tliey
have anything to exhibit or not,

If General Gary has any real greivan-
ces of which lie has enuse to complain, it
strikes us that party fealty and patriotism
would conspire to induce him_to with-
hold the effort to righl them until afier
the present enmpaign is over. He must
renlize that the trinmph of Democracy
is more important in South Carolinathan
the immediate vindication of uny son of
our commonwenlth, Where a publicser-
vant suflfers wrong, and bears it for the
good of his people until a crisis is past,
his vindieation by the people is sure to
be overwhelming; but when a small
side-issue is thrust into public notice for
decision at a time when the very civili-
zation of a great people is on trial, the
public mind is as apt to do wrong as to
do right. For this reason, we think Gen,
Gary has done wrong to ailow himself to
be interviewed while the State eanvass
is pending, for it briogs into our ranks
an irritating subject which should have
been kept out, even if a private citizen,
however cstimable, must temporarily
suifer by the silence. We do not mean
ta take nny sides upon the subject now,
and think the people of the State will
act wivaly not 13 giva it 2ny aitention al
such an important crisis as this, when
every effort should be dirceted towards
defeating Radicalism, and none of it
wasted in quarrels among ourselves. If
Gen. Gary will wait until after tlie elec-
tion, the people of Boath Carolina will
take pleasure in hearing of any miatreat-
ment he or any other citizen may bhave
received in order that they may correct
it in a substantial manner.

It was not proved that he was in the
town on the day of the difficulty, and
even Coghlan, under whose affidavit he
was arrested, swore that he did not know
McCoy ; that he did not ses him on the
day of the difficulty, and that the Depu-
ty Marshal had got the wrong man,
McCoy was discharged.

An Interview witkh Gen. M. W. Gary,

Llrom the Edyefictd Advertiser.

RerorTerR—CGeneral, we sce that you
are not invited to speak at the various
appointments made by the Executive
Committee, what is the cause of this?

GeNERAL Gary—I received a lotter
from General John D, Kennedy, Chair-
wan of the State Demoeratic Executive
Commiltee, several weeks uao, asking if
[ would tuke part in addressing the De-
mocracy in the present cumpiign and
consent to be assigned to speak at the
misy meetings appoiated by the Com-
mitiee, [ re‘jliiu that it would atford me
pleasure to do wo, and asked (o be as-
signed to the Eustern and Southern
Counties, ns I had never spuken in those
portions of the State. [ received a no-
tice dated September 16th assigning me
to speak at Aiken on the 20th of Sep-
tember,  On my way there I inet General
Kennedy and ve went to Aiken together,
While we were togetlier he told me that
he had received a letter from Governor
Hampton in which be said that he (Gov.
Hampton) must not be assigned to the
same meetings with myself. for e wounld
not attend mectings at which i wna io
speak. General Kennedy asked mo what
itmeant. I replied I -;i-i not know’ bus
I regarde it s high-handed request, and
that he ww un a very high horse. lle
said the request appeared an unreason-
able one, and that he would look into the
matter. At the same time I informed
him that I bad been inyited by the Chair-
mun of the County Executive Co:smitteo
of Marlboro Couuty to speak at Bennetts
ville, on the 27th of September, I found
that on the 18th of September Governor
Hampton, in a speech at Greenville, had
made an unexpected and unfair attack
upon me politically and personally, 1
also found an invitation, dated Septem-
ber 17th, from Col. Law, Clairmun of
the County Executive Committee of
Darlington, inviting wme to address the
Democracy on the 25th of September,
Alz0 an insitation from J. R. Boylston,
S. D. Ford, J. H. Wilson, per W. G.
Vardell, Jr., for Committee, and one
friom Col. George Tupper, President of
Dorcheater Democratie Club, to addres.

As one of the reporters of the fegiste -,
we stepped ‘into the rooms of the State
Demacratic Executive Committee, as
usuul, to gather the news from the dif-
