UNITY OF TUE CHRISTIAN CHURCIIL.

TOWNVILLE, 8. C., Oct. 22, 1878,
Liditor Anderson Intelligencer :

The Rev, John R. Riley, of Adger
College, preached a most practical eer-
mion in the Presbyterinn Chureh in this
place recently on the subject of the unity

of ihe Christinn Church, taken from Eph.
4 :50.

The discourse was heard by a very
large congregation, representing the va-
rious denominations in the community,
and as there waa a sentiment of universal
and unqualified approval of the munner
in which the theme was handled, it is
deemed not amiss to publivh a sketch of
the most salient points advanced.

At the outset the preacher made se»-
eral beautiful comparisons, forcibly illvs-
trative of the indivisible unity of Chriat’s
Church, and dwelt at considerable length

upon the gencrous views of many profes-
sing Christinns as to what constitutes the
true Church, Many who have already
united to some particulur denomination
never inquire into the nature of the
Church; they do not know in what its
unity consists; they defenc with warmth
and zeal religious dogmas an no other
ground than that this or that has been
the practice or doctrine in the sect which
they call the Church. In their minds
their Church is infullible, They never
uestion any of its usages or doctrines,
They regard their denomination as
kind of Divine Oracle. The question
with them is not What is in the Bible?
What saith the Lord? but, Whut says
the Church? They hold that the ons
true Church of Christ is restricted to the
denomination to which they belong. In
saying inis the speaker took particular
Euiuu Lo impress upeon his hearers that he
ad not in mind any one sect or denomi-
nation more than another; that ho was
only spenking of a certain religious type
shiohiisito ko fonndiin R greater oy fess
degree in all Christinn congregations,
Far be it from him, in the pulpit or any
where, to say anything to the prejudice
of uny branch of Christ's Chureii as such.
There are those in every denomination
who hold wrong views of the Church, It
is & common error to regard their own
denomination as the Church. Thase
who are not connected with the Church
have wrong notions as to its unity; they
have been taught that ihere is only one
true Church, and because there can be
but one they rench the erroneous conclu-
sion that only one of the many denomi-
nations can be the true Church of Christ.
They think that their gettiug into the
Church depends on the choice of denom-
ination, which is a common and lamen-
table mistaks,

Nothing is more prejudicial to that
Christian unity for which the sor of God
E;n;ed when he said that they may all

one, as thon, Father, ert in me and I
in thee, that they also may be one in us,
&e., than wrong notinons ae to what the
Church of Christ is, and in what its unity
conzicts, Ail who are united to Christ
by fuith belong to his Church, and this
Oiurch is one, Difference of denomina-
tion doss not destroy this unity, “for as
the body is one and hath many members,
eud all tho members of that one body
being many arva one bedy” so also is
Christ. Every ovganized body supposes
two things, diversily and unity. Thero
must be different paris and these parts so
united as to constitute one livin. bndy,
Diversity is essential to unity, fu. unless

all’ believers should belong to the
denomination in order to make them one
Church, They have wrong notions of
Christian unity who think that deuomi-
national distinction must be obliterated
before the prayer of the Saviour can be
answered when He prayed that all be-
lievers might be one.

This little word Father, lisped by fuith
in prayer by a real Christinn, excecds the
elogquence of Cicero or Demosthenes anid
the famous orators of the world, The
preacher’s closing remarks were full of
cloquence and enrnestness,  1f out of
Chirist, he said, it will not save you to be
in the Presbyterian, Methodist, Baptist,
or any other Church., 1T out of Christ,
it matters not what denomination you
belong to, membership in no branch of
the visible Chureh will save you. Out
of Christ you ure without hope, and can
never see Giod in peace,

Mr. Riley preaches regularly in the
Presbyterinn Chureh at this place, and
by his liberal snd exalted Christian views
and deep piety, he huas greatly endearcd
himsell to the whole peaple of whatever
denominntion. There can be no doubt
that his ministrations will result in much
lasting good to the entire community.

THE ALLEGED CIPEERTELEGRAMS,

Interview with Col. W, It Cathoart, Lata
Suansger of the Western Unlon Tolegraph
Compuny nt Columbls.

The publication of alleged telegrams
in the New York Trilune, purporting to
have been sent & Culumbin pending
the count of the eloctoral vote n 1876,
and which seck to establish an attempt
te purchase the Radical Returning Bourd
of this State, has induced n reporter of
the Register 1o interview Colonel W.
K. Catheart, of this city who wns man-
nger of the Western Union Telcgraph
Compnny at the time it is alleged these
dispatehes were sent, It will be seen
from the repnrt below that Colonel
Catheart thioks the publieation in the
Tribune has been manufuctured for
political effect, as he denies that any
such dispatcnes were sent or received
through his oflice. The following is the
resultof tae interview:

Reporter—*"Were you connected with
the Western Union Telegraph Compnny
during the cmngmign of 1876 and the
winter following 1

Colenel Catheart—"I was manager of
the Weatern Tnicn Telegraph Company
in this city at the time mentioned, had
been for ten years previous, and remuin-
ed in that position until November,
1877 when Iredigned to go inta annther
business.”

R.—As manager of the office, did
yousco all the telegrams sent and re-
ceived during and after the campnign?”

C.—"It wes my duty as manager,
which was strictly carried out, to inspect
svery telegram that passed through the

office; if not powsible on the day of send-
: el
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of the business of the office.”
R.—"Have you any distinet recollee-
tion of the telegrams forwarded in the
early part of November relative to the
olectoral vote in Bouth Carolina, by
whom they were sent, from whom an-
swera were returned, aad the nature of

the diuPntchcs?"
C.—"T regret m]v; inability to answer
that question, I have always regarded

tolograms as privileged communica-
tions, and the conterts could not be made
known with anly realer propriety than a
postmuster could break the seal “of a let-
ter. I was summoned snveral times he-
fore the courts and legislative commit-
tees, ordered to produce telegrams which
were claimed to have passed throngh my
office, but I refused to testify or produce
the dispatches, and was directed by the
company to procure counsel. My idea
of dving justice to the public ard pro-
tecting the company’s "interests being
sustained by points of law produced by
counsel on the different occasions, there
was nothing disclosed in relation to any
communications passing  through my
offico, and in every instaoce I was suc-
ceasful in dcfentinF any citcmpt made to
violate the privileges of the public. I
am unwilling even now to disclose any-
thing that came to my knowledge as
manager of the Western Ualon Tele-
graph Company, and would regard it as
& violation of honor to do so.”

R.—“If you have seen the dispatches
rrintec'l inthe New York ZVvibune of the

Gth instant, pleaso state whether or not
you think them authentic 2"

U.,—"1 wili state in reply to that
question, that while T have already atated
my iuability and unwillingness'to dis-
closo the contents of any telegram pass-
ing over the company's wires, on read-
ing the telegrams alluded to, I was not
only surprised at the pretended contents,
but they impressed me ds beng su-
premely ridiculous, There was nothing
transpired, to my present recollection,
tuat warranted the slightest suspic-
ion_on_my part. While stating my
opinion asto what was not done, I do
not pretend to give what was done by the
managers of either political party.”

R—"Do you remember Smith 3
Weed, who was here soon afier the
election, and whether any of his dls-
patches to the North .indicated that he
was trying to purchase the electoral vote
of Bouth "Carolina from the Republican
Board of Btate Canvassors 1 '

O.—"I remember Mr. Weed, and do
not know of his having a purpase of
that kind, never susgecl,ed it and never
nhad it intimated, and I know of nothing
to indicate such a puipose on hia part,
His sojourn was quite brief, and he
visited the office very seldom, transact-
ing very littlo business with it/ —+ -

C.—"The only time during thie cam-
paign thut anything of the kind wis
ever intimated to we was by a letter
from H. G. Worthington, then Collector
of the 'ort of Charleston, saying that Le
heard efforts were being made o biave
me removed from oflice, and that it had
been reported to me that he was a pucty
toit, aud his objeet in writing  was to
disclaim any conacetion whatever with
sach snattempt,  Idid not reply to Mr.
Worthington's letter, but met Lim after-
wiards in Columbia, mentioned its re-
ceipt, remarking that it was the first und
only intimation I had of it, and that if
my past record  did not sustiin me, I
wanted nothing else to secure me in the
position of wanager, During my eon-
nection with the telegraph otlice, T felt
it wan not consisteut fur me to belong to
