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Burned to Death.

We are indebted to Mr. Juhin A, I Drins-
. don for the following particulars of a fire
and the burning to death of & child which
occurred in Pendleton on Monday night
last: “Last night about half-past ten, wheu
the wind was roging, our little town was
alarmed by the cry of fire. It was soon dis-
covered that o small house, standing near
the fork of the Anderson road, property of
Mr. James Hunter, was burning. The house
was occupied by a colored woman called
Florence Johnson, widow of Allen Johnson,
one of the men killed at Broadaway trestle
two years ago. She had gone to a hot-
supper, and the house was locked up. It
was rumored that she was in the habit of
locking up her child when she attended
such places, and in this cese it unfortunate-
Iy was true, for the child's remains were
found in the ruins. Even if it had been
known that the child was in the house at
the first, it would have been fmpossible to
gave it, for on the fire being discovered the
whole house was in a blaze. The woman
has lost everything she owned as well as
her child, saving only the clothes she was
wearing at the time."
