week before lait, in reply to the New»
and Courier'» attack upon tho Anderson
farmers generally and the editor of the
INTELLIGENCER in particular, which

If 'ho New» and Courier desires to
know how far tho INTELLIGENCER rep¬
resents tho farmers of Anderson County,
wo can inform it that this paper ¡8 not
the representativo of any particular class
of persons, but seeks to advance tho wel¬
fare and interest of tho wh'io citizens of
the County without regard to their call¬
ing. Tho personal rctnirk of our con¬

temporary that "thc principal occupation
ot tho editor of tho INTELLIGENCER is
office-seeking and office-holding" is con¬

temptible. It is no crimo in South Car¬
olina to either seek or hold office, aud, if
it were, it would bo difficult to convict
the editor of this paper of any great
amount of cither form of it. Tho editor
has never held any othor oflico ttiun
member of tho Legislature, and ns to
whether ho has ever been an office-seeker
in tho offensive sense of tho term in
which tho News and Courier uses, it does
not become us to say, but tho people of
this County can judgo for themselves.
It would, however, bo very safo for us to
assert that if this is his principal occupa¬
tion ho has an abundance of idle time.
Nor has the INTELLIGENCER or its editor
sought to travel in popular paths. The
papo»* has nove, hesitated to talco posi¬
tion upon publie questions without re¬
gard to any temporary popularity. In
tho beginning of tho straight-out raovo-
rn fl nt. «TA vr&ra jl^iCSt " ÎOUC, but fcC.ï»î~
that it was right wo finally found our

position transferred from the minority to
tho majority side by additiono to the
party whoso views wo advocated along
with others ia tho State. The oditor of
tho INTELLIGENCER advocated tho aboli¬
tion of the Bond Court in tho Legislature
at a timo when it was boasted that we
would not get fifty votes in favor of it in
tho HOUBC, and tho journals of tho Houso
of Representatives will oho-/ that ho
voted frequently in tho minority in favor
of measures which aro unpopular or op-
posed to thoso which aro popular. Tho
Newt and Courier entirely misconstrues
tho aims and purposes of this paper if it
thinks it ia swayed by any cringing bo¬
foro popular clamor. Vt, expect tho IN¬
TELLIGENCER to last and its inûuonco to
be retained, therefore neither minorities
nor majorities decido its policy.
Tho News and Courier also sayc : "Our

If the New» and Cou-
tier does not Uko them it may rest as¬
sured that thoso who adopted them will
not care oho particle. Our contemporary
claims to have been mistaken about our
hoing on tho committee,. but we allegó
that ita course amounted to wilful nnd
delibcrato misrepresentation, for wo un¬
derstand that it waa informed hy a gen¬
tleman from Anderson that wo wcro not
ono of tho controllers of the fertilizer
meeting, and the INTELLIOKNORS. with
a full list of tho committee, roached it
before tho charge that we were upon tho
committee was distinctly made by that
paper.

Wo do not
object to being put ia company with tho
farmers of thia County, and therefore we
will not enter into any extensive review
of the arrangements already adduced to
sustain the general scopo of tho farmer'a
resolutions. Theeo resolutions, wo re¬
peat for the third or fourth time, con¬
demned no company for increasing
prices, but the ground of condemnation
was tho combination to run prices beyond
what waa right and proper Tho pro¬
priety of the remonstrance of the farmers
has been shown by tho reduction in thc
cotton option price.
Throughout this article tho News and

Courier show» an anxiety to »trike at the
INTELLIGENCER, and goes on :
The reason that thc New» and Courier

"luggedthc Bond question" into the dis¬
cussion is that tho languagn of the An¬
derson Resolutions and of tho speech¬es and articles of thc Editor of the

We are glad to
welcome Mr. Terry to South Carolina as
tho pioneer of the immigration move-
men! which is likely to flow rapidly into
our State for the next two years. .Mr.
Terry was in South Carolina at the time
the fertilizer discussion was at its height,
but hos too much sense to be frightened
oh" by the pretended dangers to manu¬
facturera which the Newt and Courier Uta
been so industriously circulating through¬
out tho country. Mr. Terry will make a

practical experiment in'manufacturing at
the South, and if successful will do much
to induce thc location of factOlicfl at Co¬

The Augusta Chronicle and Coiwtitu-
tumalint speaks thus of an important en¬
terprise in which a portion of the readers
of the iNTELLIOKNt KR have a deep in¬
terest, and which is an undertaking that,
if carried out, will alford grcut and in¬
numerable advautaB..'S to thc whole
State :

A railroad is now in process of build¬
ing froir. this city to Greenwood, S. G.,
a point on thc Greenville and Columbia
Kailroid, and a barter was obtained at
tho 1 .st sesMt n of the South Carolina
legislature for ii section of this nen road,km wu ns the Helton, Williamston and
\l »ley Railroad. Thia road is projected
as anwthcr line designed to cross the
lîlue Ridge mountains from South Car¬
olina into Western North Carolina and
Bast Tennessee. It will cross tho At¬
lanta and Charlotte Air Line at Bosley,
one of thu most beautiful and healthylocations on the Air Line. Easley is
said to have an altitude second only to
Mount Airy. Georgia, of the many Air
Line towns between Charlotte and At¬
lanta. This new road, as just surveyed,will run around the eastern spur of the
Table Kock, fifteen miles north of Eas¬
ley, and thence up the valley of Saludariver, not far from Casar's Head moun¬
tain, thence across thc Hluo Ridge,through Estatoe gap, to tho head of nav¬
igation on French Broad river. Ii, will
connect the great grain mid stock-pro¬ducing sections of Kentucky, Tennessee,tho Carolinas and Georgia with tho At¬lantic seaboard and cotton belts of the
South.

Thc Augusta Chronicle and Contiitu-
tionalitl, speaks of tho reasons which
resulted in tho defeat of Col. Thompson,
the gifted and patriotic editor of thc
Savannah Netos, for representative in
Congress to fill thc unexpired term occa¬
sioned by thc death of Hon. Julian Ilar-
tridge. Tho reasons assigned by the
ConstHuiionaiisi are no doubt coircct, for
the editor who dares stand up in tho de¬
fence of right for a series of years is
sure, ii ho be any account, to make hun¬
dreds of enemies, who have at some time
wished to pursue a course which it be¬
came his duty to attack.

pelled to express their opinions in print,and it is safe to say no other class of men
make so many enemies. Others givetheir views in private conversation and
to a limited audience. The journalistspeaks to the world about him, nnd no
ono over forgives nu affront or injury in
print. The newspaper editor is forced to
deal with all tho questions that presentthemselves, and in ¿very case ho antago¬nizes Home interest or olfcnds some indi¬
vidual. Often uo arouses enmity where
ho hud no intention to do so, and a little
paragraph written from tho best of mo¬
tives will hit some ono and rankle in his
breast for a life-time. It is prinoipnllybecause of these things thnt so few jour¬nalists have been successful politicians.It is true that there are now m high po¬sitions many men who were once journal¬ists, ¡nit it is equally true that nearly all
of them ceased lo ho editora before theyattained distinction in politics."
Tho Savannah News says :
Tho opposition of the farmers and

planters of this State to the advanced
price demanded 1 ~ the dealers lu
fertilizers appears io be on the increase,and they ôoern determined not to pay tho
amount asked. A letter from u weii
known fertilizer manufacturer has been
shown us, which solves thc whole ques¬tion.

It says: "We are offering a high gradefertilizer hero (the place olmanu facturé)at eighteen dollars per ton cash, but yourplanters prefer to pay double that price
on the ruinous pian of buying on time
for cotton.
Tho cash system is the ono by which

our farinera càn eave money, ana wo Bea
no reason, therefore, why they can not
mako arrangement'! to avail themselves
of tho advantages which aro here afford¬
ed them.

If tho Naas will givo tho name of this
manufacturer, and he will do a little ad?
vertising that tho peoplo may know where
to find a high grade fertilizer at eighteen
dollars por ton, there will be no moro
trouble about the guano problem, but
Ibero can hardly be anything in tho state¬
ment ot this manufacturer. Fertilizers
aro sold hero for forty dollars per ton
cash, and tho manufacturers assert that
they could not sell even at thirty dollars.
Wo would bo obliged if tho Neus can
put ua On track of the manufacturer re¬
ferred to, that wo may be ablo to inform
oi" planters where they eau save over
ovor fifty per cent, in tho purchase of
their mnniirPA Wi» hnnrovor^ acrrnn

with the manufacturer that tho cotton
option plan of buying fertilizers is inju¬
rious to the farmer, for it places his first
cotton nt tho disposal of the .nanofactu¬
rer, and requires a largo mnrgin for tho
decline of cotton without any chance of
tho farmer reaping a benefit from the
advance, unless it reaches fifteen cents
per pound. In our opinion, it would
pay tho farmers to borrow money from
tho Bank to pay cash for their guanos,
oven at forty dollars per ton, if the cot¬
ton option price is fixed at forty dollars.
A simple calculation will show this to bo
tho pose if cotton should go over nine
cents per pound, wnich it is suro to do
at some time before tho first of January.
For instance, say the money is used from
April 1st to January 1st-nino months-
the internat would be $9.70, making the
ton of fertilizer cost $43.70] but tho
price of a 600 pound hale of cotton at 9
cents would bc $4-5.00, while if it should
go to ton cents, aa it frequently does, the
price would be $50.00, se that the farmer
could save from ene to six dollars per
ton on his guano by this course. Or, by
shortening tho period of the loau to six
months hy paying for the fertilizer the
first day of May and paying bi* notes on
the first of November, the interestwould

WASHINGTON'S BIRTHDAY.
Grund lUtpIity In Clusrleston lu Honor of

till' lin.

CHARLESTON, H. C., Feb. 22, 1879. |Washington's birthday has never been

celebrated in this city with more genuine
satisfaction than to-day. Greater eclat
there may have been, larder assemblies
from outside tho city, more grandeur
and magnificence in display, but to-day
every one seems happy ami 'iitentcd,
and thc best of order prevailew hrotlgh-
out. The exerei.-es begun with tho in¬
spection and review of thc military bri¬
gade. Thc local troops passed musteren
the Citadel Square, and were afterwards
reviewed by General Rutledgo with au
imposing stair, accompanied by Colonel
Hill, Assistant Adjutant ' .neral of Mas¬
sachusetts.

THE FIGHT IN WASHINGTON.
l>\ rijilliio and Detaniilnatlnn of the Ilein-
(icntti and Kag« oi tito Radicals in ttie
Matter of tho Political Amendments to
tho Civil AitproprlaUoti Hill.

WASHINGTON, February 20.

In the House yesterday the anticipatedfight between tho two parties ove» thu
amendment* proposed by the Democratic
caucus commenced. Tho Democrats
looked in better condition and disciplinethan on any occasion during the session,and yet seemed to have no special leader.
On the other hand the Republicans np-
Îeared to lack spirit, and their leader,
íugene líale, did not show his usual

defiance. The find amendment consider¬
ed was that of Herbert, of Alabama, em¬
bracing a repeal of the juror's test oath,and Mr. Thurman's plan for reorganizingIbo Federal jury system so ua to givoDemocrats an equal ahow with Republi¬
cans. On this Conger displayed his usu¬
al bitterness, and u.ged that Section 821
be retained in order to make whri he de¬
nominated treason odious and keep trai¬
tors in a condition of restraint. Duringthe delivery of his provoking remark» the
Democrats kept their temper, and gener¬ally acted like troops ordered not to fire
even though the enemy be in sight.Judge Flam, of Louisiana, however,calmly told him there could be no recon¬
ciliation while this section remained up¬
on thc statute books, aud Messrs. Ellis, of
Louisiana, and Manning, of Mississippi,called the attention of thu House to tue
fact that while the test oath is requiredof jurors, there aro a number of l.nited
States judges in the South who cannot
take that oath because they served in the
Confederate army. The speech of the
debate on this amendment, however, was
that of
JUDGE KELLEY, OE PHILADELPHIA,

who, as a Republican, declared that it is
a disgrace to the country thal this section
remains unrepeated. It protects nobody
.1 his rights, and is, he said, an anomaly

iii legislation. He wanted to know why a
test oath should be required of a jun"when wc permit a man to be President
or a member of Congress who cannot
take it, and actually now have a most
respectable postmaster-general wdio waa
in the Confederate army. Judge Kelley
was loudly applauded bv the Democrats
and the galleries,, ami seemed pleasedat tho compliment.

Mr. Blackburn, who was in tho chair,having overruled the point of order rais¬
ed by Mr. Hale, the amendment was
adopted, and Conger's proposition voted
down. The proceedings so far were com¬
paratively tame, but they became live¬
lier when the next amendment abolish
ing supervisors of election and deputymarshals came up.
LITTLE ECOEXE MAKES A HOLD THREAT.
Mr. Hale raised the same point of or¬

der, but said he did it with no hope of
success after what had occurred, because
the Democrats were carrying out the
mandates of a caucus, which reminded
him of the committee of safety of the
French revolution that assumed to dis¬
pose of matters, even involving life and
death. He gave notice, however, that
the Republicans intend to fight thin
amendment io ino biner end, and thaihe, their leader, meant to exhaust everyparliamentary device which ten years of
experience had given him to prevent its
passage. Tho Democrats keep perfectlycool in spito of thi'; announcement ; but
Mr. Atkins, the chairman of the appro¬priation committee, this morning tleclar-that he would permit no bill to pass until
the legislative bill is disposed of.
FERNANDO WOOD THROWS BOMBSHELLS

INTO TUE REPUBLICAN CAMP.
Mr. Wood very quietly called the at¬

tention of the House to the fact that in
1875 Mr. Garfield waa chairman of thc
comma'oo on appropriations, and EugcnoHale next in command, and that they re¬
ported an appropriation bill with'amend¬
ments infinitely less'germnno than those
now objected to. Among these wero sec¬

Thisraised the ire of the gallant Kentuckian,and he nent on tho floor and had thoofficial report of the offensive remarksread. Ho then asked tho member fromOhio if he stood to tho report as read.Mr. Garfield disclaimed anything offen¬
sive, whereupon Mr. Blackburn deniedthat any member of the caucus had ever
approached bira in regard to what his
rulings would bo.

DEMOCRATS TELEGRAPHED FOR.
Tho House adjourned last eveningwithout reaching a vote, and tho report

was that the Republicans intended to¬day to refuse to vote so as to prevent a
quorum. Tho Democrats, to no readv
mr auch an emergency, telegraphed forabsentees. There was a rumor awhile
ago that the Republicans wero lesa defiant
than yesterday afternoon, and would not
resort to the extremest measures. Noth-
ing, howover, in the movements of Haloanti tho other leaders so far indicates thatthis is well founded.

TWO 80CTH CAROLINA MEMBERS.
Mr. Aiken mado another capital speechon au amendment offered by EugeneHale, which aumin? other thiner* prohib¬ited the use of tissue ballots,' and his
