Speaker of tho present House ol Iteprc-
scntativca is a very encouraging indica¬
tion for tho Democratic party. It shows
that the organization has at its head wise
and prudent leaders, who will control its
course and direct its action in such man¬

ner as to commend it to tho country in
such a plain and practical way as to en¬

sure a national triumph in 1880.

Tho Circuit Court of Picken* County
has just closed. Tho business was rap¬
idly disposed of, and tho people of Pick-
ens are rejoicing in tho revolution effect¬
ed by thc new Judges, which gives thom
the opportunity of getting their business
promptly attended to. PickenB is ono of
the finest mountain sections that we have
ever seen, and with its rich lands, broad
and fertile valleys, healthy climate and
industrious population, is destined to be¬
come one of tho most flourishing sections
of tho whole South at no distant day.
An old role of tho United States Sen¬

ate, which was adopted on the motion of
Mr. Mason, of Virginia, many year« ago,
prohibits tho removal of tho subordinate
employees of tho Sonate except upon tho
approval of the Vice President. TIUB
gives Mr. Wheeler power to prevent tho
chango of employees of tho Senate by
the Democratic party. Under ordinary
circumstances tho rule would be a good
one, but it is about tho only characteris¬
tic of Mr. Mason's timo which remains
in tho Scnnte. That body should either
return in its workings to tho purity and
constitutionality of proceeding which
marked ita deliberations fifty years ago,
or repeal Mr. Mason's rule in order that
the whole mny bo symmetrical.

Political leaders may have their prefer¬
ences as to the next Presidential nominee
for the Democratic party, but all agreo
that Senator Bayard is a pure, ablo and
patriotic statesman. Tho only objection
to him that has found expression is his
financial views, and whatever forco this
might have hud in tho past ia of no im¬
portance now, aa tho financial question
has been settled, and cannot bo disturbed
without sure defeat to tho Democratic
party. Under theso circumstances it
strikes us that tho Delaware stutcsman is
the most universally acceptable and tho
strongest possible candidato for tho De¬
mocracy. His nomination would unite
ull parties, harmonize all sections and
givo tho country a candidate that every
voter, who is not a blind partisan, would
feel it an honor to havo the privilege of
voting for. It is about time to have an

old-fashion candidate for the Presidency,
who would carry tho country back to its
better days, and, by his acknowledged
purity of lifo and integrity of purpose,
still the strife of sections by inspiring
afresh tho love and reverence of Ameri¬
can institutions which is duo them.
Senator Bayard is such a man, and the
Democracy will commit a great blunder
if it docs not nominate him.

The Central National Bank of Colum¬
bia was swindled out of five hundred
dollars recently by one J. Kingsley, pro¬
fessing to hail from St. Croix, Minnesota,
who came to Columbia with a beautiful
girl professing to bo bis daughter.

The swindle was soon discovered,
and the police of Chester were tele¬
graphed to arrest him, but unfortunately
caged tho wrong man, thus letting tho
forgor and his fair accomplice escape.
During their stay in Columbia they crea¬
ted a sensation, and received considerable
attention on their visits to tho State
House, Penitentiary and other public
places. At the Penitentiary the forger
entered into conversation with Col. Lips¬
comb, the Superintendent, and stated
that he had visited some forty penal
institutions, and thought the one under
Col. Lipscomb aa weii managed as any
he had ever seen. It look's comical to
Bee a man preparing io commit forgery
and swindling going to tho Penitentiary,
examining ita arrangements, and flatter¬
ing the Superintendent as if to gain his
friendship in case of a defection and
sentence for tho crime ho was about to
commit. Tho case ia z «air repetition of
the Harris swindle which occurred here
some years ago, and we hopo the perpe¬
trator nm;, bc afforded tho privilege of
spending many yeans in the institution
with whose management ho professed to
bc so highly pleased.
Thc NerT.York ¿Termo baa volunteered

to become adviser of the Democratic
party in the present Congress, and begins
by reminding them of the fact that the
last Democratic Congress in 18G1 went
out in a row, a fact which it assures the
party the country has not forgotten.

which a dominant party may seo fit to
onset with regard to elections. Thc

Tho sovereignty of the State-
in an nbsoluto sense is an exploded idea,
und it is weil for it to be so if tho peopk
of the Union have tho wisdom nnd patri¬
otism to erect upon the ruins of th!<
absoluto sovereignty tho important ant

grand system of constitutional State
sovereignty, which is by no means in
consistent with the results of the war
Thia modified idea of sovereignty maj
be defined to be tho absolute right of lin
8tato to exorcise nil po'vers not takei
from it by tho Constitution of the Unitct
States, which cl course requires tha
powers shall lie exorcised so as not t<
conflict with .ho Constitution. This i
the object which the statesmen of to-da;

A Glance nt tim New Mciiilit-r* In tho

Forty-Sixth Coiijjrt'SM.

From the New Yo, /. World.
In thc House of Representatives of tho

Forty-sixth Congress there arc 287 mem¬
bers, California having yet to elect her
delegation of four members, and there
being vacancies in New York and Texas
caused by the deaths of Messrs. Alexan¬
der Smith and Gustave Schleicher. Of
these 287 members 155 served in thc bist
House, while many of thc new members
have at previous times been Representa¬tives. No member of the last House
went up to the Senate. Death was un¬
usually busy in thc House during thc
Forty-fifth Congress, Messrs. Julian
HartridgC, of Georgia; AlphcusS. Wil¬
liams, of Michigan ; John I. Leonard, of
Louisiana; Frank Welch, of Nebraska ;Terence J. Quinn, of New York ; Gus¬
tavo Schleicher, of Texas, and RcvcrlyH. Douglas, of Virginia, being cut down.
Of these gentlemen but one, Mr.
Schleicher, had been re-elected to Con¬
gress. Of their successors, where the
vacancies were filled, Messrs. John M.
Hailey, of New York, and R. L.T. Reale,of Virginia, are members of the presentHouse.
A number of very notable members of

thc House are among those retired,
among them being Messrs. Carter H.
Harrison, (Dcm.) of Illinois, the author
of the famous Marine Rand speech ; Ho¬
ratio C. Burchard, of Illinois, Minister
Washburne's successor, now director of
the Mint; John R. Eden, of Illinois, the
chairman ot the connuitteo on Southern
claims; William A. Phillips, of Kansas;Milton J. Durham, of Kentucky, Eu-
fene Hale, of Maine ; Thomas Swann, of
laryland, chairman of thc committee on

foreign affairs ; Nathaniel P. Ranks, of
Massachusetts, now United States mar¬
shal, and Gen. Ü. F. Huller, who hopest> bo Governor ; the Into Gen. A. S.

dliams, of Michigan ; Robt. A. Hal ch-
, of Missouri ; John M. Glover, of Mis¬

souri, the investigator; Abram S. Hew¬
itt, Clarkson N. Potter, George M. Beebe,Martin i. Townsend nnd George A.
Bagley, of New York ; Curtis H. Rrog-den nnd Alfred M. Waddell, of North |
Carolina; Milton Savior, Henry R. Ban¬
ning. Americua V. Rice, (who may be
the Democratic nominee for Governor in
October.) Jacob I). Cox, ex-secretary of
tho interior, Charles Foster, (who will
not be the Republican nominee for Gov¬
ernor in October,) Milton I. Southard
and Lorenzo Dunford, of Ohio; William
S. Stenger and Levi A. Mackey, of Penn¬
sylvania; Benjamin T. Eames, of Rhode
Island; Haywood Y. Riddle, of Ten¬
nessee ; James W. Throckmorton, of
Texas ; Gilbert C. Walker, of Virginia,and William Pitt Lynde, of Wisconsin.
There will be no colored representativoin Congress this session, nndbut one sen¬

ator of African descent, Mr. Bruce, of
Mississippi. As a rulo tho Southern
States have made but slight changes in
their delegations, for though Alabama
returned but three of thc eight Congress¬
men who represented her in the last
Houso, Arkansas innkes but one changoin four districts ; Florida, none ; Georgia,three in nine; Kentucky, three in ten ;Louisiana, one in six ; Mississippi, none ;North Carolina, four in eight, (three of
these ure to bo attributed to chango of
tho political complexion of the districts ;)South Carolina, three in five (the three
uew members having been Democratic
nominees in 1876;) Tennessee, four in
ten (one due to achango ;) Texas, two in
six (ono duo to a chango ;) Virginia,three in nine, and West Virginia, none.
Of the Northern States Wisconsin and
Massachusetts aro *uo most faithful to
their members, returning respectively
seven of eight and nine of eleven.
Of tho new members many have al¬

ready made desirable records in Congress
or arc described as men of promise. Mr.
Burweli B. Lewis, of Alabama, served in
tho Forty-fourth Congress acceptably;Mr. Poindexter Puan, tho new member
from Arkansas, showed in his canvass
the good gifts of eloquence and modera¬
tion. Gen. Joseph R. Hawley, of Con¬
necticut, is too widely known to need de¬
scription. Of thc new members from
Georgia, Messrs. John C. Nicholls and
N. I. Hammond, brinir enviable reputa¬tions for character and ability, and Mr.
Emory Speer, tho gentleman from the
Ninth District-than whom only Mr.
Taylor, of Teunesscc, ia younger in yearsof the members of tho present House-is
described as one of the most brilliant
speakers of the South and a man worthyin every way to represent tho famous
Mountain District, which within the
memory of this generation ha* sent to
V/nnuiiiuiou such men as Howell Cobb,Junius Hillyer, James Jackson ar.'~> Bon.
Ilill. Of the Illinois new mernh.?«''» onlyMr. Adiar K, Stevenson baa served be¬
fore, Gen. james W. Singleton, from
tho Quincy District, is a gentleman of
force of ohr. vc>r and ability, and Capt.John R. Tno.nas promises to bo a useful
and hard working member, In Indiana,
Godlovo B. Orth and Jeptha D. New,
both men of talent, are returned once
more, and from Iowa is sent ox-Governor
Cyrus C. Carpenter, who has had a long
oxperience of public life boin in his
adopted State and at Washington. Mr.
John A. Anderson, of Kansas, is an ex-
clergyman and college president of ftqr
power«, and Mr. Philip B. Thompson,Jr., of Kentuck'y, has tho talent and atti¬
tude of his distinguished family Mary¬land sends a good substitute for cx-Gov-

young man, a close student und a dealer
in hard facts, and withal popular with
Republicans as well os Democrats, as his
victory showed. Mr. L. C. Huuk, bia
solitary Republican colleague, is also
spoken of as a decided acquisition in
talent and character to the House. lu
spite of thc death of Mr. Schieichcr, tbs
Texas delegation remains a very strong
one, Mr. Throckmorton's successor, Mr.

THE NEW SENATORS.
The new senators make a favorable im¬

pression, and it was very generally «aid
that the Democratic side waa the ablest
looking body of men that had sat in the
upper house for many a year. Senator
Williams, of Kentucky, is a most strik¬
ing figure. Six feet high, broad of chest,with a pleasant, intelligent face, he
promises to bo one of the notable men of
Congress. Jonas and Vest, of Missouri,
are the small men, physically, of thc
body. The former is juvenile in appear¬
ance, and us he walked beside the giantfrom Texas appeared almost diminutive.
He hos a slightly Jewish face, and would
bo taken generally for a quick, keen
business man of thirty-four or thirty-fiveyears of age. Mr. Vest has a fine head,covered with sandy hair, a sandy mous¬
tache, n clear blue eye, and apparently a
'veak physique. Governor Vance, of
North Carolina, is one of the handsome
men of Congress. Ho has a bright black
eyo, gray bair and moustache, a fine pres¬
ence, and the Southern nanner and
speech. Governor Houston, ofAlabama,is ponderous in every way. He looks
the heurty, rough and ready and able
man that he is universally credited with
being. His bald head is fringed with a
trifle of snowy hair, and his chin is
adorned with short white whiskers. Helooks but little older than when in the
House twenty vears ago. Mr. Call of
Florida is a slight man, whose face and
figure do not at all indicate thc manner
ol'person he ls. It waa like old limes to
see Chandler, Carpenter and Logan all
in a row on tho back tier of scuta, and a
little stretch of imagination would have
brought back Pomeroy, Cameron, Harlan
and Morton. Pendleton, "Gentleman
George," wua tho best dressed and the
easiest in manner, and Jonas, of Louisi¬
ana, the handsomest. Ho ia alight in
build, young in years and gentlemanly in
bearing. Ho ia dark complexioned áud
wears a small black moustache. Farley,of California, ia large and surly, with a
low forehead and bushy whiskers.
Groome, of Maryland, ia young in yearsand fuílbodied, with a close-trimmed
beard, covering tho lower part of a chub¬
by face.

A CONFLICT OF JUIUSDICTION.-SberifT Bowen received a bondi warrant
from Darlington County yesterdny in¬
structing him to arrest a colored man
named E. H. Deas, who is wanted iu that
county to answer to a charge of larceny.After a search tho sheriff found Deas
quietly ensconced In the United States
Marshal's office, and when he attemptedto arrest him ho waa informed by theMarshal and by the assistants of the
United States District Attornoy that
Deas was held lu their custody as a wit¬
ness for the government in certain coses
which are to be tried at the April tenn
of the Court. The ahoriff then offered to
give n bond for tho nppearanco of Deas
at the time required it the United States
officials would turn him over to his cus¬
tody. It then leake out that Deas had
voluntarily surrendered himself to tho
Marshal aa a witness and refused to give
a bond for his appearance.The truth of tho matter is that Deas is
a Radical politician in Darlington Coun¬
ty of Bomo notoriety. In order to escapeprosecution for stealing, ho baa fled for
refuge to the United States officials, who,in consideration of his political creed,
have received him with open arms r.r.u
are now sheltering him from justice.Of course tho witness story is too trans¬
parent to need much comment ; the ob¬
ject being to give Deas tho opportunityto escapo when thc State authorities least
expect it. Sheriff Bowen told tho Mar¬shal that he was determined to executethe warrant if posible, and proposed to
arrest Peas If he ever ventures out of his
haven of refuge without the carori, af «

United Suites Licputy Marshal, He ac¬
cordingly stationed rt Deputy Sheriff on
guard, and the United States officials
seeing that their little game of bluf]would not work, finally consented to com¬
mit tho prisoner to Juli, whore he ia now
held subject to thc order of the United
States Marshal, and also upon tho bench
warrant from Darlington. It now re¬
mains for tho courts to decide whether
the State or tho United States has the
right to tako possession of bini.-Newt
and Courier.
