At the Ban Franciseo Mirl there was n
deficiency of $235,000 in the Mélter and
Refiner's Office in 1856—a great discre-
pancy between the Treasurer’s and the
coiner’s accounts in 1866, and large losses
m 1879. The Buperintendent was dis-
missed for corrupt practicesin 1877, Losa-
es were also discovered in 1870 at the
Denver Mintand the New York Assay
Offico. The New York accounts were

nssed by the Auditor’s nnd Comptrol-
er's oflices of the Treasury without prop-
er exnmication of the vouchers, which
were paid by the New York Assistant
Treasurer without the npprowsl of the
officers who should have reccived the

supplies,

lI)J’p to 1870 the Director scemed never
to have exnmined the New York Asay
Office, and the mint regulations were hard
to find there. The report of the Director
of tho Mint for 1877 says (in tables pre-
pared by Martin V. Davis of Philadel-
rhia) that the qnldcuinn[gn under Director
Liudnman, 1674-7 inclusivy, was $156,-
000,000, and greater than that of any
revious four years. This wus untrue.
The coinnge of 1874-7 wais $160,000,000
(10,000,000 more), and that for 18514 in-
clusive wna $190,000,000, or £24,000,000
more, The Director also fell into this
error of §10,000,000, and understated by
this sum the total gold coinage of the
mints. He nlso understated the gold
coinage 1851-4 by $1,600,000. e sta-
ted the total 1852-8 inclusive nt %203~
000,000; but his subordinate, Mr, Davis,
stated it in the same report, for the Phil:
adelphin and San Francisco mints nlone,
ut §247,000,000, over $18,000,000 more.
Thus according lo officinl figures two of.
the miots coined $i8,000,000 more than
the whole five! The San Franeisco mel-
ter and refiner’s returns of bullion above
the nmounts charged as delivered to him
in the sar:2 report, thus mneking the mint
£26,000, 1854-77 is credited to that mint.
twice in the same report, thus making the
mint expenees appear $36,000 less than
the tru'i.

The . cw York Assay office smelter
and refiner, Mr. Andrew Mason, by
great care and skill gaved and turncd in-
to the Treasury in 1876-8 304,060 mioro
then the bullion delivered him for treat-
ment was charged at. These returns
were suppressed from the Director’s re-

ris, being lumped 'with earnings, and

Ir. Mason was instructed to retuin
them as such, the motive annonneed
in the instructions being to shiuld the
mints from annoying ingniriesas to why
they, instend of returning a surplus like
Mr, Mnsor, they charged the Govern-
ment with o waste, Thus Mr. Mason
was deuied the credit he richly deserved
and was in one report made to appear as
wasting $9,000, in order to hide tEn mis-
management of others. The letter order-
ing this suppression was signad as Actisg
Director of the Mint by Robt, E, Preaton,
who figures unpleasantly elsawhere in
connection with cotton ¢ 2counts, In 1876
Congress cut down the appropriations
asked by the Director over 5300,000 but
Lindeman contrived to smuggle in s
provision allowing the earnings from sep-
arating gold from silver, and from refin-
ing both, to be used in meiting expenses
without going into the Treasury, The
result is that, every year since, the earn-
ings have been spestin additlon to the
sums. allowed by Congress, aud $300,000

“ yearly have been n:penda& without Con-
greas sus acllnyg it.
* The New York Assay Offico receipts
from the sale of blue vitriol and sulphu-
rie liquor in 1878 were stated by tho Di-
rector there? at $11,860.01, Four years
later the aunusl report stated them as
£5,802.5. Both Rm“d to be wrong; the
amount was $10,850,01.

The Director's annual reports for
1873—1-5 slate the receipts gregaling
$2,046,000. The report for ?ﬁ'ﬂ shows
tho samo expenditurea to be $2,409,000,
or over £860,000 more than was acknowl-
edged at the time. The expenditures
are shown by the yearly reports for
1878-6 inclnsive as §5,062,000. Tho re-
port for 1877 shows them to be £5 635,000
or over $570,000 more ; §80€,000 of thia
suppression was in 1876, the presidentinl
election year. OFf.more than half this
$672,000 suppression there is not the
shadow of an explanation, In 1876 the
items of expenditure were suppressed
from the annual report.

. Inthe spring of 1869, 311,400 bara of
silvor and gold bullien, whose valus wns
unknown, were depo:fted in the New

i y office and moneys were

lonned thercon to Bailing & Sarder and
sthers by Assistant Treasurer Van Dyck.
This was very dangerous, for gilded bars
of lead or iron could ibus be used to bor-
row on without interest or security. At
least one lot of boxes eaid to contain
bullion were deposited and borrowed on
in 1865, and taken away on reiurn of ihe
loan without :m{| inspection or test,
This practice was broken up in 1869 by
George W. Edelman, Deputy Treasurer
of tho Assay Offico; but it was revived
the year after Mr. Edelman resigned Ly
Director Lindeman, concerning “Britia
bars and sovereigns,” whose genuineness
hiad not been tested; and it continued
till the Glover investigation began, when
Lindeman stopped it..

The law does not al-
low travoling expenses to any one but
the Director; to October 1, 1873, hie re-
ceived §4,300—charged to this account,
Prank H. Gassaway, & mau of notorious
character in Washington, received &1,
668.78 for taking an inventory (16
pages of foolsedp), of furniture and fix-
tures at the Ban Francisco Mint, At
the close of the Lindemun investigation
of that mint in 1877, but before the re-
ort was made, the Buperintenden:, La
irange, who was removed in consequonce
of that investigation, presented Linue-
man’s wife with §1,000, saying it was a
present  from the cemployes of the
mint, Scme of the employes, it is wsaid
complained afterward thut they were
compelled to contribute and could ill af-
ford it,

When Prof. Robert A, itogers, of 1'hil-
adelphia, ¥, O, Leeeh of the Mint Bu-
reau, Washington, rud A, W, Dowing,
Chiefof the Coining Department of the
Philadelphin Mint, were sent to San
Francisco to examine and attend the
yearly settlemens, of the Mint, Lindeman
inatructed Superintoadent La Grange to
pay their traveling expenses and £10 o
day to Rogers from the profits of frac-
tional silver coinnge.  Before the Glover
Committee he swore that e had never
used these profits thus, but the reeord
convictad him,

Lindeman bought in his wife's namne,
in 1874, 150 shares of the California and
195 shares of Consolidated Virginia, the
“Big Bonanza” silver mines of Novada,
which were controlled by Flood, O'Brien,
Mackey anel Fair,  For these he paid 90
per cent. o less, about 325,000,  Belore
the committee hie had called these $25,-
000 “yery moderat s menns of hiswife's.
In Marh, 1875, ne bought of the Con-
solidatzd  Virginin Dore silver bullion,
vald by the sellers av $1,024,600, and
puul them 21,000,000 on nceount without
waiting for the asany to show whether it
was correctly valued, or 98.% per cent,
of the value ns alterward ascertained.
The compuny pgot their  money two
months before comnpletion of assuy, nd
were thus enabled 1o make 15,000 in-
terest. In June, 1875, he bought of them
imported silver bars valued by them at
$1,600,000, and  paid  them $1.425,000
down over two months before completion
of nssay, nnd enabled them thus to make
$25,000 interest.  The assny showed the
bullion worth but 1 447,000 or $63,000
short of the valuation, so that he pnid
them in ndvance 98.6 per cent, of the
value, running a great risk of the over-

aying. The bullion was paid for at

121} per ounce fine metul, delivered at

San  Francisco. The expross charges
were paid by the Governmentto New
York from the profits on fractional

silver cvinage, instend of being paid by
the sellers, aml the charges at the Assay
Oflice we-o borne by the Government,
without authority of lnw, These expen-
ses nmounted to #32,000, which madao the
silver cost the Government $1.26 per fine
ounce. The market value was $1.24.4
40 that the purchase, ns well as costing
32,000 moro than Lindeman pretended,
cost 13,000 more than it eould have
been bought for elsewhere. Lindeman
also dirceted Superintendent Aecton to
piry £9,000 more thae the nssayed value
ol the gold in the purchase, the sell-
ers elniming that the assayers had mude
a “mistake.”  Acton replied that there
was no o chority to pay e, but ot Linde-
mui.'s direetion, afler secking to throw
all the responsibility on Lindeman, he
paid, and charged it to “profit and loss.”

Prof, T8 Rogers of Philadelphia, nn-
other stockholder in the Consoliduted
Virginia, the scllers, was employed l;}'
Lindeman to make an “examination,”
and of eourse reported strongly in favor
of making the payment. William E,
Dubois, Assnyer at Philadelphia, pro-
tested strongly ngainst “corrccting” as-
eays at the instanco of outside parties,
snying that this destroyed the rolinbiiity
of assays, The payment was hidden in
the Director's annuul report for 1877, by
ealling it a “wastage,” when no wastage
but $14,000 saving, had occurred. 'l'ha
payment took pince without the knowl-
edge of the New York Paying Clerk,and
without nuthority from the Seeretary of
the Treasury. Tho purchase altogether
cost about §65,000 more than was preten-
ded. Inthe same month Lindoman also
taok off tho Company’s hands nearly #2,-
000,000 more silver that they were nnx-
ious to sell,

January, 1875, the Bonanza stocks, un-
der the effect of wild revorts about the
mines, were very high in prico.  Consoli-
dated Virginia reaclied 850. Lindeman’s
$25,000 worth of stock was worth onco
$200,000. Batit fell by October to 210
and California, the other part of the Bo-
nnnza, to 250. So it was bulled again,
In the summer of that vear Lindeman
visited Californin on official business,
sought o conference with the manngers
of the mines, and arr. _vd an inspection
of them. I and Prof. Rogers tlxcn or
soon afler, a holder of £20,000 or more
stock in these mines, inspected thein
twice. Rogers made a report valuing
them at 300,000,000, which Lindeman,
saying that other eatimates were too
high, concurred in and published in his
annual report for 1875. This was widely
cireulated and jumped Consolidated Vir-
ginin to 435 and Californiate 875. The rise
carried Lindoman’s stock up to 120,000
and his officinl representations held "the
stock up to 180 per original share to the
end of 1876, nnd to 115, till the end of
1877. The mines only produced about o
sixth of the amount representzd, and the
stock fell in_value about $15,000,000, nc-
cording to the Statisticinn of the United
States  Monetary Commission, The
maintenance of the stock at ‘high prices
ennbled the owners to sell - stock
enongh to realiza about $125,000,000,
and the fall caused the buyers to lose
about $100,000,000, which the first soll-
ers pocketed by Lindeman's aid, This
spread misfortune and distress through-
out the Pucifle const,

Oct, 10,1877, the Becretary of the Treas-
ury signed at Lindeman’s instance an
order stopping the coinnge of trade dol-
Inra. Lindeman managed to let the
Nevada Bank of 8an Francisco, owned
by the Consolidated Virginin party and
the Anglo-Californian Bank, know of the
suspension the same day, though the
public did not know it 'till the next,
The second business day after the sua-
pension the price of trade dollars had
risen 4 per cent., and these banks, b aving
had notice, had bought up the dollars
and compelled traders with China to
buy of themat this higher price. ix-
Gov. Low telegraphed Lindeman soon
after that tho suspension would driva all
the silver bullion in market to the Neva-
dn Bank refineriea; but this had no
effoct on Lindeman,

O. H, Irish, Chiefof the Burean of En-
graving and Printing, published last
winter a letter to Mr. Atkins, Chairman
oiine Iiouse Tommitice on Appropria-
tions seeking to discredit Mr. Glover's
statoment about his Barean, In this lot-
ter he stated that the Buresu had com-
pleted and delivered to the Comptroller
of the Currency 2,300,000 sheets of na-
tional bank notea in the fiscal year 1878 ;
bul the report of the Rureau shows that
it delivered 82,000 sheets more. The Hu-
rean bookkeeper swore that there could
not possibly be n mistake ia the ro-
port; yetexamination showed that the
report, represented that 810,000 sheots of
chistoms cigarstamps were delivered more
than the Buréau claimed to have wade!

The distinetive psper for printing the
Goveroment-desnes has been stored in n
room used exalusively for that purpose
In- bundles containing one thousand
sheets each, All the distinetive papor
is stered in that room. The supply for
legal tenders™ing never been exhausted,
that is, it has been added to and drawn
from since1809, and there has always been
lmﬁv quaniity on. hand.

May 1, 1877, there was stored in this
room the enormous quantity of 18,716,
266 sheeta ofdiuuucﬂw paper, and the
Chiel of tho Bursau says thero. wero
stored  on 1st July lnst, 5,924,000 eheeta
legal tender paper, and there is stored

beside a large amount of nations! bank
note, funded loan bond, and old fraction-
al currency paper; of the lutter, part is be-
ing used for nationa! bank notes and
legal tenders. It was found that the
stock of paper had been eounted but
once (nbout five years ngo) in ten years,

The room in which i3 in stored’is in
the subbasement of the building; the
corridors leading  therelo are  poorly
lighted, and scldom wisited, except by
workmen employed in stiops on the saue
floor, Six persons have aceess to this room
at any time during working hours, and
any one of the six e n upen packages of
this paper that bave been counted pad
stored, abstraet from £0 to 100 sheetsat a
timeand place the bundles so lmu]-urml
where they would not be reached for
years,

The
purloining of these i3 eapecinlly to be
guarded aguinst, The Government has
unt pI:u:u-rrm-la cliceks upon them as o
render their abstraction fimpossible, nor
eun they, by the present arrangement
for doing the work,

bed picee is a plate of steel the size
of the note or coupon, ele, 16 "o printed,
having the entire of such now, ole, e1s
graved on its surluee, wd this being
finished, the piece is hurdened.

A vollia a small eylindrical picea of
steel hiaviog on it surfuce, in relief, the
entire engrived work that is on the sur-
face of the bed piece; this also, after re-
t:l'i\'i.ll],; the impression, is hardened, It
is made while the steel is soit Ly being
run over the hardened bed picee, so that
the entire engraved work on the surfuce
of the bed piece is transferred to its out-
sido surfice by pressure,

The plates are Inrge picces of steel
from  which the notes bomds, stamps,
ete., are printed, s vary in size from
that of four notes, each, ad legal tenders,
to ncoupon bond, und sre made by hav-
ing the work from the roll trunsferred to
their surfuce by pressure. There are
three (3) bed picees (also ealled dies)
and three (3) rolls, feom which the plates
for ench denomination of notes are made
viz: one for the green printing on the
bick, one for the ‘;Incl-: printing on the
face and one for the red seal.

Heretofore, to insure security, it was
deemed necessary to have these separate
dies, ete, und the several printings on
auch note, made by different institutions,
but John Sherman saw fit, contrury to
law, to bring this entire printing into one
bureau, and to have the entire engeaved
atock of dies, bed picees. rolls nnd plates,
for printing legal tenders, bonds, and
the backs, fuces and seals of each, held
in one vault, The custodian to this
vault and his asvietants alone have nc-
cessto it in the course of their daily
duties they go in and out at pleasure,
amd there i3 no difliculty securing for
unlawful purposey the bed picees from
which the back, the face, and the
seal of any denomination of notes, from
one dollar to one thousund dollars, or all
of them, are printed, and mnke from
them rolls (an  operntion of but a
few minutes), by which nn unlimited
number of plates ean be prepared,

These bml picees are rarely enlled into
uso after the roll lins been made, the wet
af threo conld be conveniently carried in
un inside pockot, and as the preparation
of a roll requires but a short time, these
bed picces could be taken away at the
cloze of work, and restored in the morn-
i, until one of each denomination had
been obtained, nnd by themn plates pre-
pared for printing mlvllimm of dollars of
genuine notes, The® vault containing
this material has often been left open
and accessible for hours at a time Lo uny
one who could get into the Bureau.

It is strange that each of the last three
Presidentinl eleetions haw been followed
by a Treasury announcement that large
amounts of “counterfeit” notes were
nllont, Tn 1869 the whole issue of legal
tenders was withdrnwn and replaced, on
the ground that they had been largoly
and skilfully counterfeited. In 1873 the
of §500 greenbacks—nboui
SO AU 00 —was withdrawn and  re-
placed in the same way. In 1877 a
counterfeit #1,000 note was announced.,
One of the oldest engrayvers in the coun-
try testifies that whew u note is so like
the original that it eannot ensily be de-
tocted—as these and other “counterfeits’
are said by Treasury oflicials to be—it
cannot really be a connterfeit, but must
be a genuine note surreptitiously printed
from genuine plates, or from seeret ro-
productions of these plates. Other ex-
Jerts testify that n pgeouine plate, after

ving seeretly made, ean be altered with
a graver in small details enougl: to make
it seem counterfeit to uny non-expert,

In 1865 Ilank 1all, a nbted counter-
feiter in New York, hired! two plate
printers named Lankton, to go to Wash-
ngton, get employment in the Printing
Burean, and thete stenl copies of evary
note plate the Government was using,
They did steal copies (by printing on
fead sheets instend of pupers of several
notes, and eould have stolen all had not
a quarrel sprang up.

brief inspection of the Treasurar's
books revenled the fact that $19 000,000
of notes were at one time sccrclfy atlout
for severnl months, the Treasury state-
ments being fulse during that fime to
that extent; and the fact of that secret
issuo remained unknown till lighted on
by the Glover committee, The Looks
were fulsified, and a balance forced to
concenl this secret issue, by untruly
stating that $19,000,000 had been depos-
ited as temporary loan, when no such
deposit took place,

From 18G7 to 1873, while the amount
of greenbncks authorized by law was
$856,000,060, ‘he Treasurer’s books re-
vealed the fact that repeatedly the
amount aflont was £2,000,000 above the
authorized amount in the middle of the
month, enough being turned over for de-
struction on the last day of the month
to bring tha tatal down o 8205 000 0o
und in other months the circulation waa
cut down as much as £12,000,000 below
the published figures in the middle of
the month, enough being taken from the
unissued notes on hand on the last day
to make up the sum to the lawful figure
on statement day,

Gen, Spinner swore that the public
debt statements did not agrée with his
books; thut he did not npprove of them:
that his name was put to them without
his authority; that ha was not allowed
to publish truthiul statements; that
balaneas were forced in these statements,
and that he finally got the law changed
80 as to relieve him of the duty ho was
not allowed to perform.

In nearly the whole «f the flacal yenr
1866, the Treasurer’s books show that
the amount of eompound interest notes
outstanding was from £5,000,000 to $14,-
000,000 more than the pufﬂislwd debt
statements showed, One month it was
$26,000,000 lees. Three different state-
ments of the sum outstanding June 30,
1865, were published, differing many mil-
lions, nnd none of the threo was trie.

Secretary MeCulloch publicly acknowl-
edged some y¢ irs since that o1 one ocea-,
sior he ~aused £4,000,000 withdrawn
greenbacks, that had been' paid off and
were to be destroyed, to be counted and
published in the debt statement as “cash
an hand 1”

The first man who was entrusted with
tha destruction of withdrawn notes,
Charles H, Comwell, Chief of the Re-
demption Division of the Treasurer's
office, wns canght stealing the notes and
reissuing them. The amount thus reis-
sued is not known, but it is estimated by

Judges at over €100,000. Tha second

ohief, Frank Jones, was dotected in mak-

ing a false certificate of destruction of
£40,000 worth, and Gen. Spinner, Secre-
tarics l!uulwcii and Dristow, and others,
persistently refused to investigate the
matter, though about §800,000,000 of
notes had passed through Jones' hands
in perfect shape, much of it never even
baving been issued,  The checks and
precautions against thefl in Jestruetion
vre found to have been grossly neglected
and disreganded in meny respects. Gen,
Spinner swore that “they have a rule
that nothing must be divulged that tukes
place in the Tressury,”

The report concludes by stating that
m:m[\' of these and other matters need
uineh mure investigation ; that by no
other method can the people learn the
teath about the Goyernment, or Congre:s
get the information necessarcy to logiuli.

The last ope exhibited in Washington
market wns fifteen years ngo, and it was
80 smail & specimen of its kind that
some fish dealers believed that it was o
species of shark. The fish that arrived
yesterday was exhibited by C. A, Lewis.
It was very nearly fourteen feet long,
and it monopolized the entire front at
the stand, Peryons stopped to examine
it, and all day long a throng was press-
ing arousd it Malf of the lengih of
the eurious fish was body and the other
half tail. The tail taperéd off gradually,
and had been looped up by a rope at-
tached to a beam above. ” The weight of
the creature was 600 pounds, The nnked
skin on the back nnd sides was a uniform
bluish drab eolor from the snout to the
tip of the tail. The tail was as much a
sepirate pirt of the body as a dog's tail
is of its body, which appearance made
it resemble a lnnd or amphibious animal
more than a fish.  The eyes were as Inrge
ng o cow's, and could be rolled in cheir
sockets. The mouth was comparatively
small, and the teeth short, sharp and of
a uniform length in both juws, Sticking
gtraight up from the middle of the back
was 4 dark fin, eleven inches long, of the
same color as the bady, tough and com-
pnet, yet neither bony nor hard. The
fish yielded like enoutchoue to the finger,
but on releasing the pressure the skin
sprang back to its original form. The
body from end to end, seemed & muss of
cartilage. The long tail is used by the
animal like a rawhide in attacking its
enemy, the whale. It forms a sort of
alliance with the sword-fish, the latter
thrusting its sword into the whale from
below, and the thresher attacking it from
nbove. The threshers run in schools, and
from ten to tweuly will attack a whale
at once., 'Those who have witnessed a
combat between threshers and whules say
that it isa an exciting spectacle. The
water flies in showers of foam in all di-
rections, as the threshers hurl themselves
b the whales like animated cowhides,
For linurs they rain blows on the head
and sides of the buge animal. Between
the piercing thrusts of the swordfish and
the flail-like blows of the thresher, n
whale ravely escapes, From the carcasy
the victom get their food for many a day
afterward. Through the little slit in the
side of Lho thresher exhibited yeaterday
oczed blood as red as that of a land
animal.  The rills ware fane in numbar
