Many persons sat
up all night looking across the seething,
roaring waters at the small dark figure
still clinging to the rock. The morning
came; renewed efforts were made, but
they all miscarried.

Everybody
was excited. Tears were in the women’s
eyes, the pallor gleamed through the
rouge of some ofg their cheeks.

THE Basis oF THE CIVIL SABBATH.—
These are some of the grounds upon
which it rests: |

First—Every human beiug, by the ne-
cessity of his nature, needs & rest of one
entire day in seven, added to his nightly
rest. in sleep, for the restoration of
strength exhausted by the laubors and
cares of six successive duys. *“His very

heart and flesh ery ount for it.” The free
citizen bas the same natural right to be

protected b:l; law from the disturbance
oln his weekly rest day as in his nightly
sleep.

Second—The State needs the rest day
for the.protection and pormotin of good
morals, good order, the émblic peace and
public decency. “The Sabbath law, con-
sidered 23 a police regulation, rest on the
foundations which uphcld laws prohibit-
ing gambling, lotteries, polygamy, disor-
derly houses, the sale of intoxicating lig-
uors on election days, and the like. The
State punishes all these offences, Sabbath
breaking included, not as sins against
QGod, but as iojuries on Society,”"—(Su-
preme Court of New Yorkj

Third—No citizen should be required
by law to worship God, even on Sunday,
for the sake of public morals, But the
law ought to restrain him from disturb-
ing those who choose to devote their rest
day to religious worship, for this amounts
to other ends, namely, the welware of the
whole people. Considered as an educa-
tional agency, the Sabbath stands side
by side with our schools of learning ; and
both ought, for the same reason, to be
protected from molestation.

Fourth—Our citizens have a natural
right to undisturbed worship on the day
set apart for rest by the usage of the
American people from the settlement of
the countg. This right cannot be se-
cured amidst the noise and stir of ordi-
nary labor and public amusement, Be-
sides, those who carry on their business
on Sanday virtuslly compel their peigh-
bors in the same business to do the same.
In the active competitions of life, “the
liberty of rest for each man depends on
the law of rest for all.”

ished, and is one of the principal draw-
backs to journalistic success. In these

impoverished households, there is no jus-
tification for sponging upon one’s neigh-
bor. Ifa newspaper is worth reading it
is worth Fsying for; and although good
neighborly feeling might not, under ex-
ceptional circumstances, object to lend-
ing a copy for perusal, there is but one
way to deal with borrowers who are too
close-fisted to buy a paper fur themselves.
The habitual borrowing of newspa-
pers, and often returning them soiled or
mutilated, is one of those petty annoy-
ences that may he avoided by alittle tact
and decision, and by the enforcement of
the Shakspearian rule to “neither a bor-
rower nor a lender be.”
