WASHINGTON, Dec. 21,1879.The evident and widespread interest

which has been manifested in regard to
the matter of an alleged bargain for the

HAMPTON'S DISINTERESTEDNESS.

than that of tho State, and that if any of
our friends thoughtmy nomination would
be prejudicial to the National Demo¬
cratic party, I would not accept it I
urged the Convention not to nominate
me ander such circumstances, and with¬
drawing from tho body in order to leave
them entirely untrammelled in their ac¬
tion, did not return until the nomination
was unanimously tendered to me.

TUE ABBEVILLE CONFEBENCH.
Aa to this specific charge of timo and

place, Col. Haskell gives tho explana¬tion that at the mass meeting we held in
Abbeville the Executivo Committee sent
word to us that a proposition had been
made to them conceruing the withdrawal
oí Mio Electors, and one of the Commit-'
tee, Col. J. A. Hoyt, came up to consult
with us in reference to it. Neither JudgeCooke nor Judge Mroc y had ever said a
word to me OD the subject. Judga Mack¬
ey bad hot yet so much aa announced bis
adherence to our party, and, if I remem¬
ber aright, was not at Abbeville. JudgcCooke, as is well known, had only joined
us that afternoon. Coming out to our
meeting at a late hoar he announced
from the stand, for the first time, that be
Ïreposed to sustain our ticket. No one
new of bis position towards us until that

moment, and he certainly took no part in

consent to withdraw the Electors, Gen.
Toomba readily offered unconditionallyto give in $10,000, out of bis own pocket,to aid us ia our canvass for the wholeticket. Tho proposition concerning tho
electors was discussed among other mat¬
ters, and we came to the conclusion, as
Gen. McGowan has announced, that we
would not entertain it. Nothing more
was ever said about it, and the character
of the canvass was not changed in the
'slightest degree. Tho Presidential Elec¬
tors accompanied me to every meetingthat waa held in the State, and the two
[tickets viere carried.as far aa possible to¬
gether.
; THE DISCREPANCY IN THE VOTE8
cast for Mr. Tilden and myself can bo
accounted for in two ways. In the first
place, the returns for the election of Gov¬
ernor and Lieutenant Governor in South
Carolina are required to be scaled by thc
managers of election, to be opened onljby the Legislature, and did not, there¬
fore, go before the Returning Board
There was no chance of tampering witt
them, while the vote for Providentia
Ejectors was canvassed by that boaid
which was composed entirely of RepubHeans. Another very good reason fo;
my vote being largor than Mr. Tilden'*is that many white ileyublicana, as wei
as some of the colored ones voted foMr. Hayes and the Democratic Stahticket. Republicans of character in Co

sion, and Dy thatf body ordered to be

GENTLEMEN-Having received a let¬
ter from Gen. P. H. Bradley, presidentof the Greenwood and Augusta Railroad,
stating that a grvat deal o? mortality andsicknt.r s existed among the convicta leas¬
ed to that company, I conferred with the
chairman of tho board, showing him thelrUer. He instructed me to go over there
and make en inspection pt their condi¬
tion, and at my suggestion be instructed
mo to vako Dr.* Trczovcnt, the surgeon of
the institution, with me, to see what
could be dono to ameliorate their condi¬
tion.

Dr. Trezevant and myself appointedthe morning of the 21st of August to go
on tho inspection. On the night of the
20th I received the attached noto from
Dr. Trezevant, saying he could not go,and I proceeded Cy myself on the morn¬
ing of the 21st.

I met tho Hon, A. P. Butler, one oftheboard of directors, in Augusta, about ll
o'clock the samo morning. Wo left im¬
mediately for the camp on tho South
Carolina side, in Edgefield County, about
nineteen or twenty miles distant, which
we reached abont 5 P. M. '

.I found in one end of tho stockade nine
sick men chained oh what was intended
to be a straw bed, but the straw was too
thin to do much good. I could not stand
thé awful stench, and had to direct the
guard to unchain them and bring themout in front of the Blockade. I found
them in a deplorable condition, all of
them complaining of venereal diseases,swollen limb?, ¿Vc. I then went to the
so-called hospital, whero I found three
sick-two white men and one black man.
They had some stiaw to lie upon and
were all chained. They were all cover¬
ed With vermin' and fleas-so much so
that I was forced to leave the room. I
don't see how it was possible for a well
man to exist in these places well treated,much 'oas a sick, man with no treatment
or so little that I regarded it as noue,
They had no change of clothing, nc
shoes, no covering of any description thal
I could see. They reported that thejhad had no medicine and no medical
treatment except one dose of paregoricin the threedays preceding,and their nour
ishment was fat t>acon and bread. I lei!
tho camp and proceeded (ó where tho]
were at work on the road,' about a mih
and a half distant. I found about ser
enty-fivo men at work on' the road
clothed in the Penitentiary stripe tbat J
had sent to Gen. Bradley about five week
before. It was so late that I could on!jlook et their condition generally an!
postpone tho inspection until next morn
mg.
I went next morning to where the;

were at work, called the roll and inspected them. I found a great many of thee
complaining of venereal diseases am
swollen limes, and almost all with scur
vy. They were very dirty in person sm
clothing-having no change*' some o

I saw no blankets or bed clothing iothom to lie upon or cover with.

I heard great and loud complainabout the crud treatment of, convicts b;Capt.. J. J. Cahill and his guard. One c
them, W. H. McGarvey, No., 2.12Íshowed Col.Butler and myself acara opo:his head which he said were caused,bblore from a stick in the hands of CapCahill,, and persona outside cave tu

while in shackles and fastened, to th
gang chain, claiming that ho was in r<volt. Wo heard that Cahill had orderethe guard to shoot him.
Tho convict were generally in auchbad oonùf^on that I deemed it my in

pcrative d aty to send tho surgeon of tb
institution to see them.
Tho >!ckoes3 and mortality being i

great I beard that some of the directo
of the road had resigned, and Dr. T.
McKie, their surgeon, had ceased to vb
tho convicts professionally. I was i
formed that ne bsd refused to contini
to treat tho convicta because bis piscriptiona were not fii'cd nor his orders
to treatment- and nourishment carri
out.

I retnrned to Columbia on Satnidatbs 23d, and sent Dr. Trczevaut to mai
a similar inspection on tho morningtho 25th, as will bo seen by the followii
order, approved by tho. chairman'
the board, a copy of which I a
pend. His detailed report will acromr
uy this paper.'On 25th September, 1877, they receied 100 convicts ; on 18th October, 18;

convicts sro consist of two log p¡twenty by thirty feet. In this spa:

íouod eighteen other convicts lying cnthe naked earth, their diseases beingprincipally exhaustion and dropsies.Tho same style of sleeping accommo¬dations prevails io these pens aa do inthe hospital, with the exception that on
some of the shelves there io no straw atall, and from tho polished appearance ofthe clapboards, there have been nonesince they have been occupied.I saw neither trace or sign of coveringof any kind-blanket or aught else. Thestench arising from these quarters wa»sickening to tho uttermost extent.
The cooking is done in six or eightround Iron ovens in the open air, thebread which I examiued being burnt on

top and raw throughout Ibo balance. I
saw co arrangement for boiling, &c.
From the stockade I went to where the

convicta weie at work, and inspectedeach convict separately. With tho ex¬ception of nine, I found them all, more
or less, infected with scurvy, ana witb
an eruption which waa evidently causedby tho vermin on their persans. There
were two who were so swollen with drop¬sy of tho extremities that I remarked that
they should havo been in the hospital,and was told'that they were there onlight work, just to do what they pleased.Nono of' them possessed a change ofclothing, and their persons, though evi¬dently having been washed the precedingSunday, were offensive on account of the
stench from the filthy clothing.In s conversation with Dr. T. J; Mc-Kio, an excellent gentleman as well as
physician, I found that he had refused to
attend further oa these convicts, as he
could be of co possible service undereach
a condition of things as prevailed ; andMr. Twigga the associate engineer of the
railroad, with the Georgia branch, in¬
forms me that be has remonstrated time
and again, but to no effect, and that out
of one hundred and ninty-one convicts,
on the Georgia side, since the 22d day of
May he has nad no sickness whatever.The mortality above is sufficient to
prove what their treatment bas been.
AB the cool weatbor comes on, withthe system of tho convicts so enfeebled

by their scurvied conditions, I am afraid
there will bo a still greater mortality,.I have tho honor to be, with much re¬
spect, your obedient servant.

A Horror Without Sardvom «nd xtrUh-aulyftw.' Dotslla Known-E»tlj^«A«s of tho
Numb«? of Perena wno Verlihcd--Vary¬ing (rom Ninety to Three Hundred.

LONDON, Dec. 27.
Tho manager of the North BritishRailway, telegraphing from Lenehan at4 o'clock thia morning, says: ^'Severallarge girders, along with the lost trainfrom Edinburgh, were precipitated Intothe river hut night» There was nearlythreo hundred passengers, besides thecompany's servants, ali of whom are be¬lieved to have perished." Brief aa this

dispatch is, it tells about nil that any liv*
lng persona knows concerning the nature
of the Tay brid;© disaster. At the awful
momout of the calamity darkness sur¬rounded tho bridge and the train, andthe most that any living man saw was ashower of sparks blown st an angle downto tho water and the trailing of the trvdn'slights through a perpendicular fall of
oo-.no eighty feet. Then utter darkness
followed, and tho men who bad seen the
falling lights, unable to comprehendsuch a calamity as had actually bofallontho train, fell to wondering whether tboybad venny yuci; anything. The most that
any person '.Iving be&reTwas the uninter¬
rupted ro": of tho firth and of the wind
through tho braces of the bridge. The
stopping of the noise mado by tho moy*ing train, or the crash that accompaniedthe calamity, would have been drowned
on any ordinary night, wheu tho roar of
tho firth can be beard-for many mi»*.
Th« brief despatch from the managerof the railway contains sufficient as to

the extent ortho calamity to elvo it s
placo aloue in tho annals of railway dis¬
aster, even if no additional fact could

other record like this. It h probablethat the number of persons lost is over¬
estimated in the first official despatch,and that it will be undérestimUied in the
announcements put forth by the companylater.
