Of oats, quite a diversity of opinion pre¬vails as to kind, tir,-*e of sowing, and to

profitableness, which argues'the want of a
better acquaintance with this important
crop. As a general mle the preparation of
the land for corn is put oft? until Spring,except stubble land, which is either broken
up or turned in Fall or early Winter.
But, willi one exception, all prefer grayland fbi cotton ; two make no difference as

to oap-jtj whilst othera lay great stressupon
a Southern exposure. The width of rows
range from thron to five feet, three »nd one-
half, however, is the average width. It is
worthy ofnote that not two of the fanners
visited agree as«to tho number ofpounds in
a bushel of cotton seed. Our Legislature,
we think, should settle this question by en¬
actment;
As was to be expected, there is a greatdiversity of opinion aa to fertilizers-aome

prefiir ono kind and some soother. All are
agreed that tho quality of the fertilizers has
deteriorated from what lt once was, and
many of the. best farmers say, after carefullycalculating results, that they are endeavor«:
lng to adopt some substitute for the fertil¬
isers altogether, as the profits (average)
arising from theInvestment are so small as'
not to warrant the risks. One of the closest
calculators says that 75 pounds put in with
the seed at tho time ofplanting are equal to
160 pounds put in the bottom furrow and
bedded upon. From all Tte could learn ve
ara not prepared to endorse this conclusion,but tho saving of one-half of tho cost of
manuring ofa crop is certainly worth ex-
perimenting upon. It is getting to bo quite
common tr ase the acid phosphate alone as
a mannie for cotton, and tonio oemtend that
it is equally as good or betterin results than
tho highest-priced fertilizers.
Barley, rice, sorghum, tobacco and hay

are raised profitably, bot only by rome,while all plant potatoes and turnips for
home
Among the fruits, the Bordeaux, Heath

and Wilson peaches are highly extolled,
but we failed to elicit .'.ny Information as to
apples, cherries, pean and grapes. Five
neighbors sent off in ons year $47.60 for
fruit tirées, which, in sdi probability, carno
to them ot a time of year when they could
not afford to stop and properly attend to
them. We would .insist that the large
amount sent annually out of tho Countyfor fruit trees and vines is unnecessary and,
we almost say, unwise. Magnified samplesexhibited by bottle men aro never realized,and it only requires a tittie experience to
cause us to renounce as well as denounce
them. A few hours spent with' a budding
knife-would supply each one, at no cost,with known, acclimated, superior varieties.
At least $500 baa been expended by the
members of fhts &rangeinthe lut five years
for fruit trees, all of which could have been
sarcd. /
