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GEN. OKANT IB THE COMINO SCAN.

The prospect for the nomination of
Gen. Grant for the presidency by tho
Republican party are decidedly on ¿he
increase, so much so that it now -ems

pretty G"»O that ho is tho coming .oan.
The movements of the third term men
have been very successful, although they
have met with vigorous opposition within
the Republican ranks. New York and
Pennsylvania, with their sixty-four votes
in the nominating conve-'Ion, are
pledged to the ex-President, and Gen.
Logan, of Illinois, is pronounced in bis
advocacy ; and as Logan controls the
Republican party of that Saate, ila
twcnty-oui votes may be placed along
with those of New York and Penn¬
sylvania, giving Grant eighty-five votes
from those three States, and leaving him

Ionly one hundred and eight votes to get
from tho other States to secure the nom¬
ination. Of this number he will proba¬
bly get fifteen from Indiana, twenty-fivo
from the Pacific States, and one-half, at
least, of the Southern States, which would
give him the nomination without any of
the Eastern or other Western States,
where it is moro than probable be will
get at least half of the vote. It is gene¬
rally admitted that Grout is to be the
nominee, and that of itself will gain

. him many votes in the convention, ft
there are certain mea in every body who
go with the current, and vote on what is
cousidered the winning side. If these
calculations ure verified, in oar opinion,
the result will portend very serions, if
not disastrous, days for the period which
lies between this and .mirth day of
March, 1881.
Tho Grant movement is no ordinary

Presidential race. Hundreds of thou¬
sands of dollars have already been spent
in working it np, and thousands moro are
ready to be embarked in carrying the
undertaking to success. It does not
mean simply the preference of his friends
for Général Grant, bat, in our opinion, it
indicates a formed design and settled
purpose to carry on tho consolidation of
the States until this government bas
nothing of its original symmetry left. It
is tho slow bat sure and steady approach
to monarchy. It is tbe astute and plau¬
sible imitation of the policy which
changed France from a Republic to an

Empire, and transformed Louis Napoleon
from a President to an Emperor. These
changes were not wrought in a day;
neither have Grant end bis followers at¬
tempted their ultimate end in a cinglo
movement. One encroachment has skil¬
fully followed another until the iron ad¬
herence of the American people to the
forms of uar government, as set forth in
our Constitution and expounded in a
series of near a huudrcrt years of prac¬
tice, bas been broken, and tho people
have been-familiarized with fraud,, usur¬
pation and force. The will of the peo¬
ple, aa declared under tho fenn which
our ancestors denominated the sacred

YttK TWO-THIRDS RDT.K.

The two-thirds rule, ss it is termed,
which requires the nominee of- the Dem¬
ocratic party for President of the United
irate* to get two-thirds of the members
in the nominating convention, is creating
considerable comment in Democratic
circles, opinion being pretty evenly di¬
vided, both as to numbers and as to posi¬
tion of the individuals upon each side.
This rule bas been the law of tbe Demo¬
cratic party since the meeting of the first
Democratic Convention, which succeeded
the old plan of nominating candidates
for the Presidency by a caucus of the
members of Congress belonging lo the
part? making the nomination. It ÍB,
therefore, an ancient landmark of the
Democracy, and has done service for the
party in many eventful contests. Those
who advocate its abolition do so on tbe
ground that it handicape the party, and
tends to defeat the choice of the majo.ity,
resulting frequently in the overthrow of
tho atronger men of tho party, and
forcing the nomination of less positive
or lesa prominent candidates. Thus, in
a Convention of 385 members, it is ne¬

cessary for the nominee to obtain 257
votes, so that 129 men who opposo any
particular candidate can forco the 258 to
givo up their first choleo, and voto fov
some candidate for whom some perseas
of the minority aro willing to vote. They
also argue that any prominent mnn is
likely to have 129 members opposed to
him, and hence that tho chanceo are
against such a man's obtaining tho nom¬
ination. There is much show of reason
in ibis presentation of the opposition vo
tho rule, but we tbink there Î» another
side »i the question which is stronger in
the easons it presents for the continu¬
ance of the mle. It is not the object of
any political party to elect any particular
man president. It is the aim of each
party to enforce certain principles, aud
to control the administration of the gov¬
ernment in tho interest of thoso princi¬
ples. It may, and

'

frequently is, verydesirable to elect a certain man presi¬
dent, but it is never desirable to nominate
a candidate who is likely to * ? defeated,
if one can bo found who can probablybe elected. Tho object of political con¬
ventions, therefore, is to nominate the
best men from tho party that can bo
elected by the people ; and if a pnrticuisr candidate, however etrong and good,
cannot carry tho election, some other
moro available man of good character
ai:d qualification should bo selected.
Now, it may frequently happen that a
candidate might get 193 votes of the 885,and yet be bitterly opposed by tbe re
maining 19?, and his nomination cause
the defeat of the party in consequenceof the disaffection. For instonco, some
maa might get tho Western and South*
om delegates to the convention, whioh
would nominate him, while he would bo
bitterly opposed in tho Northern States,
so that when tho election comes on he
would lose New York, New Jersey, Con¬
necticut, and all tho Northorn States,which would ensuro his defeat. Now,by the two-thirds mle, a candidato will
have to get a portion of the representa¬
tives from every section of the Union,and no man ;r.n bo selected who is par¬
ticularly distasteful to any section. It
may defeat particular candidates, but it
will certainly ensure the nomination of a
man whose record cannot bo assailed in
any section, for it requires the co-opera¬
tion of every section to givo him tho
nomination. Again, Democrats who
have two-thirds of the party against
them aro more likely to acquiesce in tho
result thnn if the party ÍB about equallydivided.
Tho mle will make it moro difficult to

nominate, but the result will bo more
satisfactory to the whole mass of tho
peoplo, and iho candidate nominated
will be more cheerfully supported.-
Then, again,- lt is replied with considera
bio force to. the objections to the mle,that it does not always, nor even gener¬
ally, defeat the strongest candidate, for if
he is not objectionable and his friends
Mek tn bim, the minority is more than
likely to come to his support. It is onlywhere theta is strong personal opposition
to tho strongest candidate that the two-
thirds rate defeats him. In fact, the
Democratic party with the two-thirds
rale has nominated Gen. Jackson and
Afr. Yan Buren twice ; it nominated Mr.
Cm in 1843 and Mr. Buchanan ic
1856; it nominated Gen. McClellan in
1884, and since the war has nominated
dov. Seymour and Gov. Tilden, ao that
the operation of the rulo has not eo far
3ofeated ¿ho strongest candidate as a
rule, and wo do not believe that it will
generally defeat ouch a candidate, unless
it is best for the party that ho should be
Moated. Wo hope, »hcrefore, that tho
rule will not bo changed ic tho comingConvention,

It is stated that Gen. Benjamin F.
Duller is preparing to enter the race
for Governor of HaasRchusetta again this
Fall, and that in the meantime ho ls pre¬
pared and will shew that. 130,000 men
ure disfranchised contrary to the provis¬
ions ofthe fourteenth amendment to the
Constitution of the United States. This
?îBrrancmsemeni wa» accomplished by
the Act of 1874, w£ioh required all voters
to be able lo read And write before they
eau exercise the right of suffrage In that
State. Gen. Butler is In no ratable
mood towards the present administration
in the Bay »«ate, and affirms that the
Act of Massachusetts which disqualifies
thew* 130,000 voters, »hall either be re?,
pealed or the congressional delegation of
the State .be reduced from eleven to
eight, which would also cut off of that
State's voto in tho electoral college for
President to a corresponding extent.
Butler is certainly a vigorous candidato, jfor ho has already been beaten twice for
Governor, and yat be enters the third
jq^'vrUh a* good chances of success as
'oo had i<- his first race-indeed, his
chances are perhaps, better than they
have over bean. He can stand moro
killing than any politician extant. It
looks new like tho people "of Massacbu-
eetts will bo forced to elect him to get
rid of Li'.«i.

The Uoited State» Senate is having a
little fun over old Mr. Windom'»emigra¬
tion scheme for the colored people. The
whole matter has been exposed, and
shown to be political from beginning to
end, and without a single element of phi-
lantbropby about it. In a debate in the
Senate upon the question, Senator Win¬
dora, retorted upon those who were
showing his shallow pretenses, hy saying
that the Slate of Indiana was also im¬
porting white voters to vote the Demo¬
cratic ticket. This brought Senator Mc¬
Donald to his feet, and, figuratively
speaking, ho completely scalped the
Senator from Minnesota by the following
reply :

"You can say that tho Indiana
Demócrata have been importing white
voters ever since the State was admitted
to the Union in 1816. We bavo made
Indiana tho most desirablo State in the
Union for them to locate in. As for
colored voters, tho Indiana Democrats
have not encouraged them to come. The
thirtee Ah amendment to our constitu¬
tion, adopted in 1860, prohibited tho
bringing of negroes into the Stato, and
we would have maintained it only for
tho thirteenth and fourteenth amend¬
ments to tho Uni'rd States Constitution.
The United States got a number or two
ahead of us. But I'll say this: After
tho next election tho Republicans will
think we've been importing voters."

It
is not credible that Ibo peoplo of a city
would refuso to trado with any class of
citizens from whom they could make
money, and yet if the traveler is to be
believed, Charleston will not trado with
Northern people. We know, and every
other person who will think for a mo¬
ment knows, that this ia not Imo, and
tho statement hoing untrue as to one
charge is unworthy of belief in any par¬
ticular. Indeed, it ia an imaginary state
of things from beginning to ond. It does
not exist.

Mr. H. G. Wright, ouo of tho editors
and proprietors of the Augusta Chronicle
and Conililutionaiitt, died on Monday tho
23rd of February lrv,t, after a short Ill¬
ness. Ho was one of tho most talented
and popular newspaper mon of tho South,
and by his energy and genius contributed
largely to the Interest and success of .he
Chronicle and Constitutionalist, whi';h is
ono of tho best and most reliable South¬
ern papers. Mr. Wright had but touched
tho primo of early manhood, and in h¡B
twenty-ninth year was cut down in tho
very triumph of his expanding mind and
in the moment of growing success. His
lifo, though abort, bas not been a failure,
for ho leaves behind him a record which
it is given to few men of his age to
achieve. That life which IB numbered
by many years is not always greatest in
its accomplishments, and Mr. Wright,
though called from earth at the youthful
age of twenty-nine, has done moro and
risen higher than many aiec with his
opportunities would have done at fifty.
Gen. Sherman promises to retiro from

active lifo when he is sixty-two years
old. That period will arrivo lo him tn
1881, and if he carries out his promise
the country can at least point to one act
in his lifo for which it will bo his debtor.
The promise, however, is not valuable,
:oming from a man of Shorman's veraci¬
ty, and is probably only an intimation of
an expected chango in bia station undor
what he no doubt believes to be an ap¬
proaching empire. If Grant succeed- in
ahtnining tho White House on tho 4thbf
March, 1881, Gen. Sherman will very
probably bo rewarded with a moat desi¬
rablo dignity undor the consolidated em¬
