A Flying Visit to Hartwell,

A yepresentative of the INTELLIGERCER
accompanied by three ovher young gentle-
men of Anderson, had. the pleasure of at-
tending the Hartwell (Ga.) Camp Meeting
last Saturday and Sunday. The pyospect
for un abundunt crop is very flalte ring all
along the rond as fur as Holland’s Store
but from ihere on beyond Harf well thev
are suflering very mnch for rain., and every-
thing has a {mﬂ:lwtl appearuner ,  We soon
reached the River, and were cor, veved ncross
to the Georgia side ut Brown'y Ferry, (now
owned by Mr, A, M, Ho lund,) which is
one of the hest on the Rive . A wire rope
is suspended acruss the stream on which
two small wheels run, 10 which the ferry-
Lout is aituched by two chains, ensuring u
quick and safe pussagn across the River.

After reaching the” Guorgia side we were
not long in gottivg to Hartwell, where we
were surprised - by secing so mmny new
buildings goine up.  The completion of
the Harlwell Railroad has stirred up the
energy of her emerprisiluf' citizens, who
hqvc gone to work to bnild up their town.
We never saw n prettier site for o town than
that on which Hartwell is located. We met
a number of persons from Carolina who
have adopted Hartwell us their home,

Early Sunday morning we went ont to
the Camp-ground. which is about three
miles from the town. The people were
gathering from all portions of that and ad-
Joining counties, and by 10 o'clock the
crowd was estimated at 3,000, Our County
was well represented by both ladies and
gentlemen: The young ladies of Hart
County are handsome and sociable, while
her citizens generally tre unsurpassed for
hospitality.

Estlmates for a Narrow Gauge for the
Savannah Valley Rallroad.

M. Eprror: Your subscribers are grati-
fied, as well as edified, by the publication
of the report of the Engineer of the Savan-
nah Vailey Railroad. And some of us are
regretting the omission of “Supplement E,"’
being estimates of 8 Narrow Guuge for the
same line of Road, which we hope will
rove so‘much cheaper as to save the line
in the event of a failure *o ruise money
enough for a Broad Gaugo. Please publish
“Snpplement E,” if in your power; if not,
apply to the authorities for it, and oblige
many CIT1ZENS,

In compliance with the above request,
we made application to Maj. Lee, Chief
Engineer of the 8. V. R. R,, for “Supple-
ment E” of his Report to the Board of
Directors, in responge to which he has furn-
ished us the following, whbich we gladly lay
before our readers as a matter of ggncral in-
formation :

But
in view of these facts it will be admitted by
all, we presume, that it is best to build the

Road on the broad gange system.

Sketches of an Enumerntor,

Mg. Eniror: The duties of an enumera-
tor, and the length of time allowed for the
performanee of their duties, were not in
eongraity. The fimst great object of the
census is to ohtain a correct account of the
population, their age, sex. eolor nnd eivil
condition, All the other features of the
eensus followed as adjuncts to the popula-
tion schedule. Henee all erop reports pur-
took of the nature of a donble entry, and
considering the fact that but few furmers
keep anything like exuet necounts of the
yield of their vurious crops, ncrenge, &e.,
much less of their dairy and poultry pro-
duets, the performance of this duty beecnme
tedious and difticult.  In regurd to the
leading crops of colton, corn and whent,
the ditficulty was not so great, except as to
acresge, but in the oat and ull truck crops
the guessing was very wild. In this depart-
ment, partieularly, no little attention was
given to the cultivation, and the_products,
generally, together with the disastrous
effects of the dry weather, that the report
in reference to root and forage crops was
very meagre. In many, many cases the
report for a farm or family would be two or
three bales of eotton, from twenty to fifty
bushels of corn, a few bushels of wheal,
and no truck crops at all scarcely. Al-
though there were an abundance of ehil-
dren to be fed, there were no potatoes or
peas or sorghum to report to feed them

with, Cotton, cotton is the lewding crop, to
the neglect of alinost every other crop.
Potatoes, sweet and Irish, are known to be
two of the cheapest and most valuable
crops raised, whether for the support of
man or beast, and yet the acreage nllowed
for each or both on most of the furins enu-
merated, except, perhaps, in one case, did
not reach more than a halfacre. One gen-
tleman plants largely every vear of the
sweet potatoes ns a cattle food for winter,
and says there is nothing better ; and amonyg
children, white or colored, there is nothing
better to feed with in the fall and winter
than the potato. All acknowledge this,
and yet the mania for the cotton crop is so
preat that, although there is more money
in un nere of potatoes if put upon the mar-
ket than there is in an acre of cotton, the
infutuation for cotton reigns supreme.

One gentleman showed me one acre in
watermelons, laid by about the middle of
June, with o prospect for a large yield of
the luscious fruit, Some years since he had
rented a farm at one hundred dollurs per
year for five vears, and bad paid the rent
every year by the sale of watermelons
grown npon one acre of land. Of course,
his own family were amply suopplied with
this great luxnry. He finds it easierto cul-
livate an acre in watermelons than,in cot-
ton, and the [;roﬁt much larger. sides,
the income trom the watermelon patch
comes in at a time when other erops are not
ready for the market,

The pea crop, both for foud snd forage, is
unsurpussed. Besides the yield of peas, the
vine, if left upon the ground, is known to
be an excellent fertilizer. And so with
other truck crops that might be enumerated.
And yet the drift is for cotton, cotton, to
the exclusion of every t!ning else, thus en-
tailing upon themselves and families o de-
rivation of most of the pomforts of a gooid
iving, for the sake af making ootton to bu
everything else with, Such a policy, if
persisted in, must result disastronsly o the
whole country, On many farms on the
Saluda side of the township the wutermelon
patch meaintains an important position
among the cultivated crops, and so it might
be upon ull., To say nothing of the nioney
value, which depends largely upon yaur
convenience to market, for the comfort of
your own family let evory furmer, whether
Lenant ar awner, have hisown melon patch,
By sa doing the temsmuon to pilfer from
others is removed, and thus the good morals
of the neighborhood preserved.

MANUFACTURING INDUSTRIES,

In no department of productive Industry
is Brushy Creek mora pyominent than in
the deyelopment of manufacturing indus-
tries. From the camumencement of the
threshing of the small grain crops until the
last bag of cotton is picked and packed, cun
the steam whistle be heard in almost ever
neighborhood. Bteam:power is very rapid-

superceding wntar—guwep in these several
linea af Eroducl-ivain ustry, and is begln-
ning further inroads even in the grinding
of grain, A Traction or self-propelling
engine was introdnced In the township du-
ring the threshing season, and is likely to
prove & complete success, It is owned and
operated by Messrs, Johnston & Laboon,
and will be utilized in sawing and ginning
during the balunce of the year, The engine
i3 8-horse power, entirely new, with g new
and improved sweppstake fhresher, and
does ns good work ‘ar coyld desired.
With repst of hoyses or mules for a
guide, the engine propels itsolf and thresher
over any of the public runds ol the town-
ship, over hill and dale, with perfect ease.
The machinery is so complete in all its de-
partments that the engineer, by means of a
small lever, can control all its movements,
and propel the machinery backwarda ar for-
wards, as wmay be dps"m.l.

replace thi thaclinery at an early date. So
mbte it be, All suoh enterprises deserve
the enocvuragement and patronage of the
entire community.where they are located.

develapaneht, add’ anotlier 'séetion to the
druinnge law, glving to the furmers all the
conviet labor necessary to teclaim said bot-
tom lanids free of cost, except food and
clothing and necessary medical altention.
Many of the farmers have not the means,
of themselyes, to defray the whale pxpense
of suid draingge, angd the State copld thus
aill Ler ewn ctizens in acconyplishing a
very impottant public worl, without en-
taiting upon herselfany additional burden
whatever.  Not anly wo, hut she would be
more than relmbursed by the inereased
tuxuble valup of said lands, but also in the
improved health und goneral prosperity of
her own vitizens, Lot our Legisiators look

OTIER NOTES,

Oue lady, in rendering an aceount. of her
poultry and eggs, said that she had kept an
account of gninen eggs laid by some seven
or eight hens from lnying time till August,
and had over one thousand eggs—nuearly
one handred dozen,

Another, a widow lady, rendered in
eleven bales of cotton, the whole crop still
on hand and unsold. At the time of the
enumerator's visit she had about one hun-
dred bushels of old corn and one thousand
bundles of fodder which she could spure,
Like many others, she had held her cotton
fur & higher price, and had lost considerably,
She had two sons with her, who assisted
hier on the farm, and a colored man, By
industry and energy since the war, (his
widowed lady had not only made a good
living, but money enough to buy additional
lund,

DAIRY PRODUCTS.

Omne gentleman teported n sale of two
hundred gallons of milk during the year,
and about two hundred und fifty pounds of
butter produced. This gentleman lived in
the neighborhood of Piedmont Factory,
where the farmers could always find a good
market for their surplus produocts. Many
farmers reported a produact of over two hun-
dred pounds of butter from two cows. The
milk brought ten cents per gallon (butter-
milk), and the bulter brought fifteen to
twenty cents per pound. In some cases
where pustures were a good distance from
the house, and the lane had to cross a road,
the farmers would excavate a subterranean
passage for the stock, bridging over the
same, thereby saving the hanging of two
gates. We thought the iden a good oue.

BACKING OF SAND,

We were surprised to learn from the fur-
mers along the river who owned bottom
lunds, that the backing of sund from the
dum at Piedmont had reached four miles up
std stream, Some valusble lands were be-
ing injured thereby, but Mr. Hammett had
promptly sssured partics that all damages
would De mude good by the Compuny.
This is as it should be.

SOUTHERN INVENTIONS,

Among other evidences of improvement
in our beloved South land, was the sight of
n sulky plow or cultivator, It was invent-
ed by a Mr. Phillips, of Georgin, nepliew of
Mr. Murtin Phillips, of this township, and
we believe meets ull the requirements of
our undulating soil. It carries four plows,
of any kind that is desired, and will do
good work on hill-sides as well as flat lands.
Thus one man, with a span of horses or
mules, may do the work of four hands and
horses in a day, and much better, The
wood work is very simple, and, with snit-
able bars, the womf work can be stocked in
two days by o good blacksmith. Of course,
on very stumpy or rocky land, there might
be some difficnlty in working it—otherwise
we believe it wilh.re o perfect success. It is
s0 constructed that a farmer can lay off any
width of cotton or corn row that he desires,
and then cultivate the crop from first to
lust with this valuable Southern invention,
The depth can be easily and readily adjust-
ed to the wishes o[ the farmer. If the plow
hitehies under s grub, the driver, by taking
out g little wooden pin where he sits, can
1ift tho plow and pass on. Let there be a
thorough test of this plow made by some of
our farmers or Grange Clubs, and the re-
sults reported to the public l\enn.:flil..
