The new Califurnia Legislature will be
tepublican and the Tennessee Legislature
Demoeratie, which will insure the election
of Republican und Democratie Senators in
those States respectively. The Senate for
two ye s after the 4th of March will thus
congist of 37 Democrals, 37 Republicans,
and 2 [ndependents—Davis of Illinois, and
Mahone of Virginia. Upon such occasions
as both these gentlemen vote with the Dem-
ocrats or the Hepublicans, the party favored
will have a majority of 1. When Davis
votes with the Democrats and Mahone with
the Republicans, the Senate will be tied,
and the Republican Viee President will
have the casting vote.
