
Sport In Ancient Egypt.
Liko their Asiatic neighbors and con¬

geners, the Egyptians were ardeut fol¬
lowers of the chase. Lion hunting, v j
aro told by Sir Gardner Wilkinson,
speaking from the representations on the
tombs, was n frequent occupation of the
kings, who «ero proud to have their suc¬
cess on such occasic.is recorded. Amii-
noph tho Third boasts of having destroyed
no less than 102 heads in one battue.-
Ethiopia, in which lions abounded, waa
the principal scene of this sport, but
lions were also to bu found in thc deserts
of Egypt. Athéniens mentions one

having been killed by thc Emperor
Hadrian when hunting in the neighbor¬
hood of Alexandria. According to Sir
Gardner Wilkinson, the kings sometimos
went ihr to the south in pursuit of ele¬
phants, lie docs not mention whether
any representation of an elephant hunt
is to be found on thc monuments. Thc
laste for hunting, sir Gardner tells us,
was general with all classes. Thc aris¬
tocracy had their parks for preserving
game in thc valley of tho Nile, which,
though on a less extensive scale than
those of their Asiatic neighbors, were
still suliiciently large to enable them ful¬
ly to enjoy thc spurt.'

The annuals they chiefly hunted were
thc hare, the gazelle, tho stag and
oilier deer, tho wild goat or ibex, tho
oryx, the wild ox, thc kebab or wild
sheep and the porcupine. Thc ostrich,
t'io, was pursued for the »sakc of its
plumes, which were highly valued by
lie Egyptians.
Ono lorin nf sport in which they in¬

dulged was that of pursuing thc game
with dogs, which, however, do not ap¬
pear to have been used on such occasions
for the purpose of Unding thc game, but
were kept in slips ready to bo lot go as
soon as tho game was started. If the
dogs succeeded in catching their animal,
well and good. But generally their
speed was not trusted to alone, though
tills might sometimes be done. Usually
thc sportsman followed in his chariot,
and urging Iiis horses to their utmost
speed endeavored to inteiccpt tho objectof pursuit or tc »;?t sufficiently near to it to
bo enabled to uso his bow with effect.
When the nature of thc locality prevent¬
ed tho uso of thc chariot, tho hunter,
taking advantage of the sinuosities of thc
ground, endeavored to get within reach
ol"the game ns it doubled and to bring it
down with an arrow. The horned ani¬
mal-' of tho larger kind, such ns tho ibex,
oryx or wild ox, if wounded only, some¬
times turned on the hounds and required
thc spear of tho hunter to despatch them.

Sometimes, especially when they
wished to take the animals alive for t'io
purpose of placing them in the parks,
they caught them with tho lasso or no iso,
in thc use of which tho Egyptian hunts¬
men appear tn have been extremelyskillful, throwing tho uonso round the
neck of tho gazelle or deer or over tho
horns of tho wild ox.

It may not be uninteresting to observe
wliilo the Egyptians hud several varie¬
ties of dogs-soino of them chose».. Sir
(lardner Wilkinson »lily observes, ' as nt
the present day, for their peculiar ugli¬
ness''-probably tho pct dogs of tho
Egyptian Indies-the hound, as c. g.,
exhibited in drawing 2'M) of Sir Gardner
Wilkinson's work, has, na with us, its
peculiar and nnmistiikriblc character's-
tics. Thc hounds in tho Egyptain paint¬ing would give one tho idea of n cross
between tho English harrier and fox¬
hound, though perhaps a little
taller and longer than tho former
and lighter than tho latter. Thc
head is unmistakably that of tho
hound. Tho kings mid great men some¬
times hunted with lions lamed and train¬
ed, as tho cheetahs are in India, express¬
ly for hunting. In No. 210 of Six Gard¬
ner Wilkinson's drawings is tho repre¬
sentation of a Ho , with which tho chas¬
seur is hunting and which lins just
seized an ibex.
When sport was desired on n.largorseale than could bo had iu the immedi¬

ate vicinity of tho Nile, where the laud
was cullivntcd and thickly peopled,it was sought in thc neighboring deserts.
When 'h'j was to bc done a considerable
extent of ground was inclosed by nels,into which tho animals were driven bybeaters, tho place choson lor fixing the
nets being, if possible, across mu row
valleys, or torrent beds, lving between
rocky hills. In tho Egyptian paintingsthese long nets are represented us sur¬
rounding thc space in which the hunt is
to bo curried on. The not tisod for this
purposo is thus described by Gardner
Wilkinson, and the description, corres¬
ponding ns it does with that given byXenophon, may bo taken aa correctlydescribing the nets in universal uso in
the ancient world. "Thc long net was
furnished with several repos, and was
supported on forked poles, varying in
length to correspond with tho inequali¬ties of tho grnmid, and was so contrived
ns to inclose any space by crossing hills,
valleys or streams and encircling woods,
or whntover might present itself. Small¬
er nets for stopping gnps nero also used,and a circulai- sunrc, set round with
wooden ormotal nails and attached by a
ropo to a log of wood and U3cd for catch¬
ing deei, resembled ono still made bythe Arabs." Being thus inclosed the
game was started by boutera with dogs,tho sportsmen hoing so placed as to
waylay tho the animals or to get within
reach of them with tho bow. A spiritedsketch of a chase in tho desert ot The-
baid, copied by Sir Gardner Wilkinson
from a tomb nt Thebes, giveä a vivid
representations of Buch a hunting scene.
Hares doers, gazelles, wild oxon, tho
ibex, tho oryx and ostriches, togetherwith foxes and hyenas, pursued bybounds, aro dashing at full speed across
tho plain, wliilo in tho midst af them is
a po'rcupino who is taking things verycoolly, ns if conacious that his rato nf
speed was by no means equal to that of
his nimbler associates, mid that any at¬
tempt to keep up with thom would bo
vain. Tho slaughter on Buch occasions
would nppear to have been very groat.In ono respect tho Egyptians were
sportsmen in the senso in which wo
should uso that term. Except in tbeso
batlUCä in tliO disert Hiêv mmnar tr»
hnvo killed and taken thc animals which
could properly bo called game only in
opon pursuit. They employed no snares
or traps for the purpose. Tho noxious
nnimais, on ibo other hand, such as leo¬
pards, hyenas, wolves, jackals, foxes,
were not only hunted for nmuscin/mt,but might be dtttroyed by tho peasant,to whose herds or farmyards they wero
standing enemies, in nny way by which
they could bo taken. Tho poacher ap¬
pears to have been unknown.
Not less striking than their hunting

was tho fowling of tho Egyptians. Tho
lakes and marshland of thc Delta and
tho reedy marshes which in many placeslino tho banks of the Nile, have over
boen tho resort ofinnumerable wild fowls.
Hence fowling appears to have been a
general pursuit. The professional fowler
who followed it far his livelihood used
noU and traps; but tho sportsmanbrought, tho birds down with the thrown
slick-a Blick made nf heavy wood from a
foot and a quarter to two feet in lengthand about an inch and a half in breadth,
slightly curved at the upper end, and
which, being flat, and thus encounteringbut little resistance from the air in its
fight, could bo thrown to a distance, and,wlien thrown by a dexterous hand, with
considerable accuracy of aim. Tho
method of proceeding appears to havo
been to creep in punts made of tho papy¬
rus as noiselessly as possible into too
reeds, tho height of which concealed
their approach, till, the birds rising, the
sportsman was enabled to use tho throw -

stick, au attendant being at hand who os
fast a« one stick was thrown suppliedanother. Three of the most spiritedsketch?} in Slr Gardner Wilkinson's col-
leeton aro representations of sneh fowl¬
ing pKTtlca. Strange to say, in two of
them lhere appears A cat, employed to
nit thc part of a retriever in getting the

fallen birds out of thc thicket.
No ¿nice of hawking is to bc lound in

thc Egyptian painting*. The uni* ol" the
hawk species for the purpose of fouling
appears to have hcen unknown to thu
Lgyptians, os also to tho Asiatics.
From their curly contact with the

Egyptian* H might have been expectedthat tho Jews would have acquired u
taste for hunting. Hut this docs not ap¬
pear to have been the case. They had
?IO doubt, occisión to do«troy the beasts
of Prey for ihe protection of their Mock,and herds. From t!i<! legend ol'H ninon,
anti the statement ascribed IO David that
he had slain n lion ao l a hear, ami thc
story of Bcnaiub, who is s-uid to have
slain a lion in a pit in time of snow, it
would appear thal lions, though there is
uo reason to suppose them to have linen
numerous, were occasionally troublesome
in Judea. Several allusions in the Bible
also shows that I lie various devices for
taking both ground and winged gamo
were not unknown to the Jews, and the
express enumeration of harts, roebucks
and fallow deer, among the provisionsdaily supplied for tho household and
table of Solomon, HIIOWS thal game of
this description was not wanting in .In¬
tica, and that' its capture was not neg¬lected. Hut there is untiling lo lead us
to suppose that hunting or fowling: was
generally purem d as au ar u-ement, or
on au extensive scale, as in Kgypl or

Assyria. The prohibition as to eatingthe flesh of certain animals, as thc wild
swine, thc hare and the coney, clsewhero
thc objects of pursuit, hut foihiddcu bythe Jewish law, no doubt on tho suppo-sitiou that their flesh wai unwholesome
to man-though wc arc al a loss to sec
why thc flesh of an animal which chews
the cud but docs not divide thc hoof
should necessarily be unlit for man, and
still more so 'o account for thc lawgiver
having fallen into thc mistake of suppos¬ing that the hare and coney were ani¬
mals which chewed the cud-may have
tended to check thc practico of hunting,tho pursuit of thc hare and the wild boar,
especially thc former, forming generally
so large a portion of thc hunter's occupa¬tion. It does not appear from tho Biblo
that tho Jews availed themselves of the
service of thc dog in thc pursuit of game.Possibly ¡ho prohibition contained in thc
seventeenth chapter of Leviticus agaiiut
eating thc Heall of any animal that had
been torn may have Uti to the non use of
thc dog, a serious drawback to thc suc¬
cess of the hunter, and which would ne¬
cessitate the use of tho snare, the trapand the pittall in substitution for the
chase.
