They will g right
ahead with executive business and will ud-
journ asnoon a8 the president has nothing
mure for them to do. Rumors of a reorgan-
izotion of the committee were pronounced
ay groundless and absurd by the democrats.
Their leaders stute that nothing of the
kind will be thought of ; thut they will
notaittempt to eall up the resvlution to
elect senate officers for the purpose of
laying it on the table ; that they will not
do anything with it unless the republi-
cins ulmul({;h:ing it up.

| A Whito Man Hills his Wife and tries to

: SPARTANBURG, 3. C., May12.

On dlonduy nignt, near the Cowpens,
in this county, Berryman W. Hicks, a
white man about 30 years old, murdered
his wife by shooting her in the abdomay
with a shot-gun loaded with birdahot and
by cutting her throat with a razor. Bhe
died almost instantly. Hicks then tried
to kill himself by cutting his throat from
ear to ear with a razor and atabbing him-
self to the heart with a pocket knife.
He waw arrested by Trial Justice J. T.
Beruggs and sent in charge of Henson
Martia to jail, where he now lies.

Iinterviewed Hicks to-day. He ina
fine looking man, with clear blue eyes
and a good face, He claims his

WIFE WAB UNFAITHIUL,

and that he Eilled her because be loved
her. Her maiden name was Mary Clem-
ents, They wera married in March, 1880,
#nd huave one child, s bkaby. Ths wile
was about ten years older’than Hicks.
He snys they got nlong well until a month
n|ia, when she got contrary because she
liked somebody else better than me—
George Henderson—who had lived at her
mother’s before we were married. 1
thought they were intimate, but did not
Enow it until a month ago, when Hen-
derson came to our house and made a
uign, “stretching his eyes at her.” On
.\ﬁmdny I saw him drop 2 bush in the
road in front of the house. Afterwards
she went out and laid little sticks near
the bush as n signal for meeting at night.
Henderson came back early, and I heard
him “hawk.” Bhe went out on the ping-
za and around the house to meet him.
I didn’t see them together, but knew in
reason they did meet. In about ffteen
minutes I went out on the piazza and
and she came from around the house.

OUR BABY

was very sick, dvin$, and Itold her “God
was going to take it away for her sins.’”
I had talked to her before and asked her
to pray for me and I would pray for her,
but it got worse and worse, I tald her
1 l.hcushl. it was better for both of us tn
be dend than living.

home, and eaid I might livs if inflamma-

My wilo was a Baptist,
and professed religion in the Baptist
church about four years ago, but now has

When Hicks wes Em brought to jail
he pretanded to be crazy, buthe is ﬁetung
batter very fast, and will probably get
well, although the wounds in his throat
and breast are seriovs,  Ha was first mar-
ried to Adelang Feagan, in North Caro-
olina, where he lived for ten or fificen
years, but he treated her so badly that
she was also unfaithful to him, but others
say the divorce was granted on the ground
of cruelty to her,

A special from Little Itock, Ark., BAYA
that the fruuds of the Star Route Ring,
which are attracting the attention of the
country, nre no news in Arkansus, where
ex-Benator Dorsey’s connection with them
hus  long been mure than suspected,
Ha nrocomd the sronintment of es-
Guovernor (0. A, Hadley as postmaster at
Liule Rock, supposing he could count on
hiy assistance 10 forwurding Lis schemes
on thetreasury in ennnection with the Stur
routen,  Knowing this, in January, 1878,
he sent Hadley ubout xix hundred binnk
proposels and bonds which the Ring had
printed for their own use, which were
different in some respeers from those
printed by the goverament, and forwarded
to bidders, with instructions to Hadley to
get securities on the bonds, have them
signed in blank, approved then as
postmaster and return them to him.
This was done and honds to the number
of four or five hundred were fixed up in
thia way. The number of routes, termi
nal poioty, amount of bid and name of
bidder were not ioserted as vequired by
law before being approved by the post-
master. These bonds were theu npprov-
ed by Postmaster Hadley in dircet vi
lation of law and then gent by ex-
wress to 8, W, Daorsey, then senutor of the

nited States, for such use as he might
wike of them. They were not even
straw bonds.  The blank bonds were ap-
proved hiere on the 19th Jaouary, 1878,
shipped by Postmaster Tadley per the
Southern Express on January 20th, to S,
W. Dorsey, and delivered at his committee
ronm in the capitol on Janunry 23, The
numbers of routes, terminal points,
amounts of bids and the bidders' names
were then filled in, bidders’ signntures
uitdched and acknowledgiment tuken by a
notary publie, one A. 1. Boone, who was
amemberof the Ring, duted Washington,

to those upon which the bonds were ap-
proved. To the lowest of these Lid« the
name of John M. Peck, Dorsey’s brother-
in-law, wasattached, nnd an acknowledg:
ment was tnken by Boone as notary pub-
lic, but it was nfterwards discovered that
Peck bhad not been in Washington for
aver a yedr, and that the signatures were
forgeries.  Dorsey himsell stated that
the signature was written by Joseph R.
Richards, who, he suid, had been Dar-
sey’s clerk, and he presumed was author-
ized to sign his name. DParties who
know Darses's handwriting snys that the
signatures resembled  his more  than
Richard's, Richards and Peck sudden-
lv put in an appearance a duy or two
since, and it is thought for the purpose
of covering up some of the operations
of the Ring, Thev have been in close
consultation with Postmaster Hadley and.
athers, but their plans are not known
About the time that Dorsey sent
the blank bonds to Hudley hesent blanks
to J. H. Clendenning, pustmnster at Fort
Smith, and requested him to procure
sureties, approve in blank and return to
him. This Postinaster Clendenning re-
fused, and so wrote Dorsey, nnd quoted
