in a few days, and, as General Evens
roniiiked yesterday, the probability js
that the Bible will bave such a universal
reading as has never been known in this
country before, The first uze of the
new version in w23 pulpia of Atlanta
was made Bunday, by Rev, R. J, Cuoke,
pastor of the Muarietta street Methodist
cburch, He toek for his text a portion
of the 37th verne of the 18th chapter of
John, which is aa fellows :

“To this end was I born, and for thia
causo came [ into the world, that I should
bear witness unto the truth,”

The new version is as follows :

“To this end have I besn born, and to
thia end Lave I come into the world thes
I should bear witness unto the truth.”

Rev, R. C. Foute, rector of S:. Philip's
church, gmnched strongly against the
revision Bundsy, taking tlie position that
the Christian religion il be weakened
by the changes, and thut, its enemies will
poiut to them as an evidence that the
waehinFu of-the past were incorrect. He
thinks it will be & club in the hands of
Ingarsull, the Univerealists and the Uni-
tarians with which ths religion of Jesus
Chyrist will: be. pummeled. Fo is deci-
dedly against the revision, hut declined
to submit to an interview,

Dr. D, W, Gwin, paster of the Fimt
Rantiet chnreh, said rhat he had net o0y
the revision, and. would not ex?reu an
opinion untdl. ho .hed, made a thorough
study of the uha:tfeg.
