The Hartwell Sun of last week containg
tho snnouncement of the death of Kirs,
Elizabeth Arless Benson, at her home in
Hariwell, Ge., on Monday evening of last
weel, after an illnass of eome three montha
from bronchitis. This announcement v-iil
carry with it sndness to meny relatives and
friends in this county by whom the de-
ceased was greetly respected and beloved
for bes many virtues and estimable quall-
ties of mind aud heart, Te Sun snya:

fhot to Death by His Own Handa.

On lpst Frldar. 10th instant, st about
half past one o'clock in the afternoon, Mr.
William Davis, a son of Mr. W, L, Davis,
of Centroville township, took his own life
by shooting himeelf through the heart with
8 plstol.  The cause assigned by his family
for the l.ulalwhich 80isms to have been com-
nitted with deliberstion and while the de-
ceased was in full ion of all his men-
tal fecultics, was domestic infelicities, pro-
duced by the consequences of an unhappy
marrisge, - After living wfgether four or
five years, he and his wife separated the
latter lp.nrt of last February, the latter tak-
ing with her the two children that had been
born to them. Bince that time the deceased
had made repeated efforts to get the chil-
dren, but failed, owing to the mother's un-
willingness to give them up. This, it seems,
was the trouble that preyed upon the un-
foriunate men's mind most, and that made
death preferable to life,

As sgon as the iuformation of the manner
of Mr. Dayis’ death reached the Coroner,
Joseph W, Xeye, Esq., the Sheriff was in-
structed to summons a jury of inquest,
which was done on Eaturday momin;;
when the Coroner proceeded to the resi-
de. =& of Mr. W. L. Davis, the place at
which the saiclde swas committed, and
there held the usual inquest, at which the
fellowing testimony was taken :

George Willinms, being sworn, deposed
as follows: :
I went to Mr, Leb Davis' about 1 o'clock.
Before I left home I heard a pistol or gun
shot in the woods near by. 1 live in nbout
two hundred and ﬁl‘tg yards of Mr, Davis'.
When I gotto Mr, Davis' William Davis,
deceased, was ::Itling on the door step, his
mother sittire in the house. He Lad a

istol in his hand. I rceaFnlso this pistol
{pmduclng the pistol) as the one he had in

is hand. His mother told him he had
better put it away, and he lnid it o a chest.
I said to bhim we wounld go to the well and
get some water, nnd we doneso. He re-
marked he had to go to plowing pretty soon,
but dis not start imniediately. ~ He said he
was in a heap of trouble. Before we went
to the well for water, Wm. Davis, deceased,
and his mother were talking about his
children. He enid he was in 80 much
trouble that he had as soon be dead, snd
said if he could not get « % of trouble one
way he could another. I told him people
could never get ont of tronble in this world.
He remarked that our Saviour rose on the
7th day. I told him no, it was the 3d day
and ke sald yes. that was s, and we will
rise the same. He then eaid, “I must go
to the plow,” and went throngh the house,
Mrs. Davis invited me in the house and I
went in and sat down at the back door. I
saw Wm. Davis stop and sit down in o
chair close to the chest where he had laid
the pistol. His mother was sweeping the
house. He afterwards went out the
house, and in about three minut heard
a pistol fire, and I heard Wm. Davis hol-
low, "'Oh, Lordy, Mama; oh, Lord!" I
knew it was his voice, but could not tell
precisely " the direction it came from. I
then went for Mr, Leb. Davis. I was near
enough to see Mr. Leb. Davis when he
found his son. This was nbout 2 o'clock

. m. on the 10th day of June. After the
Bod ¢ wos moved away I saw this same pis-
tol yiuﬁ on the ground near where he was
fying. 1 then went back home with my
wife. There was no one present about the
house except myself, Mr=. Davis, and the
deceased. Fl’rs. avis and myself hunted
about half an hour for Wm. Davis. We

Glenn, has had
special charge of tho farm, and well and
successfu'ly has he performed the respon-
slble duty., The McCunn farm is one of
the oldest sottled placos In the upperadﬁo
of.Anderson County, and has been in the
asesslon of tho old propristor, Maj,
cCann, some sixty yoars or more. In
anto-bellum times tha Major was nlwnﬁu
m%nrded a3 onc of our most successful
and progressive farmers, He may jusily
be regarded as tho ploneer in the use of
Peruvisn guano and the cultivation of
clover and %mss He maintained the
fertility of the farm in a high condition
by the liberal application of stable and
lot manures, supplemented with a Judi-
cions use -of guano and cotton keed,
Consequenily when the purchase was
made on the part of the Messrs, Glenn
tho farm was already in a stale of ad-
vanced cultivation.
