The Drouth—Fall Crops.

Mup, Ewrror: The droath this summer
lias been one of the r oast remarkable we
have ever known,  Re.uarkable beeause so
general, and yet o partial.  In some neigh-
horhoods and loealities the erops were never
hotter—seasons regular and abundant, In
others, divided from the wet only by a
ereck or a road, the drouth has well nigh
hlnstedd the hopes of the farmer. : I:em:grk-
able agiin beeanse of the withering eflects
of the heated sun.  The hieat has never
been known to be sn entreme and so with-
ering. As foon as the tender tassel on the
corn plant would make its appearance it
would present a sickly, white nm{;(_-nmm-c,
and then dry upon the stalk,  And in some
extreme cases of dronth, of which we have
heard, there has never been enough rain
sipee planting to bring up the young cotton
plant, So that in these cases their hopes
are entirely blasted.
