WEIRED HISTORY.

A Ship's Crew See a Man Enter Hell the
Day Mo Died at IHHome,

From the Weat Minizter Recorids, 1657,
Wasimisaroxn, 15th May.

This day, sbout 10 o'clock in the fore-
neon, I went o board of Capt. Darna-
by's ship, weighed anchior and szuiled all
of us for the Island of Lessaria, the wind
was west northwest and better weather,
14th May—About 2 o'clock we saw the
Island of Lessaria, and about 7 we came
to an anchor off the suid island in twelve
“fathom waler; then we were at  west-
gouthwest, 15th May—We had the ob-
servation of Mr. Booty this day. I and
Mr. Ball, merchant, went on shore in
Capt. Barpaby's boat to shoot coneys
upon Shumbaion, and when we had done
we callel all our men together by
us, and rhout 3.44 in the afternoon, to
our great sunprise, we all of us saw two
men coming runping toward us with
such swifltness that no living man could
run half go fust a4 they did run, when all
of us heard Capt. Barnaby eay, Lord
bless me, the foremost is old Booty, my
next door neighbor, but he said he did
not know the other that ran behind. e
was in black clothes, and the foremost in
gray; then Capt. Barpaby desired all of
us to take an account of the time and pen
it down in our potketbooks, and v_rlu-'u
we got on board we wraote it in our jour-
nals, for we saw them into the flumes of
fire, aud there was a great noise, which
greatly affrighted us all, for we none of
us never saw or heard the like befare.
Capt, Barnaby said he was certain who
it was we saw running over Shumbalon
and into the flames of fire, Then com-
ing home to England, and lyving at
Grravesend. Capt. Barnaby's wife come
on board 6th of October, 1688, at which
time Capt. Barnaby and Capt. Brown
sent for Capt. Dristow and Mr. Ball,
merchent, to congraulate with them,
and after some diccourse Capt. Barnaby's
wife started up and snid : My dear, I will
tell you some news, old Booty is dead.
He directly made answer that we all of
ug saw him run into hell. Afterwarnd
Cept Barnaby's wife told a geatleman in
London of his acquaintance, what her
husband had said, and he went and told
Mrs. Booty, with the whole afluir.  Upon
that Mra, Booty arrested Capt. Barnaby,
in a thousand pound action, for what he
had said of her husband. Capt. Barna-
by give bail, and it came to a trial in the
Court of King's Bench, and they had
Mr. Dooty's wearing apparei brought
into court and the sexton of the parish
ana the people that were with bim when
he died, and they swore to what time he
died, and we swore to onr inurnals, and
it came to the same tizue within two
mizutes. Ten of our men swore to the
buttous of bis cont, and they were cover-
ed with the ~ame sort of cloth his coat
was made of, and #o it was proved. The
jury asked Mr. Spink if he knew Mr.
Booty. He anawered, I never saw him
till he ran by me on the burning moun-
tain. Then the Judge said, Lord, have
mercy upon me, and grant I may never
#ee what you have seen; one, Lwo, ur
three men may be mistaken, but thirty
can never bo mistaken—so the widow
lost her cause.— Extracted from the Iiee-
ords of  Westminster.

Digrer Tndians.

The
When California was first invaded by
the crowd of gold diggers in 1849, Le-
yond the few thousands who had collect-
ed round the Spanish missions in Lower
California, and were in o state of the
most ahject subjection to their pricsts,
there must Lave roamed over the wide
regiot. mare than one hundred thousand
Indians, living in a state of freedom and
of nature as complete ns the elk, antelopa
or sage rabbit, which furnished their then
by no means precarious livelihood, A
hend-dress of feathers, with ascanty coat
of paint on his face, was the full dress of
a brave, while a fringe of bark or grass
suspended from her waist furnished a
complete wardrobe for his squaw. To
this day the males go naked during the
summer, if living at a distance from the
whites, The men have no beards, this
being plucked out by the squaw ns soon
as it appears.  They all wenr ornaments
in their ears—or, at least, they did. The
children had theirs bored at an early age,
larger and larger pieces of stick being
inserted, until the aperature was capable
of taking in one of the largest bones of
a pelican's wing, five or six inches long,
carved in rude style, and decorrted at the
end with crimson feathiers, which is worn
ermanently, The back hair of the man
4 fastened up in a net and n:ade fast by
a pin of woud pushed through both hair
and net, the large end being ornamentéd
with erimson feathers, obtained from the
head of the wwdﬁecker, and sometimes
with the tail feathers of an eagle, The
women, before the advent of the whites,
wore no hair nets or ornaments, Before
being corrupted by the rade gold-diggers
cnd lumbermen, they were not a bad
kind of people. The men were treach-
erous, but harmless enough, unless ill-
treated, and the girls frank and even
coufiding; but then the men always were
ill-treated, and the children could senrce-
1y be expected to be very confiding to n
Enle-faco, when from infancy ho was the
_ bugbear used to frighten them into sub-
mission to the moternal will.  The hoy
hins a bow and arrow put into his hands
as soon as he can uss them, while the
girls learn to weave blankets and make
bread of acorns. They are much more
familiar with the points of the con.pass
thap their neighbors northward. If o
ball or an arrow is lost the one who saw
it fall will say: “To the cast; a little
Gorth; now three steps northenst,” and
s0 on. IEven in the darkest night an In-
dian will fetch water from the spring, by
following the direction of a companion
who had been there previously—"Three
hundred stops east and twenty north.”
They are excellent trackers of game,
and ssy it is impossible to mistake n
white man's foot, even bare, for it is de-
formed by the pressure of boots and shoes,
while the Indian’s foot is g0 formed that
Lie can hold arrows with his toes while
making them, They wander about from
place to Flac&. as the attractions of game
may incline, and hence are acquainted
with a wide ange of country.

— When a [bashful young man finds
himeself in companv where there is a
creamy infant of ten months, the ex-
pression on his face when the proud
mother thrusts her tender offspring at
him with the remark, ‘“Baby, kiss the
nice gentleman,” may be imagined, but
cannot be counterfeited.

Its fun-
damental principle was that, in reference
to all industrial pursuits, man should be
left to honest competition, without Goy-
ernment favor upon ore or Government
damage to another.

Iffnr_u IWalterson ; Protection, like sla-
very, is doomed ; only, unlike slavery, it
will not linger so long upon the stage to
baflle freemen and stay in the march of
freedom. It cannot become a scctional-
ist, ns slavery did; it cannot get into
religion, as slavery did. Yet it is ns
mMon=trous in every respect as clavery
was,

Jere N Black o If the States have no
rights, neither have the people, since
both nre reserved in the same article, the
same sentence, and the same words,  The
denial of State rights necessarily <trips
every individual of his liberty.” Thus
we lrave a Central Government of ue.
limited power, animated as such a gov-
ernment slways must be with a boundiess
appetite for plunder,

Surauet S, Tilden : Andrew Jickson
likewise representod the Leneficent Jef-
fersonian philosopliy which pre fers that
nothing shall be done by the General
Government which the Iocal authorities
are competent to duo, and nothiing by any
governwental power which fndividuads
can do for theme=elves, The great con-
teats of his Administration arese out of
his efforts to resist the us<urpation by
Congress of powers in deropation of the
rights of localities and of individuals, g8
well as of the Constitution,

Thowiees A, Hendricks: 1t is madness
to hope that a consolidated and single
authority can maintain peaceful govern-
ment over a country so extended, and
with productions and interests ao varied.
If we but maintain the constitutional
authority of the United States, and to
ireserve to each State the right to regu-
ate whatever belongs to itself alone, we
need fear no troubles arising from see-
tional jealousies nnd antagonisim, how-
ever much our territory may be extendid
or our productions increased.

Frank Hurd : The freer the trle the

reater the market.  Let the barriers be
roken down, and let the ocean be free,
and in less than ten years one-half of
the trade munopolized by England would
be America's. Free trade and higher
wages went handin hand, In n Massa-
chuselts woolen mill a worker received
£8.30 for sixty hours’ work; in Englaud
$8 for thirty-six hours. Consider all the
time during which American workers
had been idle during the past few years,
and it would be seen that the English
worker was better off.  In free America
we had free speech, free press, free soil
and free men, and should we not have
frec trade? Let Democracy fling out the
bauner.  Thousands would then join its
ranks. The growing gencration were
being educated to the great need of the
country, and would infuse the old bloed
with new enthusiasm.
Thomas F. Bayard: A3 members of
the grand army of the National Demne-
racy, let us each and all endeavor, with
simple and stendy fulelity, to uphold the
political principles which alone preserve
the iiberty and happiness of our people
and maintain a government over them
giving sccurity to ull, and special powers
and privileges to none,  Let us ateadily
oppose ull measures tending to the cen-
tralization of power, and insist upon its
limitation and distribution, so that indi-
viduals and minorities may be secure in
their rights. Let us denounce any eon-
struction of the Constitution that per-
mits the perversion and prostitution of
the sovereign powers of laxation from
the actual needs of the public treasury
to the emolument of favored individuals
or classes, no matter under what delusive
pretext it may be sought; nnd while we
gee to it that property shall have ample
protection under the law, that it shall be
prevented from beecoming the governing
power in molding the luw.

Lyman Trumbull: Ie held thut the
Cunstitution was supreme, and even in
times of civil war was nol inoperative.
ITe condemned the policy of collecting
immeuse revenues and squandering them
upon local improvement and for the hire
of municipal oflicinls, The expenditures
of the Government were exorbitant, It
wis proposed Lo appropriate $£50,000,000
for schools, which was more than the
whole expenses of 1he Government
amounted to a few years ago. Then
there wers harbor and river bills, and
all the little erecks in the country would
be clenned out fer no other purpose,
scemingly, than to use up the revenues,
He comfemned the President for nsing
the army as a police foree, and prl:-dictch
that in a few yeurs this Government
would be like IBuropean 1owers regard-
ing standing armies, MHe belicved in
nuh’-gm’ernmnut, and that meant govern-
ment by the people, aud loeal govern-
menl meant government by the people
of aloeality. This was Republicanism,
and to deny it was imperinlism. The
speaker then nnnounced that he was for
tarifl’ for revenue only.

*'What do you think the benutiful word
‘wife! comes “loun? It is the great word
in which tb. English and Latin lan-

unges conquered the French and Greek.
?llo e the French will some day get a
word for it instead of that fermme.
