THE CAMDEN I1OMICIDE,

The trial of Capt. Haile at Camden
last week for the murder of Col. Blair
resulted, as was expected, in a verdict of
not guilty, the defense being the plea
of self-defense. 'The State was repre-
sented by Judge Mackey and by Solicitor
Bonham, while the defense was repre-
sented by Judge Leitner and Col. Abney.
The proof showed that Blair had a diffi-
oulty with Haile before the th of July,
when the killing was done, and that he
renewed it un that day; that he cursed
Haile and followed him up in a threat-
oning manner, after having told him
that he was ready for him; that Haile
went into the Auditor's office and armed
himself, and waited some {en minutes to
let Blair go off'; that when he came to
the door Blair had not gone, but was
waiting, and advanced on him with his
hand in his breast as if intending to
draw a pistol, and Haile thereupon shot
him. It was also proved that Blair was
a man of violent temperament. Jndge
Kershaw presided, and delivered a fair
and impartial charge, after which the jury
retired and deliberated for some time

. upon the evidence, after which they

brought in the verdict of acquittal. All
jmpartial men endorse the verdict. It
was 80 clearly a personal encounter that
even Judge Mackey did not care to
charge it as a political murder. It wos
an unfortupate occurrence, but one for
which Col, Blair himaelf was alone re-
