'They reached their con-
chisivi by adding wogether the sum of
all the votes cust for cach eandidate for
Representatives, und dividing this sum
by four, which would give the number of
men voling in the lute election for Rep-
resentatives ay 2008, of which number
Capt. Vandiver bns a majority, but
when the aingle ballota and  ballots for
only two or three members are counted,
it increases the number of persons vo-
ting in the election to o larger number,
of which Capt. Vandiver did not have
a mujority. In view of this complica-
tiou and difference of opinion Mr. Mur-
ray called the County Executive Com-
mittce together for Monday morning,
but failing to get & quorum, the Com-
mittee did not meet uotil Mouday af-
ternoon. [o the mean time Capt. Van-
diver came to Andemon, and for the
first time hieard of the discussion on his
way to the city, as neither he nor any of
his immediate friends had any ageney in
starting the discussion,  When the Com-
mittee met Capt. Vandiver appeared
befure it, and stated that he desired to
say to the Committee, in advance of any
action they might tnke on the question,
that he could not consent under nny cir-
cumstances to aceept an office where
there was the slightest doubt as to his
electicn, He preferred to run the race
over and let the people of Anderson

Giles J. Patterson, of
Chester, us follows: “Rlot in  Lancastor,
Threa persons Killd, Call  made on
Chester for help.  Please telegraph at once
to Capt. John B, MePadden to go with
Lee Light Infuntry to their aid,!” A Iat-
er dispateh was roceived fromm Mr. Pat-
terson, saying that tho necessity for help
Lind passed,

Telegrams  received to-duy sinte that
while the meceting was in progress a «dif-
ticulty oceurred wt the stand between a
whito man and s negro, in whieh the
white man was struck o fearfl blow on
the head. Several shoty wero Hred, hat
no one was injured by the dischargo of
firenrms, Afterwards a large number of
nogroos mounted on horses and  armed
with pistols rode throngh the streets of
Laneaster. A negronnmed Crockett with
A pistol bucekled around him headed the
procession, and on passing nstreet eorner
where n white man was standing, saiid
“There 1s tho d—d raseal who did the
firing."  The white man told him that he
lled, whercapon Crockett pulled out his
pistol and tired at the white mun. the hall
narrowly missing his head and passing
through the cont of another white man
who was standing by, Three or four
shots wore fired at Crockeit, who fell
from his horse dend, The firing then be-
eame goneral, and three moro necroos
wore killed and six wounded, The ne-
groes then rode into another part of the
town and halted. Sorious fears wero en-
tertained that they would renew the at-
tack, and to provent furthor bloodshed
the Intendant of Lancaster sent to Ches-
ter for ald, Thoe isturbance was, how-
evor, quicied down without the use of
the military. It i34 not known whother
there were any casunlties among tho
whites.
