No community can now become o lead-
ing Lusiness center upon its agricultural
trade alone.  Yeurs ago, before *he build-
ing of railroads all over the country,
certain towns and cities oceupying fuvor-
able natural positions  commupded the
trade of whole sections, because no one
around them could compete ; but now you
lind in every twenty miles or o thriving
business villages, which have the same
advantages of cheap freights us are now
possessed by places which formerly en-
joyed almost a monopoly of trage. Un-
der these circumstances, the tendeney is
pretty well established for planters to
trade at their nearest markets where there
is no other feature than that merely of
commercial stores, Therefure, the race
between business men now isnot so much
to undersell their neighboring compe-
titors, (because goods are very neuarly of
the same price in ail surrounding mar-
kets) ae Lo offer inducements which other
points do not possess, Hence, the atlen-
tion of sagncious business men all over
the country iy being directed to the de:
velopment of various forms of manufue-
turing, which build up population and
attract trade, In no other way can any
point expect Lo attuin any marked prom-
inence as a business center now. This
in not even the r: st important feature of
the tendency of the present age. Those
points which do not pnssess the attrac-
tions offered by manufacturing centers
are being, and will continue to be, made
in u grealer or less degree tributary Lo
the manufacturing towns,  Itis the same
old analogy of business to nature, which
is ever asserting that there s no such
thing nas standiog still.  Those who do
not advance will surely recede. The
town or city which is not building up its
trade is certainly retrograding, and giv-
ing place to its more sagacious or pro-
gressive neighbors. In the light of these
facts, Aunderson’s new enterprises should
be greatly stimulaled. We now have a
Building and Loan Association ussured ;
our Havannah Valley railroad is well
progressed, and only requires a little
public spirited zeal to push it to comple-
tion; and there is & rapidly growing
probability that a large cotton factory
will soon be started here. I our people
will push these organizations t. a sue-
ceseful termination, the future o Ander-
son is assured beyond a doubt, With
these ndditions to our present large busi-
ness, our population will be Inrgely in-
creased, our presperity greatly nugment-
ed, so that from time to time new facto-
ries wiil be slarted, and the work of de-
velopment carried on to a degree of pros-
perity not now thought of. There is no
reason why Anderson should not be the
second city in South Carolinn. . We have
advantages which, if properly and
promptly utilized, will make us so.

COST OF MANUFACTURING.

A friend, who is at present one of the
officials of a leading cotton mill in South
Carolias, writes us endorsing the correct-
ness of the INTELLIGENCER'S position
in reference (d the importance and profit
of manufacturing development in our
State, He gives the following as the
approximate figures of building aud
operating a factory upon a capital stock
of $100,000: 4000 spindles and 120
looms, motive power steam, product
standnrd plain brown | shirlings, 44x44
gauge, No. 12 yarns, to weigh 8} yards
per pound—cost of mill end appurte-
nances $25.00 per spindle, or $100,000.
This mill will have a capacity of 2,522
peunds of cotton or 8,400 yvards of shirling
par day, which at 5} cents per yard will
give as the daily earniogs of the mill
$#462.00,
The cost of operating this mill will be
fur labor in carding, spianiug, warping
and wenaving 2} cents per pound, or §56.74
per day; for salaries, supplies, fuel,
insurance, other labor, drayoge &ec., 13
cents per pound, or $44.13 per day; for
cotton and waste 2,882 pounds at 9} cents
per pound, or $266.68 per day, so that
the total daily cost of operating the
mill would be $367.45, whicl, taken from
$462.00 the daily product, gives $04.65 as
the daily profit of the mill. Taking the
working days of the year to be 800, we
have the yearly product to be $28,365.00,
which is a little over 28} per cent. on the
capital invested.
‘Tils calculniion allows the ioss of time
equal v 18 days, exclusiveof Sundays,
and gives the advantage of the average
price of raw colton to the mill. Of
‘coursa in operating a mill there will be
more or leasunlooked for delays, recidents
and mistakes in judgment s to the pur-
chase of cotton and the eale of goods, so
that in practice we could not expect to
fully realize these profits, but the figures
coming from one informed as to the
working of a cotton mill show that our
people could reasonably expect to make
& hendsome interest, sy from fifteen to
twenty per cent., on any money they may
lovest in a cotton factory, Anderson
needs'a factory, and by raisiog $100,000
in this County we can more than dupli-
cate the sum outside. This would give
us double, or more than double, the ca-
pacity of the mill above estimated for,
with’ a greater net profit. Now st us=
sed what the advantages of such a mill
"would be. Under the eatimate above
given for a $100,000 factory, the yearly
income would bs $188,600. Of this sum
$17,022 would be paid out for hands to
‘be spent in our midst; $13,239 would be
paid out for salaries and incidentals, the
greater part of which would be spent in
our midst; 479,974 for cotton, which
would be paid out to the producers ; and
+ $28,865 in dividends to be divided ameng
the stockholdérs. - OFf course as the ca-
pacity . of jthe mill should bs enlerged,
these smounts would be raised propors
tionately. It would give new life'and
enorgy to' our.city.

Although  Copeland  was o Dapiint
minister, he wns denied a burial in their
cemetery. The Rev. Mr. Clark, pastor
of the Methodist Cliurch here, came to
the rescue and had his congregation to
take charge of the body und will give it
8 decent burinl to-morrow.  Everything
passed oflf quietly.

HISTORY OF THE CRIME,

About durk on Saturday evening De-
cember 2, 1882, W, J. Hunnicutt, a quiet,
lew abiding citizen of Ocouee County,
wus brutally murdered in West Union, a
suburb of Walballa,  Accompanied by
hia son Newell, a young lad, he had gone
to Wallialla on the day of the murder to
sell a load of cotton,

Alter transacting his business he left
YVulhalla for howe about 7 o'clock in the
evening, When he was withio 2 half
mile ol the public square of West Union
he was murdered and his sorn had his
hend fractured. Mr, Hunnicutt feil on
the tongie of the wagon between the
Lorses and the wagon body, The team
being old and well trained carried the
wigun to his home over a rough road for
a distunce of seven or eight miles, when
bis lifeless body was discovered in the
position indicated.

For several weeks befure the murder
Frazier Copeland had been working at
a Goverument distillery on Hunnicutl's
rond home, and on the day of the mur-
der had gone to Walhalla to receive his
week's wages and to buy provisions,
He left West Union at 6, o'clock, and
consumed two hours and a halfio reach-
ing his home, a distance of about two
mﬁc:—:, and reached his house only a few
minutes before the wagon containing
Hunnicutt's lifeless body passed his door.
Buspicion svon pointed to Frazier Cope-
land and he anc‘ Adolphus Richardson
were arrested and lodged in jail at Wal-
halla on the day after the murder,

For a time there was talk of lynching
Copeland, and he was transferred to
Greenville for safe keeping, where he
was safely kept until the lust March
term of Court, when he was taken to
Walballa and put on trial for his life.
Adolphus Richardson was indicted with
him for the murder, but the grand jury
fuiled to find a bill against Richardson,
and he was discharged, Copeland was
put on trial and pleaded not guilty. He
wus ably defended by Messrs, W. J.
Stribbling and Henry Pitchford. The
Pmueculinn wau conducted by Solicitor

)rr and the Hon. J. 8. Verver. A large
number of wilnesses were examined.
The evidence was conclusive, and after
o fair and impartial charge by Judge
Wallace, before whom the case was tried,
the jury returned a verdict of guilty,
and after deliberating for only about
lwenly minutes,

During  his  confivement Copeland
muade n number of confessions, but
scarcely twice did he tell the same tale,
His tardiness on the road the night of
the murder, his strange conduct ai bume,
the blood on his shoes and pants, his vari-
ous confessions, his contradictory state-
ments were the evidence against bim that
satisfied the people and the jury be was
guilty. The blows on the heads of Hun-
nicutt and his son were both on the same
side, the left of the head; bad the same
angle extending from hehind, forwards
and downwards, and showed piainly that
a right-handed man did the work. Cope-
Innd wes right-handed. Hunnicutt’s
boy was stricken senselezs and koew but
little ufterwards. There were no weap-
ous ur uhy sign of the implemsuts used
in the murder on the spot. Two pools of
blood, one near the father, uther by the
boy, a broken bettle and the hats of the
two victims was all that was found on
the apot.

Copeland was a dark coffee colored
negro about forty years of age, six feet
three inches in height and weighed one
hundred and seventy pounds. He was a
Baptist preacher and a blacksmith. He
was raised near Slabtown, Anderson
County, and was owned by Mr. Thomas
Orr fore the war. He moved to
Oconee County in 1876 end lived there
uotil his execution, It is supposed that
he murdered Mr. Hunnicutt Il::r the pur-
pose of robbery, as it had been whispered
around tbat Mr. Hunnicutt bad received
$500 while he was in Walballa with
which to make a payment on a steam
mill be had just erected. Copeland
maintained his innocence to the last,
altt:m:gh his guilt seemed to be fully es-
