A Condition of Things Which Muy Lend to

a Conflict oí Classes.

There in no doubt about it that New
York is divided into two great classes,
tho very rich and the very poor, and tho
middle class of reputable, industrious,
fair-to-do people are gradually disappear-
i"g, going up in tho scnlo of wordly
wealth or down into poverty and embar¬
rassment. It seems unquestioned that
between these classes exists, and is rapid¬
ly growing, under intentional fostering
and nurturing of evil men, a distinct,
pronounced, malignant hatred. Tho
sneers at Mr. Vanderbilt in tho public
press meet the approbation of hundreds
of thousauds of people. Why? Ile is
not a bad man, although he never does
any good. To men who arc- sensitivo as

to what other pcoploabould do with their
money he appears hoggish, but while as

tho representativo of corporate seliinh-
ness, Mr. Vanderbilt stauds supreme,
per so, bois an easy-going, well enough
kind of a person, not good-looking, not

educated, in no sense refined, but, on the
other hand, not evilly disposed. Hut I
should bo very sorry to bc in Mr. Van¬
derbilt's boots if such times as wo had
hero in 18G3 should bc repeated, and Mr.
Vanderbilt is a typo of thousands-I usc
the term advisedly-who are rich beyond
their ancostora' dreams of avarice.
There ara men hero worth 110,000,000
Rsd '¿'20,000,000 of whom you know
nothing. I know ono lady, living in a

magnificent housoj whose lifo is a» quiet
as that of a minister's should be, who
has given away not less than (3,000,000
in five years, whoso benefactions prior to
her death will reach not less than $7,000,*
000, who has in her homo paintings,
statuary, diamonds, precious atones,
exquisito specimens of gold and silver,
with costly works of every imaginable
art, an inside estimate of which is
$1,500,000, and she is not as rich us many
of har neighbors by several million
dollars. There aro men here who twenty
years ago sold clothes on Chatham street
who to-day liva at an annual expenso of
$100,000, who wear jewels upon their
ponton costing in reasonable stores (25,-
ooo.

car any day, rain rn* shiue, between the
hours of 10 o'clock in the morning and
5 or fl o'clock in the afternoon, and I will
find you car after car costly packed with
ladies in whuse tars nm diamonds worth
from (800 to (5,000 each, ou whoso
ungloved hands, rod and fluffy, sparkle
fortunes. Walk with me from Stewart's
old store, at the corner of Ninth street
and Broadwt * to Thirteenth street and
Broadway any u^y. I do not mean

Sundays, holidays or special occasions,
but all times, and I will show you on
block after block women in sealskin
circulars down to their heels, worth from
(500 to (2,000 each, with diamond ear¬

rings and with diamond finger-rings, and
other precious «tones as well, carrying in
their hands dainty pocket-books stuffed
with money. They represent tho new
rich with which New York is filling up.
On that same street, at tho same time.
I can show you mon to whom a dollar
would be a fortuno, whose trousers, torn
and disgraceful in their tatters, aro held
about their pinched waists by rope or
twine or pins, whose stocklcsa feet souffls
along tho pavement in Bboea so ragged
that they daro not lift them from tho
pavement, whoso faces aro freckled,
whose beard ia long and straggling ns
their hair, while their reddoning banda
taper at the nails like claws. How long
before those claws will fasten on the
newly rich? Moko no mistake about it,
the feeling is born, tho feoling in growing,and the feeling, sooner or later, will break
fourth. Fourteenth street, on which
there aro but few residences left, and in
front of one, leading from the door to
tho curbstone, was a canopy, under which
charmingly-attired ladies, accompanied
by their escorts, -wont from their carriago
to the open door, through which floods of
light and sounds of music carno.

We do not need it in
any of ita forms ; neither the physician,chemist, nor nrtisan absolutely needs it
in any department of h'm calling; and
thia statement we make advisedly, after
fall deliberation, taking into view our
present knowledge of medicine la the
arts.»

Ic ls probable that very many rigidobservers of hygienic laws do bot use
water freely enough. It is Drible that
we may, by habit, so modify the sensa¬
tion of thirst, that it, in a large de-roo,
ceases to be a safe guido of our need.
We have seen many instances of illness
which were cured by resorting to the
freer use of water. It supplies to tho
ay f> tom the needed amount of liquid to
maintain. liquor process, and assist inrepeling tissue waste. It is constantlypassing out of the system through the
lungs, skin and kidneys, and if the sup¬plyls inadequate to the demand, morbid
conditions ensue. Constipation often
results from such deficiency, and a reme¬
dy io many cases would be the drinkingof oue-half plot of tepid water beforebreakfast. Much ice water taken at meal
.time ie injurious. It arrests promptdigestion, the latter requiring increased
heat. Iced water should at au times beused with moderation.

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A RAILROAD HORROR«

'ivn lille Olsuatcr >'ear Toronto. Canutli».

TORONTO, ONT. Jauuary 2.-This
morning on tho Grand Trunk Railway a

suburban train loft Union Station at
0:10 o'clock. (Jue of tho cars attached
was filled with employees of the bolt
works, who lire in the city and who arc

couveyed to their daily labor by this
means, tho train stopping for them oppo¬
site the works. After turning the curve
at Parkdale boundary a freight train was
observed coming city ward, out the im¬
petus of both train» WHS too great to al¬
low the brakes to do their duty in time,
and the result was a shocking tragedy.
Nineteen of the men employed at the
belt works are now reported killed, and
twenty or thirty wounded. The conduc¬
tor of" thc freight train, Geo. Harber, is
aaid to be respondive for the horrible
affair, a» he was running his train with¬
out orders. He lins been arrested.
Thc latest accounts place the number

of dead at twenty-seven. Several of thc
injured ere BO badly maimed that they
are not expected to recover. A jury lins
been empanelled and has viewed tho
bodies. The adair casts a gloom over
the city. An eye-witness describes tho
scene nt tho wreck aa heartrending.
The train carrying workmen has the

right of way. Upon rounding the shari'
curve just before reaching tho Bolt
works thc engineer saw tho freight train
thundering down grade towards him.
He refereed hi« engine, whistled a warn¬

ing, and along with the fireman jumped
for his life. The conductor heard tho
warning, and crying out, "Jump, boys,
for your liven," sprang into the snow.
Tn a lecond more there waH a terrific
crash, Tho engine of the freight train
knocked thc boiler of the dummy clear
through tho first car, crushing the un¬
fortunate passengers in every direction
and pinning many of them to the Hoon
The impetus was so groat that theengino
mounted the truck of tho dummy, which
kept to the rails ami remained on a bal¬
ance. The engineer of the freight train,
when lie saw that a collision was inevita¬
ble, sprang from his engine, but thc Aro¬
man was instantly killed.
To add to tho horror of tho scene the

boiler nf the dummy exploded and the
escaping steam and boiling water scalded
and carried death or terrible injuries to
tho mangled and bleeding men. Then a
fire broke out and completed tho work of
destruction.
A reüef party of thirty or forty men

waa soon at the scene and at once sci
to work tn relievo tho Kiiflercrs, and at
about 10 o'clock a car-load of doad and
injured was on the way to the city. Up¬
on arriving at tho Union Station an am¬
bulance wagon and aoveral cabs and
busses were in waiting.

Barber, tho conductor of tho freight
train, waa immediately placed under ar¬
rest. He at onco admitted that ho got
order« at Hamilton to run to t¿ueon's
wharf at Toronto, avo'ding all regular
traína. Ho looked at the time table, but
forgot that tho suburban train was on
tho lilt of regular trains a.id heneo the
accident.

Public sympathy was thoroughly
aroused for the unfortunate widows and
children, and already subscription lists
have been started and offers of entertain¬
ments made to provide fundB for their
aid. The families of soveral of tho mon
killed are in poor circumstances,

Fifteen dead bodies were taken from
the wreck. Seven died after reaching
the hospital. Three moro will probably
not lire through the night. Twelve
wounded aro in tho hospital and four
wounded men have been taken to their
home», About tnxty persons were on the
wrecked train.

How Wooden Spools are Made.

The birch is first sawed into sticks
four or five feet long and seven-oighthaof an inch to three ¡nelie« square, ac¬
cording to the size of thc spool to ho
produced. These sticks aro thoroughlyseasoned. They are sawed into short
blocks, and tho blocks are dried in a hot-
air kiln. At the time they are sawed a
hole is bored through them. One whirl
of thc little block against sharp knives,
shaped by a pattern, makes the spool, at
the rate of one per second. A small boyfeeds the spool machine, dimply placingtho blockB in a spout and throwing out
the knotty or defective stock. The ma¬
chine is automatic, but cannot do the
sorting. The BpoolB are revolved rapidlyin drums and poliah themselves. For
tome purposes they are dyed yellow, red
or black. They are made in thousands
of shapes and Bizea. When one sees on
a epool of thread "100 yard" or "200
yards" thoao words do not i;gnify that
the thread has been measured, but that
the spool bas been gauged and is sup¬posed to contain BO much thread. When
a silk cr linen or cotton firm wants a
spool made it aenda a pattern to the
spool maker. This pattern gives the
ui 7.0 and shape of the barrel and tho head
and bevel. These patterns determine the
amount of thread that tbe spool will
hold. Mr. Dwolley'a factory turns out
100,000 gross of spools per day, and rea¬
sumes 2£00 cords of birch annually, ilia
year's spools are worth $40,000. Thirty-five hands are employed in the mill.
During the winter, 240 wood choppers
are eometimea employed. Mr. Dwolleyis an inventor and a machinist. He in¬
vented, designed and made every ma¬
chine in bia shop.-Lewiston (ile.) Jour¬
nal.

On this account,
hordes which are exe'usively foil on corn
and hay do not receive that kind of nour¬
ishment which appears necessary for the
due aupport and maintainanco of the ani¬
mal fabric ; hence \." must net bc sur¬

prised that corn-fed horses show eviden¬
ce« of being languid, by sweating profuse¬
ly while being worked, lack ol vitality,
cte. < »ats, on the contrary, contain more
of the essential elements ol' nutrition than
Hiiy other article of food which can be
fed with impunity to hornes. They are

decidedly nutritious. Tiny are tho
cheapest becauBe there ia íess risk in
feeding them, and experience has proved
that hornes properly fed on oats and timo¬
thy bay, with regular exercise, good
grooming and proper sanitary regula¬
tions, can bo brought to the highest state
of physical culturo, and can perform moro
work w ith leas evidence of fatigue than
when fed on any other articlo of food.--
American Partner.
