HENDEBSONVILLE. N. C., March 20.-
A short drive in the bracing, crisp air of
a March morning from the pretty little
town of Hendersonville, North Carolina,through a winding and beautiful avenue
of rhododendrons and mountain laurel,and your correspondent waa at Dun
Cragiu, the handsome residence of H. Ct.
Ewart, 3<»0 lett above Hendersonville,and 2,800 feet above the sea level.
.Standing in the broad and spacious Ve¬
randa* thc view is beautiful beyonddescription. At the foot of the hill
sparkles bright crystal sherts of water;beyond the little mountain town, with its
cottages, spires and churches ; farther yet.the lovely valley of the Ochittwaha, and
beyond all, the everlasting hills of the
Allegbanies, extending for miles and
miles unbroken rangos of lofty, blue-
capped peaks, making in its entirety one
of tho loveliest landscapes in our beauti¬
ful south-land. The Chnslitution scribe
met with a courteous reception from the
proprietor of Dun Cragiu who, uponbeing apprised of the object of the visit,
at once consented to alford any informa-
lion in his power upon .the subject in
question. Tho fcubject, I need scarcelyadd, was "Carp, the new Dutch immi¬
grant, ils culture and its future."

Without delay the Constitution openedits batteries.
"What first lead me into the cultiva¬

tion of carp upon such an extensive
scale ?"
"Well," answered Mr. Ewart, "I will

perhaps surprise you by saying that the
carp farra owes its origin t" the A Manta
Constitution. The graphic articles de-i
scriplive of this Gab, written a few years
ago by the brilliant and versatile Grady,first attracted my attention. I at once
secured from the United .Stales fish com*
missioner, through the Hon. It. 15.
Vance, SI. C., from this district, a few
dozen of the "carp fry," and placing
them in a small pond prepared for tho
purpose, awaited results. The rapidity
of" their growth surprised me beyond
measure, and when I Bscertaiued by eat¬
ing several of the fish then weighing
from 1 to 1^ pounds, that the edible
qualities were nearly, if not quite, equal
to the shad, aud infinitely the superior of
the perch, bass or sucker, I at once con¬
cluded that the carp was thc "fish for the
musics,'' and thru its culturo could be
made an exceedingly profitable business.
With this end in view I built extensive
ponds, covering au area of several acres,
and stocked them with a lot of fine carp,only to lose them, however, in a year
afterwards."
"How was that?"
"Hy committing tho serious blunder of

building cheap dams. The heavy fresh¬
ets of 1882, so destructive in your State,
swept my dams away, leaving me with a
dozen or more of my* carp, and a consid¬
erable amount of experience on hand."
"What next ?"
"Having learnt from actual experiencethat it was folly to construct large carp

ponds, unless the dams were solidly built
1 at once began a careful study of the
science of dam building, for a science it
certainly is. After some time I decided
to adopt the 'Jones system.' I regret
.hat I am not at liberty to explain this
ijstem 'as application for letters patent jtor this process of dam-building, with its
concomitants, sluice way gate, tish screen,
ste, is now pending before the United
States patent office. But if you will
rvalk down to my ponds I will give you
\n idea of their construction."
A few moment's walk o ,i we were at

i small pond of clean wat.r, covering an
Area of a quarter of an acre, just above
rind connected with a lovely sheet of
water covering an area of five acres.
"This small pond," said Mr. Ewart, "is

my hatching jiond. It is fed by the wa¬
ler of adjacent springs conducted in
wooden troughs, and is Irom four feet to
two inches in depth. It is, as you see,
well supplied with needle grass, pickerel
weed, water lilies, and other aequalics.
The five-acre pond below is the 'nursery
|)ond.' In that pond I have 75 breeders
carefully selected for size and quality.
Tho depth of that pond varies from six
feet to two inches, the soil is black loam,
ind rich in aquatic productions. Tho
-hallow water, you observe, is lined with
willow and hemlock brush. Herc during
.he warm, sunny mornings of April ami
May, the breeders spawn, depositing their
'ggf, which are adhesive among the
wigs ami brush under the surface of the
waler. Did you ever watch fish spawu V
The Constitution scribe had not.
"Then you should do so, as the sight is

i novel and noisy process. Just before
the spawning season, the carp evince
;reat activity. Naturally sluggish, it
now swims rapidly through the pond,indulten, liku mullets, jumps its entire
length out of the water. When ready to
Jeposit its eggs the female carp heads
rapidly for tho warm, shallow water,
closely pursued by the male, sometimes a
han' dozen of them at a time 'tumbling
heads over tails.' When the female
drops her ."gpj thc male wi ni ming close¬
ly behind her drops his milt amongst tue
!*"g-J> Kl,d vigorously lashing the water
frith his tai!, mixes the spawn. Thia ia
the act of impregnation, and tho eggs
batch in from six to twelve days, accord¬
ing to the temperature of the water.
Whenever I ascertain that the carp
are spawning, I examine the brush nod
twigs carefully and transfer tbe branches
covered with eggs to the batching pond,
in which uo fish are kept at all. Here
they are placed in water, shallow water,
and carefully protected from frogs, turtle,
eic, until hatched, when they are regular
fed with small particles of bread or
cracker crumbs saturated in^sweet milk.
You observe a trunk extending through
the dam of the hutching pond into the
nursery pond ? This is the pass-way for
the small fry from the hatching pond to
the nursery. The mouth of that trunk
in the hatching pond is screened with
galvanized wire mesh large enough lo
allow the little fry to poss through into
their nursery but too small to permit
ingress the larger fish. In the nursery
the batch nf this year are allowed to
remain till November, wheu the pond is
drawn and the fry, now 'lively little
fingerings able to care for themselves,
transferred to the "stock pond." one-
fourth mile above the nursery. This is
marte by placing the young carp in forty-
gallon barrels aud hauling them to the
stock pond. Several thousand cao be
carried in a single barrel. The
stock pond when at its height cov¬
ers an area of seventy-five acres.
Here the fry have an unlimited
pasture in which to roam, and an iuex
haustible supply of vegetable and insect
live u» fatten on. FVorj this pond they
can, when they attain martel size, be
easily taken in nrt» and traps. Every
third year the »loci, pond will be drained.
And the largo carp taken 'therefrom and
placed in a small market ponds, where
they will bo fed regularly and taken os

required. The nursery pond is fed with
a pure mountain creek, the water of
which baa been placed under the control
by digging a ditch ten feet wide at the
mouth of the pond and around the pond.
Thia canal, or ditch, in high water car¬
rie« the surplus water arnuad the pond,
an automatic gate at thejunction of ditch
and pond only permitting a sufficient
quantity of water to enter the pond, thus

keeping it ut n uniform depth summer
and winter. This Automatic (inte is so
screened as to prevent an ingress or in¬
gress of llie smallest fish. All of my
pond« haré the Moues dam,'which, after
careful consideration and practical trial, .

I unhesitatingly pronounce iron walls
against musk rat«, crawfish, et ùfomnr
genut. They have withstood the heav-
iest freshets known here for years, cnn
never rot or decay, cost nothing for re-

pairing, and the construction material is
cheap ami easily obtained. Ks perts who
have examined my dams, whilst surpris-
ed at their simplicity nod economy of
construction, at once concedo their supe¬
riority over any known system. The
screen over the mouth of thc trunk wayis superior to anything of lite kind I have
ever seen. It never clogs, does not catch
thu smallest atom ot rubbish, and yetwill not permit the escape of smallest
tinh. The gate is also an excellent in*
vention, simple and easy to operate. I ¡can empty my pond in (ive hours, and mystock pond in twenty four hours."
"Do you feed your carp ?" j"No, only the small fry in the hatch-

lng pond. Carp should not be artificial-
ly fed. The fish is a vegetarian and not
carnivorous. It will fallen rapidly uponthe succulent leaves of the water cress,the tenuvT shoots of tho pickerel, the
weed of the waler oak, and tue myriad of
slugs ami ituioialculte thal abound uponthc leaves mound the roms ot ttie tiymo-hea udorauta, ami other aquatic plants.My ponds are now well supplied with
every variety of water plants. I make .it
a poiut also to anuually increase the food
supply. I have the bank« lined with
ehlcr hushes, the berries of which the
carp are especially fond of. This year I

tdamed double rows of the liiiisiail mill-
icrry near tho ponds. Theec will bear

in a few years, and alford in their season
a large supply of natural food. I have
also in my ponds a variety of water moss,
a rank grower of which the carp seemed
fond."
"Will they only feed upon vegetable or

insect muller ?"
"Uh^iio! not all. Like pigs they cat

anything. But to make carp culture
profitable, artificial feeding should be
dispensed with as fur us possible, and the
fish bc required literally to 'root for its
own living.' If, however, artificial feed¬
ing is resorted lo it should be cheapened
us much as possible. Commencing in
the spring give them lettuce leaves, tur¬
nip tops, und kitchen scraps. Later feed
cabbage leaves, melon rinds, sweet corn,
squash, etc., ami in the fall pumpkins,boiled turnip«, cabbage, potatoes, etc.
They seem especially fond of pumpkins,
und the fry will liberally 'gut' a largesized one.
"Much difference of opinion teems to

exist us to the edible qualities of the curp.What is your opinion of the fish?"
"As 1 told you, before embarking in

the business ( n such au extensive seule
1 satisfied myself ort that hy ealing some
of my carp. They were taken atti ; the
spawning season, lute in the tali, und
were plump uud in good condition. 1
tried them baked and fried, und found
them far superior in flavor to the mullet
or perch, and nearly if not indeed quiteihe equal of thu shad. The flesh is verywhite aud about the same consistency us
shad."
"Were they bony ?"
"All fish, I believe have hones, but the

carp is as free from them us any ii-li I
know of. Indeed with the large carp,tho bones give no trouble, the flesh flak¬
ing oh' nicely. Carp, however, should
liol be eaten during the spawning season,
ur immediately thereafter, aa at that lime,
like all other fish, the flesh is soft, and
of uupleasant taste. Neither do I be¬
lieve, all statements lo the contrary, that
carp taken from stagnant and otl'ensivo
pools of water would be lit to eat. In
such pools the flesh of thc fish will un¬

doubtedly be tlfleeted and rendered unlit
for table use, it having n moldly and
muddy ta<te. Speaking of the edible
qualities of the fislO 1 see that the Uni¬
ted States Fisk (.'oinmissioner, Hon. S.
ISaird, recently sent into twenty-three
States and Territories letters of inquiry as
to the table qualities of the earp, ad¬
dressed to parties who had eaten the fish.
Ile received 212 replies and out of this
number 22'.) made favorable mention, the
meed of praise running from 'good,' to
'very fine.' Only 19 uliudcd to the fish
as 'poor' und indifferent."
"How large do the carp grow ?"
"In the river Danube, in <Jermany, they

are often caught weighing lrom Ó0 lo
75 pounds. 'I have them weighing 8
pounds, three years of uge. In South
Carolina, Georgia, or ibo eastern part of
this Slate, where the waters are warmer
the fame fish would doubtless have at¬
tained a weight of fifteen pounds. In
this section with long winters and late
cold springs they will not grow with such
rapidity."
"At what age, will they spawn ?"
"In this section, the Scale carp at two

years, tho Leather and Mirror carp at
three."
"Can the male he distinguished from

the female 1"
"Easily, the female, is the largest, pud

just before the spawning season acquires
a bright yellowish cast on its belly and
sides."
"Are they prolific?"
"Wonderfully so. Last September I

caught a female carp weighing only lj
pounds that must have, had 10,000 eggs
in it. A female carp weighing ó pounds
is said to contain 600,000 eggs. Unlike
other fish, they do not spawn at certain
seasons, but drop their eggs us soon us
each female attains maturity, whether
that bc iu April or November."

"Is it a game fish ?"
"Not so gurney as the shcephcad, trout

or 'that cavalier of the sea,' the Span¬
ish mackerel, but at times it lukes the
hook freely, is a strong puller and fights
to the last. Often last fall I had them
to snap my line in two and escape with
bait aud hook."
"How ¡nan v carp can bo raised to the

acre?"
"That depends 1 If artificially fed I

should say five thousand, if not, perhaps
half that number. A carp pond proper¬
ly cared for and abundantly stock-, d with
uatural food will undoubtedly pay its
owner a clear, net profit of five huud red
dollars per acre. This will lead a cotton
farm, won't it? There is always a de¬
mand for lïesh fish, and they can readily
be sold al ten cents per pound. At that
price, the profits per acre would be enor¬
mous, provided always that proper care is
given the ponds, for carp have many
enemies."

"Whr-t aro they ?"
"Ore f 'ogs, musk- ruts, turtles, snakes,

cranes, i . . ms and kingfishers. The Ott-
ly rerucuji *s the shotgun, and it mus. bo
used dili¿,<>ntly and effectively duriug thc
spring und summer months. Otherwise
your carp will soon bo ox terminated. I
have killed u blue crane with a pound
and a half carp swallowed whola in ¡ls
throat. The ponds can be protected from
poachers by stretching strands of barb
wiro under tho surface ot the water close
to the hanks. This will soon pul a step
to night seining."
"Do carp hibernate in this climate in

the winter season as in Germany, or the
northern Sutes?". : .

Most of the recent converts raado byMormon missionaries have been settled
n Colorado. Ono of their settlements,llannssa, iu Conejos County, baa been
nailed by a correspondent of the Chichi-
inti Enquirer, who furnishes his papervith a statement of tho condition of af¬
fairs there, and n number of interviews
vith individual converts to Mormonism.
These immigrants «re mostly from Geor¬
gia and Kentucky. They were attracted
by the preaching of the missionaries,who said nothing about polygamy or
blood atonement, aud forgot to mention
th? "doctrines and coveuauts" and va¬
rious other peculiar features of Mormon¬
ism. "They kept pretty close to 'he old
Bible." They represented tbr.t Utah
ivas ¿ land of promise, where od would
DO helter oh in a worldly way,imd where
\\\ was good-wili und brotherly love.
When tboy reached their settlement,
they found ibo soil was capable of one
good crop in six years, th»', polygamy
ivas practicer] ; that they were obliged lo
buy their eupp'.ies of tho Mormon deal¬
ers, who charged them two or three
prices; that the "old Bible" vanished
into tue background tum the doctrines
sod covenants of the Mormon Church
»me prominently forward ; and tbft
they were expected and required td vote
according to the dictation of the Mormon
leaders. It wa3 an exercise of this last
prerogative of the Church that finallygoaded them to the point of revolt.
Half the Southerners in tho colony are
now in Colorado, having refused at tho
election last November to vote the ticket
dictated bj the Mormon priesthood.
