In another column Col. D, Wyatl
Aiken cites our paragraph upon his new
party programme, and becomes quite i?-
dignant over it, attempling to put us in
the position of making a platfurm fur
him, which he repudiates, spurns, con-
temns, &c. In this he is arguing from
an assumed premise which does not exist,
We have made no platform for him, but
merely criticised the platform he hins
made for himself, In this we do not
think we bave misrepresented him, Our
remarks were predicated upou the follow-
ing dispatch from Washington :

“Col. Aiken says he is in favor of the
Houthern Democrats in the House form-
ing a party of their own, Then they
could control the balance of power.
They could then say to these other gen-
tlemen, ‘go nhead and propose such legis:
lation as you desire.  1f we like it we
will vote for it, if not, we will vote
against it, no matter whether it originates
on tho Democeratic or Republican side.’
They could then, he says, command such
respect as is now denied them. Por the
past ten years the South has beea play-
ing kite fur a tail end of the party, and
the tail has controlled the movements of
the kite,”

This is what we called favoring inde-
pendentizm, and as Col, Aiken does not
deny holding these views, we nre of opin-
ion that he has nothing . complain of
in our articie. e is nutan independent
in State politics, nor an independent,
individually, in National politics, but he
favors an independent party in National
politics, Iie docs this, of eouree, boeavse
he daes not like the action of the Nation-
al Democratic Party. This is precisely
what McLane and compnzy have been
doing in Bouth Carolina. They have not
only advocated an independent party
here, but bave actually formed one, and
our people will remember that in their
speeches they really claimed thut they
were the true Democrats, and that the
rest of us hind left the faith. This is pre-
cisely Col. Aiken's positivn in Nalioual
affairs. Dy this we do not mean that he
is & member or sympathizer with the
independent party in Stute politics, but
what we menn is that the snme principle
that would justify the formation of an
independent parly in National politics,
would also lead toitia State politics.
Col. Aiken favors the formation of un
independent party in the Union, beeause
he ia digsatisfied with National legisla-
tion, Upon the same principle othera
might fuvor the foimation of an indepen-
dent party in Btate politics because they
do not like Stnte legislation. In our
opinion, both these positions are mis.
chievous and wrong., The remedy for
any grievanco lies inside of the lines nnd
not outeide.

These independent sentiments are not
new with Col. Aiken, for he deliberately
expressed the opinion in a letter to the
Newsand Courier in December, 1879, that
both politieal parties have outlived their
usefuloess nnd should be wiped out,
The following extracts from that letter,
written from Washington, show his real
sentiments :

Tt spems Lo me there Iz ne preatness—
statesmanehip—hera, The lepders of
both parties are partisans, not statesmen ;
they are sectional in politica, and not

atriotic. Every question of importance
as its Democratic and Republican
friends and enemies. A “yea and nay”
yote generally separates the flocks but ‘at
heunrt there are sheep and gosts in both
flocks., Sectional mensures show that
blood is thicker thah water. Peusion
approprintions or Northern improve-
ments easily close up the 5up between
Northern 'Republicans and  Northern
Democrats,” Southern pensions or South-
ern improvements keep it closed up, At
the South we have struggled most man-
fully for home-rule, and style ourselves
Democrats, At the North n mere senti-
mient—the Bolid South—has whipped 75
pet cent, of the voting population into
the Republican party, and il our South-
ern leaders continte to thrust into North-
ern faces SBouthern choices for Presiden-
tial hionois, the remaining 25 por cent,
will k> there befme the ides pf next
November. And then, “what are you
going to do about it " :
. Looking the field all over, Messrs,
Editors, and analyzing the incentives
. -that gmmpt the actions of your legisla-
tors, I am irresistibly convinced that if

1le
complimented Garfield’s :bility, but said
he is totully unreliable, and that his
election would furebode the greatest mis-
fortune to our governiment. Col. Aiken
then arrgigned the Northern Democrats
for insincerity and prejudice towards the
South, He said that the North only
nllowed the Suuth o very small propor
tion of the appropriations for rivers and
Larbors, and that they had repeatedly
refused to restore the soldiers of the
Mexican war living in the South to the
pension lists.  He arraigned them for
maintaining a high taritl, aod said that
the better eluss of people io the North
were generally Republicans,  ‘T'hat they
had the brains, the money amd the cul-
ture of the North, and were more con-
genial to his tastes than the Demoerats,
He was unwilling for the South, which
composes the greater portion of the
Democratic party, to be controlled nnd
ignored by the minority. Col. Aiken
claimed that the elections in the North-
ern cities are cuntrolled largely by the
use of money and by the exercise of the
maney power, and thought this the great.
eat trouble the Democrats will encounter
in carrying the Yresidential election.
He said that the bost of oflice holders in
the United States cxcreise great influ-
ence, all of which will be given to Gar-
field in order to retain their own posi-
tions,  He thought the contest in Indi-
ana a very important one to the Demo-
crats, for if we carry that State in Octo-
ber we will be very apt to curry the Pres-
identin! eleetion, but if we lose Indiana
then we have voay little prospect of
saccess.  Col. Aiken closed his specch
by saying that if there is o Democrat in
South Carolina he is one from head to
funt.

Two weeks later Col. Aiken spoke at
the greal Dayard mceting at Anderson
and seemed to be more thorough!y argan-
ized than at these other times, for he
said then thut “as important as the clec-
tion of our State tekel was, it was even
moie important to see that our electoral
ticket was elected.” This speech, how-
ever, followed a grand speech upon
national politics by Senator Bayard, and
the enthusiasin which the mecting had
eviuced for the Democratie Presidential
ticket wans calculated to organize the
cendidates of the Democratic  party.
But in November, 1880, Col, Aiken was
apain in favorof hisindependentorganiza-
tion in the South, as is shown by the
fullowing letter to the Greenville News:

Cokespuny, 8. C., Nov, 12, 1880.

1o the Editor of the Daily News:
Yours of the 10th iustant ewaited me on
my return from my plantation to day.
You propound to me two questions, to
both of which I unhesitatingly apswer,
‘‘No,"” loudly, qualifying my reply to the
first by saying not in a partise <ense.
If you desire to know my politi _. coio-
ions read the letter I wrote the Nevn and
Courier almost a year ngo. And if you
want some reading that is more Dick-
wickian than Pickwick himsell, reml the
editorials of thut blustering shee: from
ihnt dey o this aud sce how endily they
have jumped from one side to the other
of the political fence. I know more
about the rank and file of the Northern
Democracy than all the Editors in South
Carolina, and never had any fuith in
them. They area party with n name,
but without a principle. We Southern-
ers, Demucratic to the core wpon princi-
pile, have pinned our fuith to that name
or mere shadow, and of course bave lost
by it. I have loug contended that the
South ehould become more natisnalized
and lny less stress upon “the principles
for which Lee awmd Jackson fought.”
Suppose you and I belinve in State rights,
secession, striet construction, *“blood and
thunder” and ull else upon which we
attempted to found s Southern Confeder-
acy, what sense is thero in “kicking
ngainst the pricks ™ I never Lnd the
faintest hope of Haocock’s election, bui
had I said 8o, the wiseacres of the State
would bave sworn I was not feal to the
party. Indeed, when io a retired, seclu-
sive locality in my own district I ventur-
ed to counsel with wome of my friends,
and predict future events, it was Leralded
to the world, nnd by no paper with more
zest than fuur own, that I was a renegade
and should be run out of the “party.”
Now that their bind-sights are in front
what do some of these sameo wisencres
say 7 Nothing of any consequence, but
they are all ready to watch “which way
the cat jumps,” )

I need not worry you with n long epis-
tle, but will simply any, I bLelieve Lhe
South in Congress should have nuthing
to do with partiean entanglements, but
stand aloof until the time to vote, and
then upon all questions of national im-
ortance cast a solid vote for what they
Eel[e\ru to bo right, reg.sdless of the frat
whather the issue was Democrat or Ke-
publican in a partisan sense. In this
way we could hold o balance of power
that would result in our being courted by
both parties North, and enable us fre-
quently-to diciate terms upon important
issues, But wany Southerners in Con-
gress would follow the Demaocratic party
as Gov. Perry said he would follow the
Blate in 1861, and “you know how this
wray was yourself,”

COL. AIKEN SPEAKS.

WasiixaroN, D. C, May 17, 1854,

Deanr Stu: Your issue ol the 15th
inst, contained the following extract:

"“This is in keeping with Col. Aiken's
views ns expressed at Townville, in this
County, in 1880, and if adopted by the
Soathern people would lead to the utter
disorganization of the Democratie party,
both in nativnnl and in State politics,
The idex i4 impracticable, and its expres-
sion is mischievous. If Southern Con-
gressmen propose acting as independents
in nationnl polities becuuse they cannot
have their own way in vational aflairs,
why should not McLane, Clayton and
their nssociates act independently in
State politics when things do not go to
suit them 7 The mere statement of Col.
Aiken's position whows how utterly de-
structive of party government his views
are, if the Democratic party in the
Uuion shou!d be dissolved, it will be im-
pussible to hold it together in the sepa-
rate States.

BOUGAN CASH KILLED, .
The Tragie End ofu Tourbulent Carver. |

Quite a sepnsalion was created in the
city early yesterday morning by a dis-
patch posted on the bulletin board of
the News und Courier anuouncing that
W. Boggan Cash, the Cheraw murderer,
had been killed by a sheritl™s posse while
resisting arrest. A little later the follow-
ing dispatch was received :

Counvsmpra, May 15.—The Governor
received the following at 10 o, m.

Cukraw, May 15-9.85 4, m.

To Governor Hugh S, Thompsen: 1
went with aposse last night to arrest W,
B, Cash, T instructed  the men not to
fire unless abrolutely necessary, I rur-
rounded the house and barn, placing two
men between the house and barn and two
between barn and swump.,  Fioding Cash
in the barn I ordered it surrounded.
Cash came out and fired on the posre,
The fire was returned, and after Cush
fired several shots he was killed, being
riddled with bullets,  None of the posse
were struek except W L Hilton, whose
fingers were shat ot by Cusly,

Cupraw, May 14— Last night about 1
a'clock Deputy Shenff E. 1. King left
Cheraw with a posse of eight picked men
for the purpose of arresting W. B, Cash,
They at once proceeded to his own place,
a few miles from his father’s, where it
wis supposed he was Liding.  They
arrived at this point about 1 o'cluck and
surrounded the house and barn, at the
sutne time cutting ofl’ all communication
and means of escape,

About Liulf-past 1 8 voive was heand in
the barn, which was recognized by one of
the posse to  be that of Boggan, The
deputy shieriflf then surrounded the barn
£ d inastructed the posse totake him alive,
and oot Lo fire unless it was an absolute
neeessity.  While the posse was sur
rounding the barn Doggan stepped out
of the door and closed it behiod bim
Hu was armed with a deuble barrel shot-
gun, a Winchester rifle and numerous
pistuly, which were hanging about his
person,  As he moved toward where two
of the posse were stutioned, one of them,
W. II. Ililtun, ordered Lim to balt, He
immedintely raised his gun aod fired at
Hilton, ‘T'be fire was retursed., Boggan
tuen fell on bis knecs and fired foar thines
st Hilton, but the posse firing on him, he
fell dead, riddled with bullets.

The posse then returned to Cheraw and
notified the coroner, who will proceed to
hold an inquest.

Ham Lee, Doggan's pal, was in the
house and when DBoggan first fired Sam
jumped out of the house with a Winches-
ter rifle and levelled it on M. L. Rhodes,
Rhodes ordered him to drup his pun.
Tlis he refused t) do, whereupon he was
fired upon by wne of the posse, the ball
taking effect in his leg just below the
knee. IHe was again ordered 1o drop his
gun and throw up his haods, which he
then did. He was arrested and carried
befure Justice McQueen on the charge of
obstructing officers in the discharge of
their duty. After a preliminary bearing
he has been bound over in a boud of one
thousand dollars to appear at Court. He
expeets Col, Cash to go on his bond,

A liberal subscription is being raised
for Mr. 1lilton, whose wound proves
to be very painful. The coroner’s jury is
just leaving town,

The nawmes of the posse are: E, T,
King, deputy sheriff; 1I. G. Hendris,
W. H. Hilton, 31. 1. Rhodes, Henry
Jackson, Jule Sellers, Ned Avery, J. I,
McNair, and vne more whose name I
have not obtained.

CIRCUMSTANCES OF THE CRIME,

‘The circumstances of the crime which
caused a reward to be offered for the ar-
reat of W. Boggan Cash, son of Col, E,
B. C. Cash, of Cash’s Depot, Chesterfield
County, are ns follows :

On February 16 W. Bogean Ci .1 went
into Cheraw, got drunk and raised s dis-
turbance in the streets. Town Marshal
Richards remonstrated with him, and an
altercation ensued. A collisinon tonk
place and Cash was beuten severely,
The following Saturday, February 23,
Cash agnin went to Cheraw. It is stated
that Cash promised the intendant of the
town that I-:e would not malest Richards,
Cash passed him twice, and upon passing
him the third time he accost. 1 him, hand
in pocket: “Hello! Richards,” said he,
‘are you watching me?” To this Rich-
ards replied that he was only on duty.
Cash thereupon started to walk off and
Richards, in his ante-mortem statement,
enys he thought he was pning away.
Not so. Quickly pulling out o self-
cocking Smith & Weason pistol, Cash
fired, the ball hitting Richards in the
arm and wounding mortaily Mr. Coward
who was standing by. A secoud shot
gave Richards his death wound. A third
shot missed. Cash mounted n horse,
rode off and escaped. Richards died on
February 29. As the sheriff did not
arrest Cash, a special posse was sent to
Cash's Depot to secuve him, but succeeds
ed only in capturing Col. E, B. C. Cash,
who was detained as an accessory befure
the fact. Col. Cash was taken to Colnm-
bia, arszigned before the Chief Justicaon
& writ of Aabeas corpus and relensed on
giving bail in the sum of $2,500 toappear
for trial.

Mr. Cownrd, who was shot by Cash
when Ricbards was killed, was paralyzed
by tho wound and cannot possibly recov-
er; The announcement of hia death is
expected daily. He lives in Marlboro’
County, near the Chesterfield line.

It was reported at first that Boggan
Cash bad left the State and paina were
taken to foster the idea. Letters wer2
received from him which bore the poat.
mark of Meridan, Miss. Aunother letter
came from Canada. It wasreported tha
ho had crossed the Bavannah River dis-
guised asa negro. One story was that
he had beeu shot while so disguiced. It
is reasonably certain, however, that he
did not range far from Cash’s Depot, and
ihat o0 oGo Gosasion, 4 least, Be was
able to watch in eafety the mancuvres of
the posse who were insearch of him. It
is nesorted that last Sunday and .the
Bunday before hewent over to Cash's
Depot and had a cock fight there, Prob-
ably he grew imprudent, and hence the
success of the lastparty who eought him.

THE CORORER’S INQUEST.

Tho acting coroner with a jury of
fourteen men left here about 1 o'clock
and proceeded to the scene of the Cash
tragedy, narriving there about 8 o’clock,
The jury was organized by Trial Justice
McQueen, ncting coroner, with Mr,.-J. 8.
Huntley as foreman. The body was ex-
amined by Drs. Kollock and Clayton,
Twenty bullet holes were found in the

y. The two shots . which produced
instant death wera the wounds in ‘tga
head and thigh, the wound In thé thigh
hoeving severed Lhe femoral artery.

THE NEWS IN COLUMBIA,

Coruvsura, May 15.—At 10 o'clock
this morning a bulletin displayed in front
of the branch office of the Newrs and
Courier gnve the people of Columbia the
first intimation they received of the kill-
ing of W. DBoggan Cash, A group of
people soon collected about the bulletin
bourd and for hours the news was scan-
ned with surprise and intereet. In the
afternoon the fact of the killing of Cash
had  spread  throughout the city, and
there was great impatientce to asceriain
the full details.  In the business portion
of the city groups of men were discuss-
ing the sen<ation all day,

It must be =uid that the news elicited
expressions of satisfaction from a great
many people.  Those who did not declare
their elutivn stuted, nevertheless, that
Cusb’s death was an appropriate sequel
to his life, und they were eatisfied with
the thought that the law had Leen vindi-
cated and a wortifying episode ended.

It will now be seen that Col, Casl and
John Agnew, of this city, were engaged
in an effort to divert attention from Bog-
gan Cush's real hiding place by cirealat-
ing the report that he had left the State
and was in hidipg elsewbere. The opin-
ivn expressed in this correspundence, that
Cush would not venture to leave his own
neighborhood, has been verified,

It oceasiona some surprise that Cash
should not Lave surrendered when called
upon to do so, becanse it has been the
opinion here that his family influence
would have sufliced to recure his acquit-
tal in Chesterfield County. The most
plansible explanation of Lis action s
that be underrated the nerve of the possa
and determined to maintain to the fast
his reputation for reciklessness, hoping
thereby to escape “with flying colors,” as
Lis fatber expressed it on the Oth of
Muarch.

It is obvious that the ecriticism lo
which  the citizens of Chesterfield
Lave been subjected has had itselfect
iz muking the deputy sherifis posse
determined to effect the capture, As
well as I can judge from the official
report, the plen and position of the posse
in the vaid last night was identical with
that of the State constable’s force on the
ocvasion of their second raid. The Gov-
ernor received during the day no further
details of the expedition. A brief dis-
patch from Solicitor Newton confirmed
the report of Deputy Sheriff King.

Governor Thompson was not informed
that an expedition for the capture of
Cash bad Leen arranged until the result
of the raid was telegraphed this morn.

THE BURIAL O BOGGAN CASIL.

Cueraw, May 16.—W. B. Cush was
buried this aflternvon, at 8 o’clock, about
two hundred yards south of his father's
residevce.  Ad the fumily havea burying
plot in the Episcopal graveyard at Che-
raw it was generally supposed that he
was Lo be buried there. No public notice
had been given of the time or place of
the funeral, and consequently the atten-
dunce was not so large ax it would other-
wise bave been. About seventy-five
persons were present, includiog some tlen
or fifteen from Cheraw and the immedi-
ate vicioity. No fuoperal services were
beld over the body, which was followed
to tie grave by the extire family, with
the exception of Lis futher, who remained
on the piazzu of his residence, but with-
in sight of the grave. Col. Cash is vory
quict and uncommunicative. Public
sentiment has sulsided, aud vearly every
ooe regrets thae Cash came to such an
untimely and tragic end. It was hoped
that his arrest would have been effected
without bloudshed, but irom the evidence
of the pusse who arrested him it will be
secu  that if they had not killed him
some of them would certainly have been
sbot down. Cul. Cash’s guiet manner
since yesterday, so different from what
many expected, has gained him many
sympathizers.

SBamuel J. Lee, one of Boggan Cush’s
friends who was wounded at the time
Cash was killed, is a young mnn of about
25 years of nge. He was quite a quarrel-
some fellow, and about five years ago in
a difliculty killed — Presslur. Asnear
as we cao learn the particulnrs there had
been bad blood between them for some
time on account of a girl. Lee was tried
for the murder at the February term,
1880, and acquitted for want of evidence,
as only the principals were present, and
Lee told the story to suit himself on the
triul. Lee was riding along a weighbor-
hood road, while Presslar and the two
‘Lrock boys were on a path leading from
Brock’s house to thisroad. Presslar left
tlie boys and cut across to meet Lee. An
altercation ensued, Leo got off his mule,
buth parties drew their pistols. Lee
claimed that Presslar fired first and shot
siy times, whiie Le fired five, The Brock
bo7s when they saw the parties wers
about to fight ran back to the house, and
consequently did not wi‘.iess it. Leo is
unmarried we believe, His relations
with the Cashes have always heen inti-
mute, and in all their difficulties he was
rendy to fly to arms and help them, right
or wrong. Heis a farmer, and has at
di:Terent times worked on Col. Cash’s
piantation, either as tenant or hired.
