A Wash for Fruit Trten.

advertiaiug caustic potash or atrong lye
made from wood ai bee, as a waab fur
fruit trees. Tbis «viii remove ali the
mons and rougli bark, but trees on which
it bus been used look red and aort of
burned, and soon have rougher bark than
ever. Tho following we have long used
and know it to be much tho bettor prep¬aration, buy common caustic «oda if
you can get it; if not, buy sal-soú» oí
common washing soda ; place it in an
iron kettle and over tb© tiro; graduallyheat it, stirring often until it turns red,
when it becomes cauatic. Dissolve one
pound of this in from ono to two gallons
of water, aa tho trees have moro or lesa
rough bark and moss attached, and with
it wash tho trees. It will remove all
foreign matter as effectually ss tho potashwash, and will leave the bark of a healthy
green color. Try it.
