Particular* of Iii* Waylaying aaS Murdor

mt Charil* Jlrowal**.

By reference to the testimony given at
the Coroner'* impious it «viii be seeu thal
another murder has been committed in
Abbeville County, a negro in the Antre
ville neighborhood being the victim.
From the lentimony it seem» that the
Oody of Charlie Brownlee wai found last
Sulurday morning beaide the road, near
the divelliug of Mr. John I). Alewioe.
it Meetus that Z.tny D.cknon had sent her
children to auk Charlie Brownlee lo ac¬
company her to the pound party, and
thal Cuarlie after haviug como home
totter from Anderson Court House atari-
d <<ff to thc party from bia own hourn*
with Zany, and reaching tho house of
Mary Jilli-., who lived on the road, they
learned that ibo pound party had been
postponed unlit Saturday night. He
mniuiiig aorne two boura at Mary Eilis's
Zany proponed to ret uro home at ll
.'clock, and when th'-y reached a pointuear Mr. John D. Alewine'a residence
"oui.- man or men came out from behind
a shuck pen, and huiled Charlie Brown¬
lee, when the woman ran, the man fall
mg into line aud walking behind Charlie,
l'bia was the lust aeen ol Charlie alive.
He was found neat morning near Ihe
place that Zany lefi him and the perron
-.he, on the second iuquest, swore waa
John D. Alewine.
These, we believe, are the main facta

brought out from the testimony, though
we confess that we are able to get verytittle out of it.
AM will be seen, tho jury of Inquestheld by Mr. R. 0. Harkness gave their

verdict that the "deceased carne to his
death by a blow On the bead wilh a club
ni the hand nf Bi.me peraun or personsunknown to them."
The names cn the juries represent

tome as good nen as can be fouud iu
that neighborhood.
The second inqueat waa held by Coro¬

ner Jame* A. Sbillito of thin village, and
at this inquest Zany Dickson swore
point blank ''Mr. Alewine came out
from behind the shuck pen with bis pis¬tol in bia band." She ' knew it was Mr.
Alewiue by bin voico and build." She
also testified tbst she did not "tell on
Saturday what she tn day told, because
she waa scared and afraid abe would be
injured by Mr. Alewine." Upon this
and other testimony the jury rendered a
verdict that "Charlie Brownlee wan
killed by the hauds of J. D. Alewine."
Coroner Sbillito st once isMued hi»«

warrant of arrest for J. D. Alewine but
owing to the pleading of hie wife and
tba assurances from bia friends that he
would come to Abbeville on the next
morning, be allowed him to remain ai
home Monday night. Yesterday, sccord
ing tu promine, he delivered himself upto the Sheriff. Hia brother, W. M. Ale¬
wine, snd W. N. Hali and Samuel Shaw
came with him fur the purpose of soins
on his bond in cane bail should be allowed
by bia Honor Judge McGowan, before
whom be waa tn be taken on writ of
haben* emrpun. The cane was heard at 4
o'clock. Col. E. B. Cary appeared on
behalf nf the prisoner. E. O Graydon,E-q., represented the Slate. After read«
mg the testimony and bearing the srgumont, bail was granted in the sum of
Cd ,<)(J0. The Sheri ir delivered the papen*to the Clerk of the Court, who received
them, but owing tn the lateness of the
hour, declined to inspect the bond before
this morning, when he will pass upon it.

8he
first heard the noise of the men wslkingin the leave«. 8he pretended to be
alarmed and ran off while the murdered
man, suspecting uo evil, loitered backaud fell io company with his assassin,after he said to Zany : "Come on ; nobody will bother us." Whether Joh o'D. Alewine Si guilty or not, we* do aolpretend to say, out it really looks as ifthere are suspicious eircum»tancea which
might possibly implicate Zany Dickson
as being accessory to the crime. There
can be no doubt that ahe did not strikethe fatal blow, but if she decoyed bimi totba place of murder with the intention
of having bim killed she is oo tess guiltythsn the man who did strike tho blow.The circonstances would lead to the bslief that there waa only one assassin pre-'sent at the killing. A singlo lick withthe stick did the work.-Abbeville Fratand Banner Fkb. 25.

Cleveland on Sliver.

had the honor to receive from you invite*
and, indeed, obliges me to give express¬ion lo my views on some grave publicnecessities, although in advsnce of the
momeut wheo they would become objectsof my official cate and partial responsi¬bility.
Your solicitude that my judgmentshall have been carefully and delibérale

ly formed, is entirely just, and î acceptthe suggestion io the same friendly spiritin which it has been made. It is also
fully justified by the nature of tbe finan¬
cial crisis which, under tho Act of
Congress of February 28. 1878, is now
close at hand. By compliance with the
requirements of that law all the vaults
of the Federal treasury LwíS been *nd
are heaped Tull of silver coins which are
nuw worth less than 85 per cent, of the
value by 8ectinn 14 of the Act of Feb¬
ruary 12, 1878, and which, with ailvercertificate* representing suet. ~»«n, are
receivable for all public dues.
Being thus receivable while ainu con

stantly increasing in quantity at the rate
ot $28,000,000 a year, it bas followed of
necessity that the flus of gold ioto tbe
treasury bas been steadily diminish*-1.Silver and silver certificate* have dis
placed and are now displacing gold, andthe sum of gold in the Federal treasury
uow available for the payment of th*
gold obligations of of tho United Slates,and for the redemption of United States
notes called greenbacks', if not alreadyencroached upon, is perilously near such
encroachment.

admit of di (Terences of opinion, call for
no argument. They have been forewarn
sd to the.

The Congo Confereace.

WaSUlsTOTOM, February 28.--At a
meeting of tbe committee on foreign
affairs to-day the following resolution
prepared by Represeatative Phelps, rela¬
tive to the Congo Conference, was adopt¬
ed by a vote of 6 to 4 :
"That no pro-meet of commercial

advantage warranta a departure from the
traditional policy of this Government,
which forbids all entangling alliance*
with nations of the Old World, and that
the participation of delegates of the
United biates in the so cailed Congu^Conference, while carefully guarded, aa
your committee is informed, ID purpose
to confine their powers tn th« considera-
lion, of the commercial iuterpst exclu¬
sively, is unfortunate in so far a» it is a
departure (rom the policy which forbids
tbe Government of tbe United States to
participate in any political combination
or movement outside of ibo Ameiicau
continent."
The following, prepared by Represen¬

tative Belmont, will he reported by a
minority of the committee:
"That the tiour>o ol Representatives,Heedful of the admonitions of Washing

toe, and faithful to that neutral policy of
separation and peace which our situation
and the wisdom of a free people have
hither' o enabled us lo maintain, du here¬
by explicitly record their dissent from
tne'auinf tue President of the United
States in accepting the invitatio of
Germauy and France to participate in
the Interim« mind Conference at Berlin,iiMtead of declining the same as teudiuglo a ra vernal of our t-ndit oual, establish¬
ed and approved foreign policy."
