The Mott BrllUant Celebration that thoViderai Capital bait ever Wltuo.ard-M«aulfloent Decoration of tho Cltr-TlieUnprecedented Crowd«.

WASHINGTON, March 4.-Washingtonentertains Ui day a hundr.d thousandnt rangers. They began to come beforethe dedication of .the monument, »odthey have been coming day and ni/ht
ever .ince. They have come io familyparties, in clubs and companies and reg¬imenté. The hotel» were filled a week
ago; and private boarding boure* soddwellings have since done what theycould to lodge the ebel ter I eas aud feedthe hungry. Nevertheless, not few ofthe late-comers, who brought little be-ides their patriotic memories and exulting hopes, tramped the avenues last uightfrom necessity, and breakfasted this
morning with the coffee and sandwichveudors of the marketa and street cor¬
nera.
The morning opened haeily, but withexcellent promise of fair weather, whicü

was fulfilled before 9 o'cleck.
Whatever it is possible to do withfcantline sud boardo and hunting tndgilt to bedeck a city for a celebrationWashington hus undertaken nnd per¬formed.
The barvent of the decorators and car¬

penters began ten daya ago and the noiseof their sawing and pounding and theclick of their tack-bammera have been
heard day and night ever since, down to
the moment of the »tarting of the pro¬cession. The work i» very beautiful, sud
the stateliest of American avenues bas
been tranaformed iuto a moving roans of
gay colora, which fittingly typifies the
heartiness of thia city's welcome to the
new Administration.

A WONDER OF DECORATION.
The building at tbe corner of 12th

street and Peunsylvania avenue, occu¬
pied by the Pension Bureau, waa perhsp»the most elaborately decorated structure
in the city, and the decorationa were at
once pleasing aud unique. Long linea
of utreamcro were suapeuded between
flagstaffs on the moi juat below tbe eaves.
Ou either »ide of ¿ne building au im¬
mense golden eagle clutched the longlinea of red, white and blue buntingwhich were artiatically woven into a vast
network, covering the entire building.At the intersection of the Hues of bunt¬
ing tsboue alar» of gold, and framing the
whole design were handsome abielda
henri tig the names of «ho Stnie.-i of the
Futon all linked together with gilt.*haine. At the aecond story sleuder
ntaffa bore graceful tri-colored standard*
with the names of the various Presidenta
of the United States. The weat froul ot

Se building represented the legislativemich of the Governmeut. A mam¬
moth pic ure of the Capitol waa flanked
by great Roman fasces, and above all
colossal hi:mids sounded pruana. At the
corner of lite building the Goddess of
Liberty, armed with sword and shield,
represented the executive branch of the
Government. An eagle hearing the
national abield surmounted this figure,and an excellent oil portrait of heroic
»ixe of the President-elect was suspended
above the shield bearing tbe name of the
Slate of New York. On the south face
of the building Justice, blindfolded, with
sword and scales, represented the judi¬
ciary. Altogether the effect was verypleading

un the line ofmarch were gay with bunt¬
ing. Large AmericAU flags encompassed
the gray columna of the treasury, and
long lines of penante of every hue of the
rainbow ran across tho granite front of
the building and relieved ita severe arch¬
itect ure by giving it an appearance in
keeping with the gala day. Handsome
rosettea and designa in parti-colored
bunting adorned the Stale, war and navy
department buildings.
ASRANOING THE I'lt ICSI DB NT I AL PARTY.
The members nf the general inaugura¬

tion committee met at the Arlington be¬
fore 10 O'clock and placed their services
at the dispoaal of the President elect.

President Arthur breakfasted with bi»
family at the White House about 9
o'clock.. No one waa admitted to the
room io disturb bia privacy except sen¬
ators Sherman, Ransom and Hawley of
the Senate committee of arrangemeota.
They bad a short interview with the
President, and soon after Senator Haw¬
ley left and proceeded to Willard's Ho¬
tel, where he was joined by Vice Presi¬
dent-elect Hendrick», and tbe two pro
ceededto-the White Hoare. They oc¬

cupied a handsome open barouche, lined
with crimson satin and drawn by four
beautiful bones. The equipage was
hired for the occasion.

THE PRESIDENTIAL. PARTY.
Xt svas precisely at the hour set, 10.89

o'clock, tbat tbe Presidential par;y en¬
tered their carriages aod took the posi¬
tions assigned to them in line. The«
party entered their carriagt* aa folio?u :

Io President Arthur's carriage, P;esj-
deof. Arthur wiih Pre-.ideul elect C ove-
laud on bis left, Senator Sherman fac¡r»e;
President Arthur and Senator Ransom
on bia right facing the President elect.
The secoud carriage contained the Yiee-
President elect with Senator Hawley on
bia lett.
As the carriage« drovo out of the gates

and entered tho line the occupants were

greeted with the wildest enthusiasm,
nien shouting, women screaming and
waving their handkerchief», and all
seemed carried away with the excitement
nf the moment. The Vice President¬
elect and the President elect esme
in for the principal share of
enthusiasm, and both of them raised
their bau and bowed right and left lo
the crowd which lined both sides nf tbe
carriage way. The first division of tbe
procession, escorting tbe President elect,
then began its maren to the Capitol.

THE PRESIDENT'S ESCORT. :

Tbe scenes on Pennsylvania evanne
almost baffled description. A great sea
of uplorned faces bid tbe sidewalks.
Over it the stately buildings were covered
\% it h cloths of gorgeous colors, arranged
io patriotic devices. Special aides in
brilliant uniforms charged hither aud
tbitber, lending animation to the scene.
The police regulationa were perfect, and
tbe broad avenue with ita bard, sicooth
surface was completely cleared of every¬
thing, tbat might obstruct tbe pageant.
The United Sutes regular troops came

first, thus departing somewhat from the
order of throrogremme, with the prob¬
able object of iosuriog a olear matching
sp^ce.
The President's elegant carriage was

proceeded by Gen. Slocum, chief msr-

shat, and bis staff aud the First City
Troop, a Philadelphia cavalry organiza¬
tion. Surrounding the carriages were s
dozen mounted policemen.
The party received an ovation all

along the line of march. Mea cheered,
women waved their handkerchiefs and
clapped their band*, sod tba great**
enthusiasm was evinced-by the areal
throng. . President-olect Cleveland kept

In thu Senate the President of the

United States having been announced,President Arthur was escorted by Sena¬
tors Sherman and Ransom from the
principal entrance of the Senate to chairs
placed in readiuea« for them in front of
the desk. Hi« appearance waa greeted
by hearty npplaui-e. In a few minuten
Capt. Bassett, the veteran door keeper of
the Senate, announced the President¬
elect of the Uuited State«. As thu Pla¬
ident elect stepped into view and paused
far an instant to -urvey the distinguished
'scene, of which he himself ut once be¬
came tho leading figure, the »real gather
ing rose to ita feet. The galleries sent upshouts of applause, which wore soou
caught up on the floor, and for aeverul
minutes the grand hall rang with accla¬
mation. As the demonstration waa
reaching a conclusion one of the occu>
liants of the gallery exclaimed, "Three
cheers for Grover Cleveland 1" which
became the signal for a new outburat.
Senat >r* Sherman and Ransom escort¬

ed Mr. Cleveland to a chair on the left
of President Arthur, where he took hu
eeat. The audience then became seated.

Meanwhile Vice President elect Hon
drick«, escorted by Senators JLdmund.-
sud Hawley, had entered the Chamber
and bad beeu received with applause.
Gen. Sheridan and atafT, Gen. Hancock
uud h ta tl*, alf iu full uniform, the mem¬
bers of the outgoing Oaldust. Judges ol
the Supreme Court, members of tin
Houne of Represen ia ti ves, the diplomatie
norpa in «íSeial dress and other distio
'swished guests had also entered sud tsket
placea assigned them.
When quiet prevailed the presiding

officer, Senator Edmund«, eaid :

the Senate. Ali uncovered as they stood
facing the crowd, and the vast assemblagecheered again and again for several
minutes.
The persons who were to assist at the

cérémonie* were seated on the platformin the fol'owing order: Chief Justice

He
spoke without manuscript, but occasion

course. His voice wss clear and resonant,and he uttered bis words slowly and
occasionally turned nb u at pauses as if
to note the effect of hi« remarks.
The following is President Cleveland's

inaugural address :
Fellow-citizens : Io tho presence of

this vant assemblage of »r.y countrymenI am about to supplement and neal bythe oath which I shall take the manifes¬
tation of the will of a great end free
people. In the exercise Of tho'.r powerand right of self-government they have
o »mmuted to one of their fellow citizens
a supremo and sacred trust, and he here
consecrates himself to their service.
This impreshive ceremony add« little to
tbe solemn sense, of ro»pnn»Udliiy with
wbich I contemplate the dut/ I owe tn
all the people of the land. Nothing can
relieve me from anxiety less by any act
of mino their interests may suffer, and
nothing ia needed to strengthen my reso¬
lution to engage everv faculf and effort
in tbe promotion of their we' .'aro.
Amid the diu of party strife the peopie's choice was made, but ita attendant

circumstances have demonstrated anew
the strength and safety of a G<»r«»rnment
by tbe people. In each succeeding yearit more clearly appears that our Demo¬
cratic principle ueeds no apology, and
that in its fearless and faithful applica¬tion is to be found the surest guaranty of
good Government. Bm the best resulta
in the opérât iou of a Government where¬
in every citizen han a share largely depend
upon a proper limitation id purely partitian zeal and effort, and a correct ap¬preciation of the lime wbeu the beat of
the partisan should be merged iu the
patriotism of tbe citizen.
To day the executive branch of the

Government is transferred to new keep¬ing, but thin ia still tbe Government of
alt the people, and it should be uune the
loss au object of their affectionate solici¬
tude. At this bour th« animosity of
political strife, the bitterness of partisandefeat and the exultation of partisantriumph should be supplauted by an
ungrudging acquiescence in tbe popularwill and a sober, conscientious concern
for the geueral weal. Moreover, if from
this hour we cheerfully and honestlyabandon all sectional préjudice and dis
trust, Sud determine with confideuce ia
one another to work out harmoniouslythe achievement of our uatioual destiny,
we shall dcr-srve to realize all the bene¬
fits which our happy form ofGovernment
can bestow.

FEALTY TO THE CONSTITUTION.
On this auspiciouo occasion we maywell renew the pledge nf our devotion to

the constitution, which, launched by the
founders of the Ropublic aud consecrat¬
ed by their prayers and patriotic devotion,bas tbrelmitst a century burne tbe boori
and the aspirations of a great peoplethm'jgb prosperity and peace, and
through tbe shock of foreign conflict!
and tbe perils of domestic strife and
vicissitudes. By the Father of bia Coun¬
try our Constitution was commended foi
adoption as "the result of s spirit o;
amity and mutual concession." Io tba
same spirit it should be adminUtered ir
order lo promote the lasting welfare o
toe country, sod to secure the full meas
ure of its priceless benefits lo us and* ti
those who will succeed to Ike blessing o
our national life.

to Federal control, persistently seekinitbe recognition of their claims, neet
give un no fear that "the greatest good t<
the greatest number" will fail to be ar
copied, if io the balls nf the Nations
Legii-lauir* that spirit of amity and mutua! concession shall pri-vail in whie
abo Constitution bad its birth.
