QGeorgia has been so successful in se-
curing Federal offices that she Legios to
feel like she owned the President in a
measure, On last Monday Senators
Brown and Colquitt, of Georgia, and
Heuory W. Grady, one of the proprietora
of the Atlanta Constitution, called upon
the DPresident forthe purpose of
inviting him to Atlanta on the occasion
of the meeting of the Commercial Con-
vention there in May. The President
expressed much interest in the Conven-
tion, and eaid he would talk with the
members of the Cabinet about the pro-
posed trip. Benators Brown and Colquit
will go before the Cabinet at its next
meeting, and formally lay before it the
invitations to the National Commercial
Counvention and urge ita acceptance.
Mr, Lamar, Mr. Bayard and Mr. Endi-
cott have promised to use their influence
to get the President, and Mr. Randall is
with him to-night on the same mission,
Everything confirms the belief that the
Preaident and several members of the
Cabinet will be in Atlanta on the 21st of
May.

Johnston to be Railrond Commiesioner,
the President has evinced an indepen-
dence aud a determination to make this
country one, without regard to section
differences, which are past, and should
be buried. The duties of position are the
briefly stated as follows: “The office of
Railroad Commissioner is that of
chief of a bureau in the interior depart-
ment, haviog charge of the accounts of
the United Btates with the subsidized
Pacific railronds. The Commissioner has
general supervision of such roads,. it
being, in express words, mads his duty
‘to see that the laws relating to said com-
panies are enforced.” The Commission-
or's salary is £5,000 o year, and he is
allowed actual travelling and other
expenses incurred in visiting the offices
of the ronds, not to exceed £2,000 per
annum, and stationery expenses not to
exceed $700 per annum. His suhordi-
patea conaist of a book-keepor at $2,400
per annum, an assistant book-keeper at
$2,000, & ciork at $1,400, uod & copyist at
$900.” 1In selecting Gen. Johnston the
President has secured the servicea of an
able, honorable and efficient officer.

The Britlsh Government is really be-
set with troubles. In addition to the
Irish and Boudan difficulties, the govern-
ment has for some time past been on the
verge of war with Russia, to settle a dis-
pute as to the boundary line in Afghan-
istan, There would be war over this
conflict of claim to territory botween
these two great powers, but for the faot
that the embarrassed condition of Rus-
sian finnoces will not permit that empire
to engage in war, where any other set-

- tlement io poasible, Therefore itis likely

. this threatened conflict will be adjusted
without a conflict at arms. In Canada,
however, the government is confrogted
by alive and vigorous. rebellion, led in
the Northwest by a shrewd and deter-
mined balf-breed Iodian, named Riel.
The country there is sparcely inhabited,
and it is difficult to reach the rebels.
The Cunadian government Is calling out
the forces of the Dominfon to meet the
rebellion, but so far the followers of Riel
have been more than a match for the
governmeat troops. England will have
to crush this lnsurrection, or It may grow
to such proportions as to lose her the
Britigh* possessionis in North America,
Altogethier,’ the government of Great
Britain has  more threatening and an-

- noying difficulties op hand than any of
the greater powers at thia time.

Hecretary of the Interior Lamar closed
bis Department in honor of the memory
of ITon, Jacob Thompson, who had been
Secretary of the Interior before the war,
but tock part with Lis native State on
the Southern eide in the fate war., It
has always been the custom to pay this
tribute to an ex-Secretary upon his
death, but pumerous papers — North,
East and West—eriticised the present
Secretary for observing tise custom upon
Mr. Thompson's death ! Secretary La-
mar suys in reply :

“I hnve no apology to make for my
action in this matter.  The possible
politicsl eriticisms referred to could never
have suggested themselves to my wind,
Mr, Thompsor was Secretury of the In-
terior four years, His successors and
my predecessors thought his  portrait
worthy of & most conspicuous place in
the office of the Secretury, among these
many Republicans who have filled this
oflice. It they regarded his memory
wurthy of such bonor, I could not do
otherwise than further remember the
ollice he onee filled end do honor o hLis
memory exactly as bas been the custom
of the department whenever an ex-Secro-
tury of the Ioterior hus digd. [ never
heard of an exception being made, nnd
know of no reason why one should huve
been made by me, On the subject of
bonoring the memory of the dead I have
very pronounced views, und I recall the
ndverse criticism which followed my
culogy on Senator Bumner, I have not
changed my views, as I snid in the be-
gioning. Il those who have preceded
me found the ']mrlrniL of the late Secre-
tary worthy of their compan(y, it was em-
inently proper that the usual respect for
the memory of the deceased should be
faithfully obeerved by this department.
The cuty of so ordering is not one re-
quiring further explanation.”

Mr. Lamar was as much of a rebel as
Mr. Thompson, aad he would have given
the country a humiliating exhibition of
sycophaney and hypocricy to have made
a breech of the time-honored custom of
paying a tribute to the memory of de-
parted ex-Secretaries upon the occasion
of Mr. Thompson’s death, If Mr. La-
mar, who was & rebel nccording to the
viewn of these clamoring sectional haters,
is gonod enough to be Secretary of the
Interior, Mr. Thompson, who had com-
mitted no higher offence, leaves a memo-
ry worthy of the respects due to an ex-
Becretary.

Mr. Lamar has just been ununimously
confirmed by a Republican Sepate as
Secrelary of the Interior, and therefore
we submit to our irate contemporaries
that they are making a losing fight.

The Auvgusta Chronicle and Conslitu-
tionalist anys :

The President seems to be
selecting men who were left out of oflice
when Buchanan retired. Two genern-
tiona is n long waya to go ta pay up the
back debts of Democracy.”

There seemed to be in some quarters
an idea that President Cleveland intend-
ed to leave the old men out in the cold
during his term, and of course the young
bloods wero delighted, as it gave them
ransonable assurance that they were to
have the places, The lute appointments
have gone far to dissipate this confidence.
All of the foreign Ministers so far ap-
pointed, and the Commiessioner of Agri-
culture are over sixty. This will prob-
ably cause the older politicians to im-
agine that they are to run the new ad-
ministration, and about the time they
geltle firmly on this belief they will be
surprised by a batch of nominations of
young men for some important offices.
The people will learn that a business
man ia at the head of this government,
and he knows that the question is not
how old 8 man is, but how}well qualified
is he? The selections of officers is no
doubt controlled to a considerable extent
by personal influence, but in every in-
stance, so far, appointments have been
made from men well qualified for the
work assigned them.

A Washington dispatch of the 27th
inst., eays :
The President to-day decided to ap-
oint N. J, Coleman, of St, Louis, Mo.,
mmiesioner of Agriculture. Coleman
is about sixty years of age. He is Editor
of Coleman’s ﬁuml World, and was se-
-lected at the earnest solicitation of Sena-
tor Cockrell. Representative Aiken, of
South Carolina, Robert Boverly and ex-
Benator Withers of Virginia, wers his
leading competitors, Beuator Cockrell
called at the White Houss early Lhia
moraing, when it was that Cole-
mean's nomination shoul in_to-day.
An hour later Col. Beverly called to ad-
vise the President to select a practical
riculturalist and to oppose the selection
of Withers, He was inforined that such
a man as he suggested had already been
chosen for the place. =
Mr. Coleman had not beeu prominently
mentioned in connection with the posi-
tion, butis doubtless well qualified for
the discharge of its duties. The Presi-
dent seems determined to make his
appointments from among the applicauts
who have a practical fitness for the duties
of the office to which they aspire, without
reference to the political offices they have
held. Thies administration Is not to be
made an asylum for the aupport of broken
down politicians, but the offices are to go
to men who are competent to fill them.

Is He a Heretlet
. The Augusta Chronicle and Constitu-
tionalist says :

The delegates from this city to the
meeling ol the Augusta Presbytery at
Union ‘i’oiul returned yesterday. A full
attendance of the cliurches was had.
Rev, Donald McQueen, of Milledgeville,
was Moderator, and Rev. J. B. Morton,
of :-4|lmrl.n, Clerk of the 'resbytery. The
usual statistical reports from the differ-
ent churches were read, and gratifying
accounts of progress and growth came
from nearly every one,

The principal matter of business be-
fore the mceting was the consideration
of & communication from Dr. James
Woodrow, lute professor in the Columbia
Seminary. It was to the eflect that
rumors in the public journals and else-
where were abroad charging him with
heresy, That as this is n grave offence
in the Presbyterian church, he asked his
brethren of the Presbytery to inquire
inty the matter and it they found the
rumors were well founded to prepare
chinrges ngainst him nod try hin for that
offence,

The Presbytery having no diseretiopin
tha matter but to take action upon the
communiciution as requested, appointed a
committee, consisting of LRev. L. M,
Newton, of Union Doint: Rev. Wm,
Adams, Rev, G, ‘I Goetchiug and Mr,
James W. Walluce, of Augusta, and
Col. J. A. Billups of Madison, to exam-
ine into the rumors complained of and,
if they found that they justified legal
proceedings, to report the same to the
Presbytery.

‘This wan the unly action that could be
taken yesterdsy and the status of the
case now seems to be nbout thia: Dr.
Waoodrow was found by the four Bynoda,
who had jurisdictien over him as a pro-
fessor of the Columbia Theological Sem-
inary, to be interpreting the teaching of
the Beriptures upon the question of Evo-
lution, not in accordance with their ideaxs.
Accordingly they iostructed the directoras
of the Seminary to take steps to prevent
this teaching., The measure adopted to
aecure this end was the removal of Dr.
Woodrow frown the professor's chair,

‘The ground that Dr. Woodrow now
tnkes is that this action implied that he
wan guilty of heresy. This, however, it
is said, does not necemsarily follow, for
the book of church order draws a distine-
tion between heresy and error, and by
many leading clergymen it is maintained
that Dr. Woodrow’s offence does not
amount to hereay, but ia simply error in
his interpretation of the Scriptures upou
the subject of the creation, DBelieving
his teaching to be error, however, they
were justified in insisting that it should
not be continued in the Beminary.

Whether it was error or heresy is Lhe

uestion to be tried, and the subject be-
ore the committee forinvestigation. The
intelligence, prudence and Christinn
character of the commitlee give assu-
rance that the most ample justice will be
done both Dr. Wondrow and the Synods,
They bave this predicament to contend
with: If they sustain Dr. Woudrow
they condemn the action of the Syn-
oda.

In deelaring Dr. Woodrow a heretic
they have his reputation, intelligence,
learning and Christian character to bear
in mind. The committee will enter upon
the work at once and will strive to arrive
at a just conclusion.

An adjourned meeting of the Presby-
tery will be held in this city at an early
day to receive the report of the commit-
tee, and try the charges preferred against
Dr. Woodrow. The session will be full
of interest, and will attract much atten-
tion not only from members of the de-
nomination, but the public generally.

Caltle and Colton Seed,

Tustead of buying less ment ench year,
itis plain the South is aunually sending
more money to the Northwest in payment
of meats. In weveral of the Southern
States it is well koown that there are
fewer cows and fewer sheep than there
were in tho census year. This i certain-
ly the case in Mimsissippi and Louisiana,
and probably in some other States. Oune
Chicago packer, says the Louisville Zlome
and Furm, shipped to the South during
tho first reventeen days of January last
85,000,000 pounds of meat, as againat
19,990,000 pounds for the corresponding
timoe of 1884. Iie also shipped more
barrela,of pork by 4,000, and more tierces
of lard by 8,000. These factsshow where
the great drain of mouney from this sec-
tion leads to, and they should incite every
man who desires the prospcrity of the
SBouthern country to find some remedy
that will fit the case.

A correspondent of the Planfers Jour-
nal, published in Vickeburg, claima that
an ample remedy can be found in the
use of cotton seed as feed stuff. An ex-
Efrimnnt, he says, “‘made at the A. and

..College in feeding colton seed to cattle
showed that flesh could be Eut on cattle,
even in midwinter, for less than two cents
per pound. By this means, if fed to
cattle on the plantation, the seed will pay
£35 to $70 per ton. In my County not &
ton of seed ia sold to mills; allis bought
by cattle men, and they have paid this
winter and fall $6 per ton at the gin, and
some of it is hauled fiftsen miles to the
cattlo ranches.

“While I do not know how long the
hulled seed, with the oil in it, could be
fed to mules without hurt, I do know of
a man who fed a pair of fancy horses on
it for three months, and they did well
and bad a nico coat of hair.”

The small planter can buy beef caltle
oft of grass in Beptember for two and a
half cents per pound gross, and by feed-
ivg them cooked cotton seed and hay for
two months he can put on about 250
pounds of flesh and eell them for 5 to 6}
cents gross, or a profit of about $30 on
each steer. Professor F. A. Gulley says
that cotton seed meal is worth double
corn meal for food for stock. The oil in
the seed is good food ; and he says the
hogs get fat when picking up the cooked
cotton seed where cattle are fed.

If indeed there is truth in these state-
ments of facts, it is worth the while of
any farmer to begin the work of produc-
iog meat at least for his own nze. If we
can make our beef and pork from cotton

, itis high time we began to do it.
The oil mills do not take over ten per
cent, of the crop of seed, and if we feed
the rest of it to cattle and hogs, we would
nol materially decrease the fertilization
material, while we would retain at home
a great sum of money that is now handed
over each year to' Chicago packers.—
Atlanta Constitution. - :
