Judge
Murray is our member of that Doard
and promises to put in some solid licks
for us. It seemn to us the Board ought
to decide that question in three minutes.
There would be eeveral disadvantages
counnected with baving the Normal in
Charleston, . What up-country teacher
wants to spend the mouth of August in
Charleston?  Aftor a sessinn of laborious
and exhaustive school-room  work the
tencher finds it more pleasant generally
to go toward the mountains than toward
the #ea, Outside the consideration of
health and comfort, board ean be had at
much cheaper rates in Anderson than in
Charleston. = But let it be held wherever
the most good can be accomplished,
Would Charleston be effected to n very
considerable extent by the School?
Would many people in Charleston know
that such a thing was actually in exist-
ence in their midst?  Why would they ?
It's nothing new for them. They have

operus, lectures nnd eutertainments of so
mauy kionds there that the exercises of
the Normal School would attract very
little if any attention. Our opivion is
that much more can be accomplished by
bolding the Behool in a smaller town—
one just about the size of Anderson,

IMPROVED METHODS.

Teachers must improve their methods
of teaching, The people are demanding
better results. They nre beginning to
look with more favor upon “new-fangled
wuys.”  The progressive teachers nre
sccuring the best positions.

accordance with nature’s plans. s the
child streogthened by to-day’s lesson?
Have I fullowed educational principled ?
Am 1 supplying the child’s needs?
These questions should be ever in the
tencher's mind. If these questions can
be iutelligently answered in the affirma-
tive, tho teacher is a success; if not, he
needs to continue the study of education.

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EDUCATION OF THE FUTURE.

The education of the past devoted its
attention exclusively lo the mind. The
education of the future is to include with
mental training all the relations of the
body., The old system forgot that fucul-
ties of mind are but functiona of the
body. The new must keep this constant:
ly in remembrance. The system of the
future is not wholly of the futare. It is
already far advanced to its establishment.

The time has gone past when we could
uay, as Herbert Bpencer did twenty years
ago, that men take an intercet in the
rearing of the offspring of all creatures
except themeelves, and that the feeding
and traioing of ‘animnls are thought
worthy of the consideration of a gentle-
man who would thiok it beneath him to
bestow a thought on the feeding and
truining of bumun beings, The depeund-
euce ol mind on body generally, and the
importance of preserviog health in the
young in grder that they may benefit by
tultion, are now widely understond.

It is admitted .that teachers and pa-
rents ought to know something of the
nature of the human economy and the
laws of health, nod thut schools should
be conducted on hygienic principles.
Vast improvements have indeed been
elfected in regard to the diet, clothing
and cleanliness of children, whether in
thie nursery or the echool-room, and the
provisions made for healthful exercise in
play-grounds, gymuasia and swimming-
[mlhu betoken au awakening to the truth
that “to be & good animal” is the first
condition of success in life.

But notwithstaoding this marked ad-
vance in educstional policy, it must still
be alleged, suys Dr. Creighton Brown, in
liis Book of [fealth, that the relutions of
body and mind are very ioadequately
understood by educators, Their conver-
sion to muscular Christinnity hus been
effected more by the observation of
cricketers aud onrsmen tharr by a convic-
tion of the intimacy of the union of
mind with braig, 4

While believing that sound bLealth is
necessary to sound thinking, they have
not yet grasped the principle that the
brain is the basis of the teacher’s opera-
tiows, that there is a constaut parallelism
between the development of the mental
faculties and its growth, and that lungs,
heart, liver, nmf kidneys—and, indeed,
every organ and tissue in the body—are
in constant commuoication with it, re-
flect in it their good or evil fortune, and
are in turn affected by its weal and woe.

A Death=Trap In Brooklyn.

New Youk, May 5.—Early this morn-
ing two houses, Nos, 556 and 67 Atlantic
street, Brooklyn, fell in with a erash and
then caught on fire. A number of per-
sons are reported killed and others
gerioualy injured. The Abbotlt buildings
on State street, which are let out with
steam power for various manufacturing

urposes, together with an extensive

ullll:ling in the rear, were destroyed.
The rear building was undergoing repairs
and one of the props under the girders
gave nway, whea the entire structure
collapsed. The fire then communicated
with the frout buildings and, despite the
efforts of the firemen, they were destroy-
ed. IMifteen workmen are supposed to be
in the ruins.

The building destroyeil was very lurge
and consisted of a main building, front-
ing on Columbia street, with two wings,
leuving a court in the centre. The ps-
tablishment covered two thirds of a
bluck. It wan occupied by about twenty
muunufacturing  concerns, who rented
steam power with their rooms and em-
ployed an nggregate of 600 persons, the
majority girls amd women, aond the
greater part of Lthem were at work: when
the accident oceurred, The cause of the
fire was the overturning of the boilers of
a soap factory un the second Hoor,

Tho west wall of the middle wing on
Atlantic street had settled. Workmen
were ecrewing it up with jacks when it
fell with a crush, The building was
twenty-seven years old and full of in-
flammable material, and it was a mnass of
flames in a few mioutes. The heat was'
so fierce that the water was turoed to
steam and the firemen made no impress-
ion upon the fire. They cccupied them-
selves with life saving and rescued many
wowen from the upper stories with their
‘ladders. The loss of life was greatly iu-
creased Ly the panig which prevailed
among the inmates of the building.
Maony women jumped from the upper
stories before the flames reached them
nod without waiting for the firemen's
ladders, which were even then being
raised Lo them. Some were seen to jump
ﬂrqm the windows into the burning de-

ris.

A nomber of men were at work upon
the wall which collopsed and none of
thede hzs since been seen.” Ten working

irls have not beon accounted for, Tye
fauilnr of the building was killed within
its walls after he had given the alarm
and returned to belp save life. TFour
firomen were caught under one of the
fulling walls, but were dug out alive and
‘will probablﬁ recover though badly in-
jured. The fire chief expreases the opin-
on that twenty five or more persons are
under the wreck, nll dgad. 'I‘Lma bodies
havo tta,een :ll:z: I‘rocr‘n the rliillm.

By this process the arablo lands
of Capt. N. are increasing in value every
year, and the net proceeds of the farm
are also on the increase, Is it not pass-
ing strange that the great majorily of
farmers will subject themselves o a
ruinous tax in the purchase of commer:
cinl fertilizers, that exhaust themselves
and render the soil less productive ia the
making of our ‘crops—when, if they
would take more forethought and avail
themselves of materinls st lhiome, they
would make both themselves aud their
lund richer, Capt, N. believes in a vari-
ety of production. On a small piece of
bottom land last year, which was planted
in rice, he mado u net profit of between
fifteen hundred and two thousand dollars.
He believes in the thorough preparation
of the soil for all the varieties of crops,
whether for cotton, corn, wheat, rye, rice,
&e., and the consequence is that he is
rapid, by the richest yields possible. He
is also greatly improving his stock, Ina
word, he is pushing forward all the farm
interests, and keeps up with the most
improved machinery and implements of
husbandry. It is a great pleasure to
visit such a furm, amf to hear such a
farmer talk, 1lo. magnifies his works,
and by so doing he proves himsell to be
an important factor in tho progress of
agricultural interests, We regret that
our stay with him was so short."”

Washing the Air.

Those who complain of rainy wenther
do not realize that not only does the
earth need washing, but also the air
which we breathe so many times o day,
The effect of rain upon the air and the
contents of the rain have been made a
subject of gxamination by the meteornlo-
gical council of London during the past
two years. Three stations were used for
collecting the rainfall--one at St, Bar-
tholomew's houpital, another at Upper
Humilton Terrace, in the Northwest por-
tion of London, and a third at Hackney,
It was found the rnin contaived twico as
much impurity as that which fell at the
suburban stations, and the impurities
gathered at all the stations were in the
same proportion,

The chief impurities were found to be
sulphates and chloride, and it was discos-
ered that the rain caught at St. Bartho-
lomew’s was alwavs contuminaled with
soct and disagreenble to the taste. The
summer rain is more impure than that of
winter, and in the mixture of Fondon
rain and soot a trace of arsenic is found,
In summer the rain was shown to contain
a larger quantity of sulphates than ehlo-
rides, which was supposed to be nwing to
the decomposition of animal and vegeta-
ble matter during the warm months.
After the rain has been falling for eome
time the impurities nre found to diminish,
and the satisfaction with which we
biiathe in the washed air afler a good
rainfall is an evidence that our senses
bear spontaneous testimony to its purifi-
cation,.— The Four.
