_ A lournal answers this question in the
iollowing satisfactory manner :

On Friday, August 21, 1492, Christo-
pher Columbug suiled on his groat voy-
nge of diseovery,  Ou Friday, October
12, 1492, lie firet discovered land., On
Friday, January 4, 1492, he sailed on his
return to Spain, which, if he had not
reached in safety, the happy result would
never bave been known which led to the
settlement on this vast continent, On
Friday, March 15, 1493, he arrived at
Pulos in safety,  On Friday, November
22, 1498, be arrived at Hispaniola, on
his second voyage to Americn,  On Fri-
day, June 18, 1494, he, though uokuown
to himsell, discovered the continent of
America.  On EFriday, Merch 5, 1404,
Henry VIIIL of Enginud gave to John
Cnbot his commission, which led to the
discovery of North America.  ‘This is
the first American state paper in Lng-
land.  On Friday, September 7, 1566,
Meleudez founded 8Bt Augestine, the
oldest town in the Uniled Hates by more
than forly yenrs. Oa Friday, November
10, 1620, the May-flower, with the Pil-
grims, made the harbor of Provincetown ;
and on the same day they signed that
august compact, the forerunner of our
present glorious constitution,  Gu Fri
day, December 22, 1620, the Pilgrims
wade their final landing at Plymouth
Rock.  On Friday, February 22, 1732,
George Washington, the father of Amer-
ienn  frecdom, was born,  On Friday,
Junu 16, Bunker Hill was seized nnd for-
tified. On I'riday, October 7, 1777, the
surrender of Sarntoga was made, which
had guch power nnd influcnce in indue-
ing France to declare for our cause. On
Friday, September 22, 1780, the treason
of Arnold wus lnid bare, which saved us
from destruetion. On ["rl'!ln{, Octoher
19, 1781, the wurrender at Yorktown, the
crm\’un:{; glory of the American army,
occurred.  On Friday, July 7, 1776, the
motion in Congress was made by Juhn
Adams, seconded by Richard Henry Lee,
that the United Hiates colonies “were,
and of right ouglt to be, free aod ionde-
pendent,  Thus, by numerous examples,
wo see that, however it muy be with for-
eign  nations, Americans need never
dread to begin on Friday any undertak-
ing, however momentous it many be.”

Overflowlng Moncy Yalues.

The president of one of the largest
and busiest banks in the vicinity of Wall
street snid ono day lnst week : * “Money
is simply a glut in the market; the
bauks ure becoming money poor.” The
speaker was ono of the last of the Now

ork bank presidents to cling to the cus-
tom of [puying interest on deposits in
banks of discount. He abandoned the
custom rocently—except in a few special
coses—because the present condition of
tho banking business did not warrant
such payments. The same bauk prosi-
dent refused outright, a few days ago, to
accept a deposit of $150,000. 1lis bank
has more moroy than it knows what to

do with,

0. D. Baldwin, president of the
Fourth National, said there wus about
£61,000,000 of eash lyiog idle in the
banks, He declared that his bank would
be glad to loan money on eall at 3 par
cont, per annum, but there secmed to Lo
no demand for large amounts. Honry
Clews remarked, “The want of ‘confi-
denco among investors has left the banks,
the trust companies, and large eatates
burdened with eash, It would be a good
thing for business everywhere if somo of
this monoy could be got into active cir-
culation.”  An old established law firm
down town holds more than 2,600,000 of
trust funds, for which they Lave thus far
been unable to find profitable inveat-
ment,. Most of the large banks ara com-
plaining of the steady increase in their
cash supply. One Wall street bark
which controls a very large catate hias its
vaults filled with money, which the
bank has thus far been unable to place
to advantage, o i .

The undesirable plentitude of cash is
not confined to banks and trost funds,
Even the larﬁa vaults in the massive sub-
treasury building are becomiug uncom.
fortably crowded., X4 has receatly boen
found necessary to put timber cross
piécea in tho mmsxartm cents of the silver
vault to prevent the iron partitions from
being broken down by the increasing ac-
cumulation of silver coin. Even the
central corridor of this vault is being
slowlg filled with bags of silver dollams,
each aﬁ'lwei hing fifty pounds. Fortu-
nately, the silver vault rests upon a solid
foundation of mmnrg
iron, about thirty feot 1 fek. The small-
er vault, which cootnins gold coin and
paper mouay, is also crowded. Most of
the compartments are filled, and bundles
of gold and silver certificates are stacked
up fn plain view on shelves ruoning
around the vault. Several milliona of
dollars are disposed of in this way.,

A irakeman’s Experlence.

It was o damp, fogey night in early
apring, and 1 was one of the erew which

The light I had throwo
nbout him and the noise I hud made
rouded him up..  When he saw he had
Leen discovered he put tie best pussible
face on the matter and expressed his de-
termination to stuy on the traip dntfl we
reached the end of the route, I told
him thet b could not do this, and we
tuon got into nu angry dispute,  He then
climbed upon the car, and ay he did so I
moved to the other end.  In this posi-
tion we continued our war of words, hLe,
meanwhile, stunding very close to the
cud of the car, I soon concluded to
leave bim and find out of the conductor

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Orchards and! Théir Care.

The season of the year is approaching
when fruit trees of every kind shoul
have some attention. It is taken for
granted that thoso who wish Lo be instruct:
ed bave taken the suggestions offered in
these remarks, If not, then they are
not intended for you.  All of the new
growth on the trees ‘should bo rubbed off
now; and all through the. growing sca.
8on, excepl auch as ma{ be desired to re-
main for braoches, It should be the
rule not to let a single bud grow out that
will net be profitable to the tree. Here
is one of the great secrets in successful
fruit growing, The ordinary orchard is
allowed to exhaust itself in’ putting out
and growing superfluous branches, water-
shoots and sprouts that are cut away
after they have abstracted from the tree
a]a‘rﬁe number of pounds of gnbstance,
which would -have been such- uate-the
treo, bad the growth beun remoyed when
it first started, It ia' ensily done. The
farmer's wife or daughters will find it, an
inviting exercise, besides the intellecfual
entertainment tao  mapy growth will
afford b, anigutiu thoughts sublime,
‘and geod to the mind. If the trees ure
too full of frult, remove the smaller and
eflected ones an soon as you can decide
upon their growth. If yon have a less
number you will more than regain. the
loss of number in pounds and ‘quality of
tho fruit, Do not allow ydung trees to
over bear. 'Removo all the fruit down to

Washing Without Rubbing.

A lady in New Jersey writes: “Your
column devuted to “Tne Househnld' hss
interested mo greatly and I enclose to
you directions for washing, which save
all rubbing. ‘These directions wers orig
inally sent me from Germany, and have
proved a boon to rich and poor alike,
wherever recommended. Iuto a large
boiler full of boiling watershave a pound
aud one-half of good 'brown soap (or its
equivalent of soft-enap will do) and

our half a tea cup of kerosene oil.
Souk the clothes over night, next morn-
ing put them into boiler and boil exactly
twenty minutes, stirring frequently.
Take out, drop inte tub of clean, hot
water and wring ioto second tub, and
again iuto third, Starch and blue. If
sodu or any washing fluid is added, the
whole process will prove unsuccessful, I
bope that many will try this simple plan
of washing. Those who dé will find
‘Monday’ divested of its boriorass wash-
ing day. The cluthes must be wrung
through the three waters, nnd the direc-
tions closely followed to insura perfect
BUcCess.
