Steter Company, whiclh was purchised
by the City Council from Charleston, du-
ring Mayor Maxwell's term, Lut has been
thoroughly refitted and perfected sinco.
It hias n membership of about {ifty mem-
bers, commanded by President James M.

They have purchased a most handsome
and complete outfit, consisting of a Truck
built by Horton & Co., Fire Apparatus
Manufucturers, Cincinnati, bung on full
platform springs, with a tiller behind so
that the truck-can make short turns, lts
length is about 40 feet. height 8 feet 7 in-
ches, and is equipped as_follows: 7 lad-
ders—one 45 feet oxtension, ono 30 fect
straight, one 24 foet straight, one 20 feet
straight, one 18 feet roof ladder, and ono
18 feet scaling Indder, 4 fire axes, 2 with
picks, 12 rabber buckets, 4 ladder sup-
ports, 6 hand pole Looks, 1 largo poll hook
with chain and ropeattached, 1 large crow
bar, 2 Babeock Fire Extinguishers, equal
to 280 gallons of water each, 4 fire lan-
terns, 1 trumpet for officer in command,
and a signal lamp with the emblem of tho
Company.

The Independents have never been at a
fire since their organization, but have ex-
hibited their skillful handling of their
equipment inHamdc. They can readily
scale any building in the city and can do
most valuable work as auxilliary to the
water engines. :

These three Companies are organized
under a City Ordinance, with Dr. R. I,
Divver as Cliiel, and Capt, John O'Don-
nell as Assistant.

A Trip Into the Conntry.

Last Friday in company with our clever
friend E. W Long, Esq, wo left tho city
for i trip into the country, vur destina-
tion Leing the pie unic that had been ar-
ranzeud o ke pluce at Slabtown Acade-
niy on Suturday. The weather on Friday
was not favorable, but as visions of pretiy
girls and fried chicken passed through
our mind we determined not fo be disap-
puinted. In the afternoon, however, the
clouds scattered, and the indications were
that the morrow would be fair. With
this hope in our mind we drove out of tho
city about § o'clock. The roads wero in
good condition for travelling, and the
afternoon was cool and delightful. As we
drove along the Greenville road, we could
not help admiring the beauties of nature
so elegantly arrayed in her mantle of
green. The farms looked us neat as the
plow could make them. In many fiolds
the corn was up, and the cotlon was pecp-
ing out of the ground. The wheat and
oats in most of the fields were small in
stature, but promises a fair yield. On
every hand we could note the ovidence of
industry and prosperity. Thus amusing
ourselves, time passed rapidly, and we
soon drove up fo the hospitable home of
Mr. Harrison Tucker, who resides about
nine miles from the city. IHere we spent
the night most pleasantly. Asis well
known, Mr. Tucker is one of Anderson
County’s most successful and enterprising
farmers. He has always raised Lis own
supplies, conscquently he has made a
competency, which he is now enjoying.
He hes turned his large plantation over
to his four sonsg, all of whom are live,
energetic young men, and a view of their
crops is sufficient to conviuce any one that
they know exactly how to conduct a farm.
"This year they are running between thir-
ty and forty plows. Mr, Tucker resides a
half mile o of the Greenville road, but
he is now building a substantial new
dwelling in a beautiful grovo on that road,
1t will be completedin a few weeks, when
he will oceupy it.

Saturday morning we continned our
journcy, and reached Slabtown about 10
o'clock. People were coming in from
every direction, and it was soon evident
that a largo crowd would bein attendance.
For thirty years or more the people of
that section havo had an annual pic nic ab
Slabtown on Saturday before the second
Sunday in Mey, and strange to say du-
ring that whole time the wenther has
never been unfavorable on ihat day.
Slabtown is an historie place, being one
of the o!dest settled places in the County.
When the place was first settled, we are
told, ta large number of the houses were
built of slabs, and from that it took its
name, Near the present Academy stood
thie once fumous school of that noted ped-
agogue, Pev. J. I, Kennedy.

The day was an ideal picnicday, and by
11 o’clock the crowd had got fairly into the
festivities of the occasion, The day was
spent entirely in asocial way. The Acad-
emy building was used by the merry
dancers, who put in full time, Of course,
those couples that did not dance roamed
around in the woods and grounds and
talked “polities,”” which naturally follow
when youth and beauty meet, A basket
dinner was served, and if every ono pres-
ent fared like we did, there was no ground
for complaint. The entire day wasono of
enjoyment, and will long remain a green
spot in our memory. No scction of An-
derson County can produce more pretty
young ladies and clever young men than
was gathered there.

Wo spent Saturday night at the home
of Col. Joshua Jameson, our eflicient
Chairman of the Board of County Com-
missioners. Two yours ugo last Mareh,
our readers will remember, Col, Jameson
had the misfortune to have his dwelling
and entire contents destroyed by &
cyclone, 1o is now completing a new
and substantial house on the same site.

Heowns one of tho
best mileh cows in the County, she hav-
ing given frequently six gallons of milk
in one day. Col. Jameson raises his own
supplics, and pays considerable attention
to fruits, vegetables, &ec. Such farmers
never feel the pressure of hard times, Ile
and higexcellent wile, with their interest-
ing family, are untiring in their attention
to a yisitor, and it is certuinly a treat to
visib their Lospi table home.

On Sunday we had the pleasure of at-
tending =ervices at Pisgah Church, and
listened to an able sermon from Rev. 1.
11, Griflith, of Greenville, ‘This Church
is a large brick building, and is siluated
in o beantifu! loeality. Theore was an im-
mense congregation present, and fully
one-third of the people were not able to
get into the bouse.

We met a number of the eitizens of (hat
section, and were favorably impressed
with all of them, The crops throughout
that scction aro far advanced and look
well, though nmmbers of the farmers say
their cotton crop is not coming yp, and it
is fenred that they will have to do consid-
erablo replunting.  The small grain crop
is doing well. DBrushy Creelk Township
is full of substantial, progressive farmers,
and there is not a more clever or sociabl
people in any other suction of the Count,

To the Stockholderz of the Swvannah Valley
Ttuilroad Company : 1t was my pleasure at
your last annual Conyention to congratu-
lnte you upon the execution of a contract
for the completion of your road. Since
toat time—namely, in the month of Octo-
ber—the work of track-laying was com-
menced at McCormick and has progressed
as far as Lowndesville, to which pajob
trains are now running under such regola-
tions, and with such fucilities for transpor-
tation of persons and freighc as the partial
completion and the progress of the work
will ndmdt. It is contemplated that the
track-laying will be finished Lo Anderson
by themiddle or last of July, when the road
will be turned oxer to the Company prop-
erly equipped by the contractor, by whom
it is now and will in the meantime be ope-
rated. Stations have been selected along
the line at suitable intervals as Lo distance
and convenience, where houses are now
being erected at the depot stations for the
business of the road.

The mortgage of the road, its property
and franchises, beretofore authorized by
stockholders, has been exccuted, and the
bonds to bosecurcd by the mortgage are
being printed preparatory to their execu-
tion and delivery to Mr. Raoul, contractor,
to iron and equip the road, The entire
isgne will be bebween $480,000 and $£500,000,
an inerease of about $20,000 over theamount
originally offered to finigh the road, oceca-
sioned by advances of the contractor to
complete the grading, The Company will
then be prepared to settle with the contrac-
tor when the road is finished.

Since your last annual meeting, Col.
James M, Latimer, your former President,
and afterwards a Director, has died, he
having lived to see the grading of the road
completed, and the last of the work having
been done at Lowndesville, he testified his
pleasure by celebrating the event. The
revival of the road under its present char-
ter originated with him, and from the
preparation and adoption of the charter to
the day of his death he was steadfast,
faithful and earnest in his devotion to ils
interests and advancement., A committee
was appointed at your special meecting in
December last to prepare and submit to the
Convention resolutions commemorative of
his services Lo the road. The vacaney on
the Board created by his denth has been
filled by the clection by the Board of Mr.
G, TF. Tolly, Mayor of Anderson, as a
recognition as well of his fitnessand of
his zeal for the road, as of the large sub-
seription made by the City of which he is
the oflicial hend.

I regret, also, to announce lo you tho
resignation from the Board of Mr. W. G.
Watson, which occurred in April last.
He has been an earnest and consistent
friend of the enterprise from ils inceplion,
and in all its trials and vicissitudes was a
feathful and eflicient member of the Board,
and his collegues deeply regret that his
private business made it incumbent for
him to take this step.

1 wish to call your attention to the pres-
ent awkward and unnecessary representa-
tion in your Conventions of the original
'l‘o*.\'ushig subscriptions of stock, and to
suggest the adoption of proper measures to
get rid of it. Such representalion was
Recessary under the charter to perfect and
continuo the organization until the stock
subscribed by the Townships was paid in;
but these subseriptions having been paid,
and the charter having provided for the
conversion of tax receipts of the individual
taxpayers into certificates of private
stock, thereis no reason why all the stock
should not be Lhus taken up; and if Lhis
were fui!;r done the Townships represenia-
tion would doubtless cease by operation of
law, as there would benothing left for Lheir
delegates to represent.

It will perhaps bo necessary in this con-
nection to enforce the conversion of tax
receipts into certificates of stock, by pre-
scribing a period of limitation within
which they should he converted or else the
stock be forfeited. Whether the Conven-
tion can in and by itself adopt eflectual
measures to accomplish this object, or
whether it will be necessary to resort to
the Legislature on the subject, is a matter I
leave to your consideration.

On motion of Col. E. B. Murray, the
following resolution was ndopted :

Resolved, That the Board of Directors of
the Savennah Valley Railrond be requesied
to secure an Act of the Legislature which
will require persons entitled ta unfunded
Stock for taxes paid ‘towards constructing
the road, to take up their Stock before the
next annual meeting, or forfeit the same to
the Company,

Maj. B, I, Whitner offered the following
preatable and resolutions commemorative
of the services of the late Col. Jumes M.
Latimer, which were unanimously adopled:

Whereas, Col, Jumes M. Latimer wos
the first to suggest and openly advocate
the revival of the Savannah Valley Rail-
road. The old corporation of the Savan-
nah River Valley Railrowd had died of
inanition during the late war, and it was
mainly through the efforts of Col. Latimer
that the present, n new and distinet corpo-
ration, was formed, Havingconceived the
idea he advised with friends of the enterprise
ulong the line, collected information s to
ways und means best adapted for building
the road, and caused the charter, under
which the Company was organized, to be
framed and adopted. e is justly entitled,
thercfore, to be regarded as the originator
of the enterprise, and from ils inception to
the day of his death his devotion to its in-
terests never flagged, nor was there any
cessation of his ellorts in its behalf. In
recognition of his earnestness and zeal Le
wis made the first President of the Com-
pany—in 18570—ywith greap unanimity, and
served in this capacity for four years, hay-
ing been successively re-clected. These
were, for the most part, years of difliculty,
of gloom and doubt in the history of our
road,  The plan of building a railroad,
controlled by a privale corporation by tax-
ation was new to our people, and many of
our most substantial citizens and largest
taxpayers sternly opposed itas a dungerous
innovation. Contributions or taxes were
paid in slowiy, a large parl was for a time
defiantly withheld, and the treasury of the
Company continued in & crippled condi-
tion, amounting almost to & chronic state
of depletion. Yet these difliculties did not
dampen the ardor or shake the resolution
of Col. Latimer, or disturb his equanimity.
The work wus commenced, and steadily
progressed with the means at his control’;
and such was the kindliness of his nature,
Lis great urbanity and consideration for
the opinions of vthers, that all opposition
and resistance was ovpreome and men were
persuaded and cujoled into paying their
contributions. His suavity ol manner,
combined with his high character, enabled
him Lo render conspicuiious service in secur-
ing rights of way [rom landowners along
the line who were the enforced contribu-
tors Lo the building of the road. 1le was
indeed no ordinary man: of a command-
ing person and pleasing address, endowed
with o high sense ol juslice, with great
charity, he combined thefirmaess of aman
with the gentleness of 1 woman.,  Maodest
in asserting his own opinions, he was al-
ways considerale of the opinion of others
and yet had the courage ol his convietions.

After deelining a re-election ag President
he was made u Director of the Company,
and continued in Lhis relation to his death,
evineing to the last the same untiring en-
ergy and devotion to the interesis ef the
road, in whatever field his services could be
cmployed. Indeed, though past the prime
of life, the last =ix or seven years of his
life were consecraled fo this work, aud the
very last act of his life, outside the routine
of his private duties, was to join with his
neighbors in celebrating the completion ol
the grading of the road by a lestival o the
working force. He died a day or two al-
terwirds—Ocl. 15, 1885 —1o the great regrel
of his friends and co-workers that he could
not have lived to enjoy the fruition of his
hopes and efforts in the linal completion of
the rond. The singleness of his devotion
to pur enferprise, and the eminent services
e rendered to its advancement has secured
for his memery o place in ourmost grateful
recolleciion,  Be it, therefore,
