Crawford’s Carious Cottonm.

CoLumBIA, S. C., September 26.—
Just beyond the Northern confines of
Columbia, Mr. James M. Crawford’s
mode! twelve-acre farm issitnated. The
land is under the highest possible state
of cultivation and is worth at least $1,000
an acre. No matter how disastrous the
gseasons may be, Mr., Crawford never fails
to make a good crop. His reputation as
a scientific farmer is not confined to South
Carolina, but extends wherever “Craw-
ford’s premium cotton” is known. This
cotton is the most prolific in the world.
Three five-hundred-pound bales have
been raised by Mr. Crawford on one acre.
In bis five-acre colton patch there are
many stalks which contain from 350 to
400 bolls, Oune of these alalks—only an
average one—was taken to the agricultu-
ral department a few days ago, and the
bolls were counted by Major Luther
Ransom, who found that it contained 312.
In Texas a planter has a stalk of this
cotton which is weighed down by 960
perfectly formed bolls. A representative
of the Cbnatitution, in company with Mr.
Crawford, visited his model farm yester-
dey afternoon and was astonished at what
be saw. Never before had he seen such
a field of cotton. The bushes are verita-
ble trees containing numerous slrong
limbs, each ooe of which is plentifully
fruited with big round bolls. The stalks
are 80 close together as to intertwine,
presenting the appearance of an unbrok-
en surface of green and white. Many of
the stalks are over six feet in height.
‘Mr. Crawford was asked if he had not
used very large quantities of fertilizers,
and he replied that he had used none at
all. Owing to the unfavorable season
the yield this year will ot equal that of
several previous years. On this five-acre
patch not more than ten bales will be
made ; under more favorable conditions
fifteen might have been produced. In
addition to his peerless colton, Mr, Craw-
ford raises a great variety .of products,
and makes an excellent living on this
small farm.

A COUNTY IN CAROLINA.
Rich iniHospltality, Beauty ‘and Produc-
- tiveness.

., AwDERSsoN, 8. C., Sept. 80.
The torm “ancient’” is here used advi-

*| sedly, and not altogether from an Afmeri-

can standpoint, ~ “Evergreen’” is the
nanme of a fine old country seat in Ander-
son County, 8. C., about fifteen miles
from Anderson City, and four from the
Savannah River, and is the residence of
Elias John Earle, Esq. It was the family
homestead, and in ante-bellum days, un-
der the old regime akin to the feudal sys-
tem of baron and vassal, was the scene of
many festive gatherings, of sumptuous
feasts and unstinted Lospitality. On the
afternoon of the 25th a kind friend (Mrs.
S. Bleckley), who had planned the de-
lightful jaont, came by for me at Oak-
hurst, and ive set ounf, a merry party of
four. Taking the old Abbeville road, our
way ley through an interesting section. of
level stretehes of well cultivated fields of
cotton and corn, slternating with finely
timbered lJand—the forest growth consist-
ing chiefly of pine, hickory, walnat, ash,
poplar (Tulipifera liriodendron), locast,
i Jp;rnimm_on, gum and splendid osks.

ndeed, Anderson County is conspicuous
for {ts magnificent groves of oak, and
 abounds in many species. The water oak
is a deservedly
when transplanted in the grounds about
the dwelling or along the streets becomes
a very handsome and symmetrical object,
the dense, dark green foliage having a fine
and pleasiog effect.

Com/fortable looking farmhouses, sur-
rounded by thrifty gardens and orchards,
and'cosy negro cottages dotted the lands-
cape on every side. Now and then we
passed a rural church and school hounse
and a muntry store. A few miles ont
from A. is *“*Mt. Tabor,” an extensive
negro burying ground. Several miles
further on iz **M¢t. Binai,”” a camppground
of the colored Methodists, well appointed
in its commodious church and large
“istand,” under which the hosts asseimble
for worship when the church building is
inadequate to accommodate the throngs
during campmeeting.

Grouped about the stand and church, at
& convenient distance, were about fifty
rude huts or shanties, constructed of
scantlings and pine saplings, and used for
sleeping quarters during the annual

along the route the wild asters or
“Michaelmas daises,” helianthus and
golden rods shone rea;i.vlendent. The
solida¥oes were particularly noticeable for
their Inxuriant growth and branching,
shrub-like character ; their large pannicles
of gorgeous blooms iigbting up the road-
aides and fallow fields with a golden glory.
Near a clear, rollicking brook & patch of
cattails, tall, stiff and stately, lifted their
tufted heads, lending an artistic air to a
bit of fen land. Had there been only a
solemn stork standing on one Jeg in med-
itative mood among them, the picture of
the familiar design would have been

mplete.

A bold, pretty stream, which had once
turned the busy wheels of the famons
Evergreen mills, ‘was then encountered.
This we forded, allowing the horses to
slake their thitst from the bright waters
sweeping away in swift, graceful currents
beneath the overbanging sycamores and
willows. The country now became more
broken and ruEged, and with the steep
inclines of the highway, and the knolls
and ridges rising on the distance,-quite
took on a mountainous appearance.

At twilight, ere we reached the gate of
Evergreen, there stood awaiting us the
hospitable host and hostess, with their
sweet daughters and sturdy sons, ready to

ive us greeting and a cordial welcome.

e were soon invested with a hearty
home feeling and led to augper. where a
good appetite and a happy flow of spirits
accompanied the cheerful evening meal.
Returning to the parlor we were favored
with some delightful music on the violin
by one of the young ladies. After the
late earthquake was talked over, (still the
engrossing topic everywhere, it seems,)
the cyclone, which deyastated a portion of
the county last February, was discussed.
We passed through a section of its track in
going out to Evergreen, where the sites of
several dwelling honses were pointed out
which had been totally destroyed by its
fury. Some startlingaccounts were given
of its terrific force. It was said that such
was the power of the whirlwind thak tor-
rents of rain down billsides were often
driven back upward with such might as
to erode them into chaunels. That Lhe
water was swept out of mill dams and
their basins left empty; that the waters
were blown out of the Savannah River
and numbers of fish scattered on its
banks! There is ever but one step from
the snblime to the ridiculous, A little
girl was born during the raging of the
storm, and in commemoration of the
event was named Cyclonia! My facetious
cousin, Lizzie B., suggested that one of
tho baby boys, born during the recent
convulsion of nature, should be chris-
tened Earthquakey !

Notwithstanding, the balefu]l Wiggins
predictions to the contrary, that night,
the next day, and s0 on down to date,
weroas calm and tranguil as the most
timorous heart could wish. The 29th of
September was especially peaceful and
