‘A, Broyles, which occurred at her home
in- this city last Sonday afternoon, at
about 4 o'clock, after & brief ill-
ness. She had not been conscious since
Friday afternoon, having been siricken
with paralysis, and she guietly passed
away without suffering any pain.

Mrs, Broyles’ maiden name was Talia-
ferro,  she being the eldest danghter of
Zacharias Taliaferro, who married and
came from Virginia to upper Carolina in
1802; settling three miles east- of Pendle-
ton; where the deceased was born and
raised. She was born in 1803, which
would make her at the time of her death
more than 85 years of age. In 1823 she
married Dr. 0. R. Broyles, and continued
to live near Pendleton until 1852, when
they moved to'Anderson, where she has
ever since resided. Dr. Broyes died in
1875.

Mrs. Broyles was a lady of superior
intellect, and possessed many noble quali-
ties of both heartand mind. ‘The writer
of this bas known her intimately since his
boyhood, having resided a fear neighbor
to ber all that time, and he fer!s his ina-
bility to do justice to her many excellent
virtues. Bhe was a splendid type of a
pure, cultured, true womanhood, and in
her religious  duties, "in the social circle,
at home and in every other station where
ghe was called upon to do her duty, she
was ever faithful and true. In her latier
years the feebleness of old age kept her
at home, but in cases of sickness and sor-
tow ‘among her immediate 'friends she
was ever ready to administer to their com-
fort, cither by deeds of kindness or sympa-
thetic words of consolation.

A good second hand Piano for sale

chogap at the Anderaon Music Housn,

raady to declare the result of the election,

The Baluda Association.

The eighty-sixth annual mecting of the
Saluda Baptist Association was held with
the Barker's Creek Church August 7—0.
There was an unusally largeattondance on
Tuesday, the'first day of meeting.

The time of the Associa-
tion was principally occupied in the con-
gideration of these various reports, which,
embracing as they do, the fields of christian
labor in which the Association is especial-
1y engaged, were ably discussed and enfore-
ed by & number of the delegates and also
by visiting minisiers. These discussions
were highly interesting and instructive
and were attentively listened to by crowd-
ed houses, The Committee on Deceased
Ministers reported that there was cause for
profound gratitude to Him in whose hands
are the lives of all, that no minister had
been removed by death from his christian
work during the year.

To the Public.

The communication published last week
by Mr, G. N. C. Boleman, embodying cer-
tificates from the School Trmstees of Fork
Township, while calculated to do me
injury without farther explanation, in
reality only amountsto an admission of
the correctuess of all thal I have said in
regard to Mr. Boleman,

I have never charged him with fraund,
nor have I at any time reflecied on the
character or conduct of the good men who
are the Trostees in Fork Township. Itis
a fact, though, that in the conscientions
discharge of my official duty, (returning to
Mr. Boleman papers that had been irreg-
ularly made out,) I incurred his ill will,
and while he acknowledged, in writing,
that my explanation was satisfactery, his
gubsequent conduct proved that he
was not satisfied, and it was simply by
way of explaining his active opposition to
me in the campaign that T stated to a few
intimate friends the facts that originally
olicited his displeasure. In the certificates
published last week, the Trustees admit the
irregnlar signing of papers, one signing
another's name, which was clearly illagal
to my mind, not according to the law laid
down, and so I was also advised by recog-
nized legal ability. This was all that was
wrong, and is what I wanted corrected, but
it seewns that Mr. Boleman did not wish to
do business in a regular legal way, and he
became greatly offended at me, and has
never ceased to disparage my official con-
duet,

Mr. Boleman’s animus can be under-
stood, when it is known that the facts in
this matter transpired about five years ago,
while ha re-opens it just upon theeve of an
election in such a way that I could not
defend myself before the ballots were cast,
I have never, while serving as School
Commissioner, knowingly approved a
school claim not drawn by a majority of
the Board of Trustees, each signing his
own name, and was not aware of the prac-
tice in Fork School District until the facts
were brought out by the discovery at the
Bank, that the signature of Capt. Vandiver,
in the case in question, was not his own,
and this discovery would probably have
been made sooner, but for the similarity in
the hand-writing of Capt. Vandiver and
Mr. Fant, as those who are familiar with
both can attest.

The practice of one Trusteewsigning for
gnother was, to some extent, prevalent
when I took charge of the office ten years
ago, and one of the first reforms Instituted
was that of requiring genuine signatures
to all school orders presented before giving
them my official approval.

Some weeks ago I received a letter from
Fork Township stating that Mr, Boleman
was circulating slanderous reports concern-
ing myself, to the effect thatI voted for
bar-rooms, and that I was unfit for School
Commissioner, It was to defend myself
by showing the spirit of this attaclk, that I
gove to o few intimate friends a statement
of the facts in regard to Mr, Boleman's
school claims, and his subsequsnt opposi~
tion to me. Mr. Boleman cannot deny
making the statements to which the letter
referred that relates .to him, for reliable
men have heard him make the same state-
ment. I could not have been misunder-
stood in what I told my friends, and Mr.
Boleman has never given any authority
for what his first card charged me with
doing. There is no proof that any report
damaging Mr, Boleman was in circulation,
and there is grave  doubt whether auy
damaping report was currcnt. Bunfsuop-
pose it was, Mr. Boleman was not a can-
didate. His reputation did not have o be
sayed before August 10th. He could have
saved that by a personal lester to me. I

would gladly have given him privatelt'. to
be used whenever needed, any statement like
my published card. But that was not
what he wanted. My honest belief is, and
