Devil’s Lake in Alabamn.

BIRMINGHAM, ALA, March 15—
Devil’s Lake, in Calhoun County, Ala.,
geventy miles east of this city, is one of
the most remarkable natural curiosities to
be found in America. Like many other
interesting places in that region, there is
an Indian legend conpected with it, To
many people besides the Indians it is a
lake of horror, no less than fifteen persons
baving been drowned in its waters, The
lake is oval in shape, and covets abbut
four acres of ground. No vegetation of
any kind grows on its banks, and nothing
lives in its waters. Even snakes and ter-
rapins shun the waters of Devil’s Lake,
and fish placed in it die in & few hours.
The. water is impregnated with lime and
has a peculiar taste, which makes it un-
palatzble to man or beast. Horses and
cows will not drink from it, no matter
how thirsty they may be, Deep down
the surface of the lske may be ceen
what appears to bo the charred and
blackeued trunks of large trees. They
stand uvpright In the water, but have
neither root nor braneb, and never
rise to the surface or ink to the bottom,
The lake has no outlet, and the
volume of water in it is the same sll the
time. :

A strange fatality altaches {o this lake.
Once it was the fuverite resort of the
boys of the heighborhood for bathing and
swimming, but now they never go near it.
Fifteen boys have been drowned in its
waters in lwice as many years. Once
large crowds of Loys would gather
there on Sundays, but before they left
one of them would be drowned. Some of
the bodies were recovered, but those who
were drowned any distance from the
banks sack to the bottom and were never
brought to the surface. Many heart.
broken mothers have come to the banks
of the lake and gazed for hours into the
‘water to see if they could not see the face
of their favorite son whose body lay at
the bottom. The place becalite the terror
of parents, and boys were warned to keep
away from Deril’s Lake.

The depth of the lake has never been
ascertained. Sounding to a depth of 700
feet found no bottom, and the prople in
the vicinity say the Inke s bottomless.
The Indian legend of the origin of the
lake is known to every resident of Lhe
locality, and they tell it to every stranger
.who comes to see the natural curiosi-
ty. :

The legend is that many, many years
8go, many moons befors the white man
came to this country, two tribes of In-
dians lived near the spot where the lake
is. One was a large and powerful tribe,
the other a small tribe with but few war-
riors. The two.tribes becume ihvolved;in
a war, and after a number of bloody bat-
tles the small tribe wes almost extermi-
nated. Then the old men and chiefs of
the weak tribe sued for peace. The chiefs
of the stropg tribe agreed to peace and
arranged for a council to propose the
terms,

The chiefs and the old men of the
weak tribe met the chiefs of the other
tribe in a pine forest at noon one day and
there was 2 council. The terms of peace
were arranged and then the pipe of peace
was filled. While the pipe was being
passed around a signal was given, and the
chiefs of the strong tribe sunddenly
sprang up with drawn tomakawks and
murdered every one of the chiefs of the
smaller tribe. Then the war was renewed
and cerried on until the weak tribe was
exterminated. A few moone after the
massacre of the chiefs a fire broke out in
the pine forest at the spot where the
council had been held and where the
massacre oceurred. The fire burned in
this spot for eight moons, and then the
ground sank down out of sight, the fire
disappeared, and in its stead appeared
the lake. The Indians gave the lake
a name which means “The Lake of
Death.”

“The scenes witnessed in Conjress a
fow days st when the House was with-
out rules was as nothing compared to the
epcounters of one bundred years sgo.
Who would go back—especially of the
girls—to the good old times of Washing
ton, who, when he wanted to treat his
girl to candy, bad to send to Liverpool
for it when the journey overand back
occupied four or five months ¢ Hol her
mouth must have walered {n the mean-
time. They ssy people were a geod deal
better way back yonder., Now, thereis
pothing like statistics to explode such
idess. They show that church member-
ship bas increased eight times as fast as
the population. Inthe old deys thurch
bells, librirles and steeples were paid for
from the proceeds of lotteries. Now the
people are so moral that but one lottery
exists in the whole country: and thit ill
soon be without e place in which to do
business. Indeed, some States are so
moral that they will not allow newspa-
pers Lo publish the sdvertisements of such
concerns.

“And of the churches. When [ wasa
boy the church members were se atingy
that they would hol pay for etoves to
warm the miserable shanties they called
churches, but would come there in their
carriages with powdered fuotmen, dressed
in their fine silks, eatisfied with the con-
dition of the church. I wentto preach
once in May, and the people came a8
usualin their carriages. They hed no
blinds to the windows, aud thesiin pbur—
ed Inatid Warmed the room, it warmed
somethiog else too. Beneath the church
all through the winter, hogs were accus-
tomed toshelter, and five huodred fleas
came up from below and turped their
attention to the congregation, who in
turn turned their attention from the
preacher, and he shortly lost the thread
of his discourse owing Lo the attrek of
the same vermin,

I suppose n0 benediclion was ever
more welcoms, Those people were rich,
but they preferred annoyances to church
improvemert. Now through all that
country are handsome churches; with
carpets and organs, I had dedicatetd
church after thurch, yet those people
haven't a dime now where they had a
balf dollar then, The churches that you
see all through that country is an evi-
dence that the plety of the people has
steadily arisen in the last forty yeats,

They could
not feed them all to the hogs for fear
they would make the animals sick:
They had no railroads to carry them to
market and they could not make them
into cider and vihegal for want of a
markgt, so each man set up a still and
turned the apples into brandy. One
man, who was & sort of publisber, pro-
posed & supply of hymn books., He
carried an armful to bisstill honse to
gsell to hiz neighbors. When trade was
dall he would pour out & cup of brandy
and while inhaling its aroma would open
a hymn book and sing “Come Thou Fount
of Every Blessing.”

Itis
gaid of a cerlain woman staying at the
house of Washington that she published
an sffidavit in n newspaper, that in the
little hours of the uight she tripped
across the hall, and placiog her ear to
the keyhole, heard Mrs, Washington
laying down the law to the President.
