Him while the musical band in soft an
appropriate strains assists their deyo-
tions. We are disposed to think
the latter considerations will determine
the reconsideration apainst any logical
considerations fetcted from the armory of
divinity. z

Soclety here is in its formative state.

T.  werageis Imperfect, yet the
subjacent lime Pock of the county, must
contribute much to counteract the evils of
rapid decomposition.

. Inter-State fmmlgmtiuu Convention,

Eprtors INTELLIGENCER : The Sonth-
ern Inter-State Immigration Convention
held at Asheville, N. C., on the 17th, 15th
and 19th of this month, was attended by a
large and intelligent body of representa-
tive Southern men.

Enthusiasm prevailed throughout the
Convention, and quite 2 number ol patri-
otic speeches were made by several very
distinguished gentlemen, who ave famil-
iar with the resources of the South, urging
the necessity of immediate steps towards
the building up of our country, and to
that end, resolutions were introduced ask-
ing the various State Governments in-
cluded in the Assaciation to appropriate a
suflicient fund to enable the Association
to carry out its purposes. (Quite & num-
ber of Southern tows and cities were rep-
resented by live, energetic business men,
who came prepared with such advertising
matter as to present the resources and ad-
vantages of their verious localities, heed-
ing the advice given in the Atlanta Con-
stitution in which it says:

“The growing towns of Georgia are do-
ing what should have been done long ago
—telling the world about it. The way to
increase the popularity of a town is to ad-
vertise it ;;a liberal investment in Lhis way
is sure to bring large returns in business
and population, and the people are begin-
ning to reallze this, and are working on
the right lines. Thus we see well dis-
played advertisements in influential
newspapers and trade journals setting
forth the advantages of Georgia towns—
in the journals of the North, as well as
those of the South—and great bensefit has
resulled and will result from them,
A town cannot be prosperous if the peo-
ple are content to fold their hands and
wait for the outside world to come their
way and take hold of and build up their
enterprises; they must first go to work
themselves and let the world know (hat
they are working, then it will come to
their rescue and give them a liftin their
labors for the upbuilding and developing
of their section.”
