month.” 1o the French IRepublican cal-
endar it was called Nivose.

Last Monday a sad apd falal sceident
oceurred in Corner Township, the victin
being Mr. Joseph Watt, one of the oldest
citizens of that section. On the day men-
tionrd Mr. Walt left his home to walk
over to the home of his niece, who lived
near by, He waa quite fesble, and nat
having returned home in due time, search
was instituted for him and he was found
dead in a gully not far from his niece's
home.

Trial
Justice Scudday beld an inquest over the
remains on Tuesday and the verdict was
in accordauce with these facls, we are in-
formed. Mr. Watlt was about 80 years of
ageand lived with a widowed sister, he
heing a bachelor. He was familiarly
known as "Little Joe" Watt, and was one
of the most upright, inoffensive cilizens of
Anderson County. He was highly es-
teemed by Lis friends and acquaintauces,
and this announcement of his death will
b~ read with sorrow by them.

Anderson County has lost another gnod
citizen in the death of Dr. John Wilson,
which occurred st his home in William-
ston on Tuesday, 5th inst, Dr. Wilson
wae & native of Laurens Counnty, bnt in
his young manhood he graduated from
the South Carolina Medieal College, and
soon thereafter settled at Honea Path to
practice his profession. From there he
moved to Williamston, where he has ever
pince resided. Until old age and bad
health cansed him to abandon the prac-
tice of medicine, he was one of the most
prominent physicians in the County. He
was a mao of good, sound practical judg-
ment, and in every relation of life dis-
charged his duties fearlessly and faith-
fully. He was well known throughout
this section, and had served this County
three terms in the Leglslature. He served
through the Mexican war in the Palmetto
Regiment under Col. Pierce Butler, and
was & gallant soldier. He had long been
a moBt zealous member of the Presbyte-
rian Church, and in bis latter years was
an elder of his Church, He was truly a
Christian, snd was ever willing and ready
to comfort the suffering and assist the
needy. He had the contidence of his fel-
low-man, and by his kind,.gentle disposi-
tion made a friend of every acquaintance.
He has ghne to his eternal home to reap
the rewards of & well spentlife. Dr, Wil-
son wes twice married. He leaves a
widow and four children to mourn his
death, and in their bereavement they bave
many sywpatbizers. Dr. Wilson had
been in feeble health for two or three
years. Two weeks preceding his death
he was attacked with a severe cold,
which terminated in pueumonia, causing
his death. His remains were laid to rest
in the Big Creek Cburchyard, near Wil-
liamston, after appropriate funeral ser-
vices conducted by his pastor, Rev. C. L.
Stewart.

Whereas, The messenger of death has
been sinong us and uas left a bitler token
of Lis visit. An hunoted brotherhasgone
to rest.  Ou the 18th doy of October, 1891,
our worlhy brother, Zuchariah Taylor
Hardeman, was stricken down in the
ptime of mnnhood. Brother Hardeman
wus born in Oglethorpe County, Ga, on
the 5th day of Muy, 1851, o wasa man
of large heart and ganerous nature, of firm
but kind disposition. His friendship was
strong and enduring, and smong the
young men under his charge in the mill
no man had more or truer friends, He
was a good man, and always interested in
the public welfare, and especinlly in the
canse of religion and masonry. His ser-
viees were always at command in any
good work, and in his social and dowestic
relations his life was one of great useful-
ness.
