Horseilesi for Food.

Hippophagy, or to speak less euphe-
mistically, the habit of eating horse-
flesh is spreading in Europe. While
savage man is known to have satiated
his ravenous hunger on horseflesh or
any other variety of flesh he could
find, the modern origin of this peculiar
taste dates from the siege of Paris,
during the Franco-Prussian war, when
the populace were compelled from dire
necessity to sacrifice this noble quad-
ruped to sustain life. Many acquired
a taste for the meat and the demand
for it did not cease with the capitula-
tion of the city.

Tt was to be seen on saleat many of
the butchers' stalls, and has been ever
since a staple article of diet for thous-
apds of the poor of the I'rench capital.
For horseflesh is much cheaper than
beef. DBeef in Paris is worth 20 cents
a pound, while horseflesh can be had
for 8 cents a pound, which affords a
reason why the barbarous custom
should take such a firm hold upon
these people when once necessity gave
it root.

Once planted in Paris the practice
spread to other continental cities, es-
pecially Berlin, where horseflesh is
now consumed in considerable quan-
tities by the poorer classes, and the
medical authorities and humanitarians
are raising their voices against what
they justly consider a barbarous and
dangerous custom.

The medical men warn the eaters of
horseflesh that the horee is peculiarly
liable to the disease known as trichi-
nosis, also found in hogs, and while
cooking generally destroys the germs
of this disease, it cannot always be
depended upon to do so. The disease
is frightfully fatal in its effects and
baffles medical skill.

The humanitarians teke the ground
of sentiment, urging the almost human
affection of the horse and the close
companionship he has shared with
man since the dawn of the human race.
A base return, they deem t, to slaugh-
ter and eat this noble creature. In
spite of these warnings and protests
hippophagy is on the increase in Ku-
rope. It hagnotyetreached England,
nor ig it Jikely to as long as the roast
beef and mutton of Australia and New
Zealand last. Still, if the sentimental
Britishers are too squeamish to eat
their horses, they are not too squeam-
ish to sell them to the continent to be
eaten. Quite a number of superan-
nuated equies are exported for that

purpose.

Scenting Power of Pointers.

The scenting power of a well bred,
well trained setter is a thing wholly
beyond human conception, and the
marvelous cxhibitions they give of
this power can scarcely be credited,
says the Chicago Tribune. Indeed,
it would not be wise to seriously dis-
cuss the quality of a dog's nose were
it not possible to verify the stories
that might be told of this wonderful
power. Who would believe thata dog
going 2t a good gallop, with a dead
bird in its mouth, eould scent a live
bird on the ground several yards to
one side of his course ? Yet thercare
fow sportsmen who have not secna
dog point a live bird with a dead bird
in its mouth. It would seem as if the
scent of the bird so necar his nosec
would prevent the dog from scenting
another hird of the same variety lying
close in the grass several yards from
him. A man with a bunch of roses
in his face would not pretend he could
smell a buneh of similar flowers a foot
away. If he did, no one would believe
him. Yet there is no doubt about the
sctter being able to smell and point
live birds on the ground while he
holds a dead bird in his mou’h. He
goes further than this. Ie points a
dead bird on the ground with a dead
bird bird in his mouth, and he knows
the instant that he fcels the scent
that it is a dead bird. This fact he
expresses in his manner of pointing,
and if it is a wounded bird he knows
that too, and indicates the fact. Most
dogs are taught to point stanchly a
live bird and not Lo point a dead bird.
The dog will go at full speed right up
to a dead bird and never pause a mo-
ment. If there is a live bird near he
will point stanehly, and the prompt-
ness and certainty of his decisions
show that the instant he catches the
scent whether the bird is alive or
dead. IHe makes a_distinction, too,
between a dead bird and a live bird
and a wounded hird. He points the
wounded bird differently from what he
does the live bird, and usually springs
in and catches it. What there is
about a wounded bird's scent that he
can recognize instantly is a puzzle to
every one who has thought much of
the question.

Too Blig a Colton Crop.

ATLANTA, GA., October 17.—A special
meeting of the executive commission of
the Georgia State Agricultural Society
has been culled to assemble in Macon on
Wednesday, the 24th inst., “to consider
the present ruinous price of cotton and
to take some steps, if possible, to remedy
and avert impending disaster,”” The call
is issued by Col. John O. Waddell, presi-
dent, of the State Agricultural Society.
The meetling will take place on the
second day of the State Fair, which begins
at Macon on the 23d inst.

President Waddell, in issuing the call,
eays he wishes ''to be distinetly under-
stood as opposin g the sellinf of cotton to
the injury of creditors, but it is believed
that the best interests of debtor and
creditor will be subserved if advances
can be secured on cotton so as to allow it
to be held over, thus stopping the large
daily receipts, and at the same time giv-
ing the farmers an opportunity of secar-
ing advances on their cotton by which
they can meet their obligations and at
the same time hold their cotton for better
prices. Part of the call reads as follows:

“A brief suggestion as to the plan indi-
cated—money ia plentiful, and at alow
interest rate in the banks, These banks
and commission merchants, who are our
friends, can be induced to adyance a rea-
sonable amount on cotton and thus allow
tbe farmer to hold his cotton another
y.ar and, at the same time, enable him
to pay his obligations to nearly the full
amount of bis cotton. At present prices
it is impossible to more than pay the cost
of cultivation, picking, ginping and
guano bills, leaving the farmer nothing
with which to meetother just obligations.
If the plans and aug;rveal.lana which you
may promulgate shall ba adopted by the
other cotton States we believe good re-
gults will follow, There can be no doubt
that the cotton acreage will, of necessity,
be greatly reduced next year, the erop
reduced in consequence, and the cotton
carried over must command a better
price,”

Irby’s Lit{le Game,

The politizians would like very much
to know what kind of a little game it is
that the State executive committee and
ifs chairman are trying to play on them.
A few days ago it was announced that no
negalive votes on the Constitutional Con-
vention question were sent to York
County, and mow itis ascertained that
none have been sent to this County
either. The trouble arises in this way:
It has been determinad to vote at the
goneral election in November on the
question of holding a Constitutional Con-
vention. Tickets were ordered to be
printed for the occasion, some of the
tickets Lo read : ‘'Constitutional Conven-
tion—Yes,” and others, ‘Constitutional
Convention—No,” the object being, of
course, tu got at the sentiments of the
people on this question,

Now within the last week or ten days
the executive committee of the several
counties have been ordering a supply of
tickets from tho State committee. When
the package of tickots sent to York was
opened it was found to contain no nega-
tive ballots on the Constitutional Con-
vpnllun question, aul yesterday it was
discovered that no such tickets were in
the package sent here. Itwould be in-
teresting to know if they have been sent
anywhere, It's a curious coincidence
that both Charleston and York should
have been skipped when the division of
the “no” tickets was being made.

“The politicians begin to fear it isa
“iskin game,” or at least that Senator Irby
is trying to work in a kind of *'looloo”
trick on them. The ‘“looloo hand,” ac-
cording to the cunning Senator, can win
but once in & game, but heroisa case in
which it won't work oven once. The
thing looks very fishy to say the least of
it. Everybody knows that the Adminis-
tration, and Senator Irby with it, favors
the Conventlon. Ifthe package of tick-
ets should not have been opened until
the dey of the election the people who
wanted to vote against the Convention
would have found themselves in a very
deep hole. They would simply not have
voted becaunse thera were no ballots for
them to cast, and the consequence would
have been that the afirmativeside would
have had a walk-over. But the little
scheme didn’t work. The packages were
opened and the *‘no Convention” people
throughout the State have been put npon
their guard. The County executivecom-
mittee has written to the State committee
and asked why its ordor was not filled
properly. All the other tickats are cor-
rect, The names on all of them are right
and everything is straight asa shingle
with the single exception mentioned.

It will, of course, be in order now for
the State executive committee to explain,
and that the explanation will be plausi-
ble is equally & matter of course; but,
nevertheless, there will remain some
people who will think this was a “‘looloo”
gciack and that it didn't work.—News and
