vorcing entirely our attitude toward the
National and State parties by removing
any apparent obligation that rests on the
voter in the State Democratic primary to
voté the National Demoeratic ticker.

Mr. PZarman said he was in favor of
freefilver, but was opposed to this Con-
ention taking any such action as propos-

ed in the resolutions. He favored send-
ing a delsgation to the State Convention
instructed to vote for a solld silver dels-
gation to the National Convention.
Morgan Pack was in favor of the Bow-.
den resolutions. He said the South Car-
olina Demuocrats ought to be able to stand
alone, and separate State Democracy
from the National Demeocracy in order to
preserve white supremacy in this State,
The national Democracy, he sald, did not
represent the South Carolina Democracy.

J. Belton Watson was opposed to the
resolutions. Ho said 99 ount of every 100
Democrats in South Carolina favored free
silver, and the resolutions were not ne-
cessary. He was in favor of making the
fight inside the ranks of the Democracy,
and believed the National Convention
would adopt & iree silver platform, In
concluding his remarks, however, heeaid
ne was with Ben. Tiillman, and i1fa free
silver plank was not put in the platform,
he would tavor a bolt.

J. K. Hood was opposed to the resolu-

tions, This Convention bad been called
for & specific purpose, and the resolutions
were out of order. He made this a point
of order, and called for a decisir * from
the President. The latter d~ 1 that
any resolutions could be ente .a.ued by
the Convention. Thereupon Mr. Hood"
introduced the following resolotions:
Resolved, Tbat any action looking to a
bolt trom the National Democratic Con-
vention by the delegates of this, or any
other State, for any caunse, is hereby de-
clared undemocratic, and of right should,
and does, diequalify any body or set of
men who entertain such views, or who
would bolt the said convention, from
membership in and fellowship with any
Democratic organization, and they would
thereby put themselves without the pale
of the Democratic party.
Resolved, 20d, Thet we will support
the party platform and party nowinees
made and selected by the Netional Demo-
cratic party in convention assembled in
July next.

Mr. Hood spoke in support of his reso-
lutions, but before he had yielded the
tloor, several motions were made to table
them, but were withdrawn to allow Mr.
Hond to finish his remarks. Mr, Hood
said that he was a ctaunch Democrat, and
that the State and Natlonal Democracy
could not be separated. Such = position
was not true Dewmocracy. He proposed to
support the nominees of true Dewocracy
from Coroner to President, No delega-
tion sent from the State Convention to the
National Convention, instructed to get
‘fres silver or bust,” wonld ever, in his
judgment, be seated

When Mr. Hood took his saat, his reso-
lations, on motion, were tabled by an
overwhelming vote.

D. H. Russell offered the following
resolutions as & substitute for Mr. Bow-
den’s resolutions:

masses, Therefore

Resolved, That the administration of
Grover Cleveland as President of the
United States a8 adginistered by the
Treasury Department in making gold
only as redemption money, is contrary
to the teachings and practice of Democra-
cy as we have always understood them,
end detrimental to the best intereats of
the toiling masses of our people.

Resolved, further, That we declare our-
gelves in favor of bimetalism at the ratio
of 16 to 1, and opposed to any disorimi-
nation against silver by legislation.

Resolved, jurther, That our delegates
to the Stats Convention are hereby in-
structed to vote for no man as & delegate
to the National Convention who does not
favor both gold and sllver as the basis of
our currency and oppose the single gold
standard.

Mr. Bowden spoke against the subsui-
tute, and, among other things, declared
he wonld support the nominse of the
Populist Convention at 8t. Louis.

_ Belton Watson replied to Mr. Bow-
den and eaid the latter’'s resoluiions were
slmply whether the State Convention
would send delegates to the Chicago or
8t. Lonis Convention. This Convention
had npothing to do with the St. Louls
Convention.

During Mr. Watsor’s remarks he was
asked by a delegate, if the Chicago Con-
vention nomipated a “gold bug” for
President, wounld he support kim ? Mr.
F\r’am:.:n promptly and fiercely answered,

P. K. McCaully said this was a Demo-
cratio Convention and bad roles to gov-
ern it, The St. Louis Convention was
not to be considered by this Convention.
The Chicago Convention, be said, wounld
not nominate .Grover Cleveland or any
other such man. He was proud of the
fact that South Carolina had a man in the
United States Senate who hadl the man-
hood to demounce Cleveland and his
whole gang. He concluded his rernarks
by saying: ““Vote for Ben, Tillman for
President and we will get all wo want.”

Mr, Bowden replied to Mr. McCully,
and said he was ai?fly meaking fun of
the whole matter, . McCully replied
that Mr. Bowden had no right to impute
his utterances, for he meant every word
he had said.

W. A. Neal said be bad a resolution
that wonld cover ali the resolutions, and
offered ‘the following as a substitute for
them !

The Kaffir Corn.

Wo regret that we are unable to glve
much information in reply to inquiriés
with regard to Kaffir corn, the new grain
whose large and increasing cultivation in
the Western States we noted a few days
ago. Wo find in the Southern Planter,
however, some facts stated by Mr, F. D.
Coburn, secretary of the Kansas depart-
ment of agriculture, showing its yield as
compared with Indian corn, which are of
interest.

Foreix years the Kansas experiment
station at Munhusttan bas grown Indian
corn aod “‘red”’ Kaflir corn side by side
for the smrpnsa of testing the compara-
tive yields of both fodder and grain. The
table of results compiled by Br. F.C.
Burtis, of the Station, shows that the av-
erage yield per acreof the Kaffir cora for
five years was 55 bushels of grain and 4
3-4 toas of fodder, as sgainst 82 bushels
of grain and 8 1-2 tons of fodder for the
Indian corn, In 1895 the yield in grsin
of the new corn doubled that of the old.
The average shows that the Kaffir corn
yields 40 per cent more grain and nesrly
95 pet cent more fodder than Indian corn.
In 1894 the grain of both failed, the ex-
perimental crops having been planted
‘ion a poor upland prairie soil nnderlaid
with hard pan,” and having missed rain
from the middle of July to September 1
In these conditions the Kaffir corn yield-
ed two tons of fodder to the acre and the
Indian corn one ton. Mr. Burtis reporta
that such dry weather kills the Indian
corn end it must then be cumt, but
the Kaffir corn lives on; ‘“‘although the
growth may be checked before the crop
matares.’

“Mr, Burtis presents the further con-
cloeions from his experiencemp to the
present timei ‘For the combined purpose
of raisipgthe largest yield of grain and s

faircAantity of stover it is s fact beyond
,d'fgbr. that the red and white Keffir corns
are superior to uny of the non-saccharine
sorghums and the shgar (sorgbum) canes,
The latter will produce more hay or fod-
der and of a little more palatable quality
than the Kaffir corns. and are’ preferred
by many on account of this fact when
bay orfudder isthe sole object. Although
there is a great desl said about which is
the best, the red or the white, I believe
when the proper comparison is made the
conclusion will show but little difference,
at least not as much as was first supposed.
Aside from the color there is & much
greater difference between the different
strains of the same variety than there is
between the red and white varieties, A
few who have kept their seed Enre and
carefully selected can testify to this when
they have been, for some reason, forced
to buy seed vatside and got hold of some
poor stuff. These sorghums are ve
sugceptible to cross fertilization and mod-
ification, and there will bea rapid im-
provement or deterloration, according to
the care thaf.is exerclsed in selection of
ssed. Much of the Kaffir corn seed thut
is offered for eale is not the best. One
may get ss much differenca in results
from Kaflir corn seed produoced from two
sources a8 bstween & very good varlety
of corn and a poor one,’"”

While the subject of “‘somathing better”
than corn is under consideration it is in-
structive to note briefly the experience
of & Virginia farmer with another crop
which is little known in South Carolins,
we believe, Mr. W. H. Wilson, of St.
Bride’s, Va.,writes to the Southern Planter
that he has five reasons for plaoting more
“goja beans’ than corn, as follows:

i4(1.) T can get more net money out of
one bushel of soja beans than out of five
bushels of corn.  (2.) I think corn is five
times a8 hard on the land us soja beans.
(3.) Corn costs me five times as much to

row as Boja beans. (4) I think soja
ﬁama are five times as rich in oily matter
as corn. (b.) Ithink soja beans are five
times better for producing milk and but-
ter than corn.”

As to Pensions.

As has already been stated the increase
of the amount appropriated for pensions
from $50,000 to $100,000 has caused many

thousands of people to make applications
and hundreds of them sre bound to be
disappointed. There are hardly enongh
application blanks to supply the demand.
The Comptroller General estimstes that
there will be at least 7,000 applications,
whereas, under the old law, there were
only about 2,000 who received pensions,
Iustead of being incressed, thera is every
probability that the number of pension-
era will be decreased While the Jaw
doubled the appropriation, it divided
pensioners and amounts they were Lo re-
celye in certaln classes, which, if paid,
would soon dispose of the the appropria-
tion entirely even in one class, The law
also provides that where a man hss a net
income of §100 yearly from any snarce he
ghall not buve & pension, but there area
great many who have that incomo and
more yeariy, who are making applica-
tions. None such will receive pensions,

but there seems to be a general idea that
almost every Confederate soldler can

come in, while, as 8 matter of fact, the
number of pensioners will be increased
very little, 1f at all, TIiitis increased cer-
tainly pensioners will not get what is
