Rumors of unfairness or partiality on
the part of the County Boards of Regis-
tration are being circulated in varions
codions of the State.with or withont
foundation, we are unable to say. We do
k npw, however, ibatyou are compelled
to show your tax receipt in some Conn-
ties, in others you are simply required to
take the oath, and in a few all three ofthe
tests are required. This, it seems tons,
is rather a strange proceeding, and we
fear it is going to causa trouble in the fu-
ture. In the upper Counties of the State
we do not believe a single white man will
be disfranchised, but in some of the low-
er Counties hundreds of them have al-
ready been refused their certificates.

For the past year, or evm longer, there
has been an effort on foot in Texas and
in other cotton-bearing States to secure a
uniform bale of cotton. The advantages
in having all the cotfon ofthe South press-
ed into a uniform sized bale are many,
and railroad people have long sought to
bringsomekind oi influence to bear which
would secure the desired result. But on
account of such a large percentage of the

{ press owners being put to more or less
a * expense in changing their presses no
r great headway had been made np to the
I beginning of last season. But since last
.^season there has been a great deal ofmis-

sion work done in this direction, and the
outlook now in a number of States is
very favorable for the next season's bales
proving ofa more uniform size.

No matter how much trouble,
time and annoyance it costs, go and fix
yourself to vote, to have a say in the con-
duct of affairs and the choice of officers ;
and th6 quicker yon do it and get it off
yonr mind the better. Remember, yourold registration ticket is no good.a

The demand for -cheap things is grow-
ing to be an evil) and light weigbto and
shoddy articles are manufactured exten-

sively to meet this unhealthy tfemand.
Were the evil made to faü on the class of
people who created It, it would not so

much matt-ïn, for they deserve to suffer,
but to so great aa extent is the manufac-
ture of such goods carried that the inno-
cent are too frequently made the victims-.
We are not uncharitable enough, though,
to wish the seekers of cheap things harm,
but would rather the practice could be
stopped for their sake as well as others.
There is scarcely an article of food which
is not susceptible* of adulteration, and to
meet the great want they are extensively
fixed up for the trade. If the cheap man
or woman would only reflect for a mo>-

ment that the cheapest articles are always
the dearest and most worthless, and de-
termine to buy ouly the pure and the best
they would soon find themselves bitter
oil in pocket and iu health. Cheap things
and spurious things are the bane of socie-
ty. _

A Sharp Eye on Dispensers»
Columbia, May 0..The State board or

control hau established a rule that was

expected for some time past. All county
dispensers have been required by the 1st
ofJuly to give s bond of $3,000 in a guar-
antee company. The bonds of Individ-
uals are no longer to be accepted. For
the protection of the county dispensers
all clerks are to be required to give bonds
in guarantee companies for $1,000. The
board, it is announced, has been given to
understand that thore are guarantee com-

panies that will accept the responsibility
of issuing bonds for the dispensary offi-
cials. It is now known that there are

surety companies that will not accept
the risks on'the dispensers. They have
no objection to the dispensers, but argue
that it is not good business to accept the
risks on political officers who have not
shown their business capacity, but who
are elected on account of political prefer-
ences. It may be an easy matter lor the
dispensers to get tbe>»e surety bonds, but
it is stated that one or twu companies
have already declined to issue such bonds.
There are, however, plenty of companies
that issue these bond» that may be en-

tirely solvent, but it may be weil for the
Sta'ê board to gee that there are no "wild
cat" companies after the business.

It is slated that the rate lor bonds is
from one-half of 1 per cent, to 11-2 per
cent, and that the aven-ge rate is 1 per
cent. This would make the rate for dis-
pensers §30 for an annual bond, while tho
clerks will have to pay §10 for their bonds
if accepted.

It wdl be noted from the following ex-
tract from the law that the dispensers are
not only responsible for shortages, but
are also responsible for damages in suits
against them for violations of tho dispen-
sary law:
" The appointment shall bo made only

on condition that the applicant shall ex-
ecute to the County treasurer a bond in
penal sum $3,000, with good and sufficient
security, conditions : That be will and
truly obey the laws of the State of South
Carolina, now or hereafter in force, in re-
lation to the sale of intoxicating liquors ;
tbHt be will pay all Cue?, penalties, dam-
ages and costs that may be assessed or re-
corded against him for violation of such
laws during the term for which said ap-
pointment was made, and will not sell
intoxicating liquors ut a price other than
fixed by the State board of control. Said
bond shall be for the use of the State and
county orany pen-on or persons who may
be damaged or injured by reason of any
violations on the part of the obligor oi the
law relating to intoxicating liquors pur-
ebred or sold during tho term for which
said appointment is made. The said
bond sball be deposited with the county
treasurer and suit tbereon shall be
brought at any time by tbe solicitor or
any person lor whose benefit the same is
given; and in case tbe conditions thereof,
or any of tbem, shall be violated, tbe
principal or securities tbereon sball also
be jointly and severally liable for civil
damages, costs aud judgments that may
be obtained against tbe principal in any
civil action brought by wife, child, pa
rent, guardian, employee, or other per-
sons under tbe provision of tbe law. All
other moneys collected for breaches of
such bond shall be distributed as other
funds arising from the dispensary, said
bond sball be approved as other officials
bonds for the county."
It is very probable that the guarantee

company that assumes to write tbe bonds
for tbe dispensers of the State will require
that they be given access to the books of
tbe dispensers so that tbey might know
bow things are going. All of the guaran
tee companies have iheir own inspectors
who see how things are going on with
those tbey have on their books.
Chairman Wilie Jones says that any

accepted company writing a bond for
dispensaries can get an order from him
authorizing its special inspectors to ex-
amine dhipenserV books and accounts at
any time in tbe pursuance of their busi-
ness.
Governor Evans appeared before the

bo»rd yesterday to urge that the clerks
should be required to give bonds as it
was only fair to the dispensers, as they
were under bond for their clerk.*, who
have charge at times.

It is understood that the State board
has put its foot down on tbe sale of bot-
lied beer by those having beer privileges
in less than pint quantities. The beer
privilege, np to this time, bas included
tbe right to sell bottled beer in half pint
bottles, but the board thought that it
would be best to require the Bale to be
in quantities of not leas than pints.
Tbe State Board has not yet decided to

ma*e any changes in the prices of liquor
noId through the dispensaries..New3 and
Cot rier.

Bond Mystery in Carolina.
The following article from tbe Green-

ville News, will, we believe, prove of
sufficient interest to tbe readers of the
Intelligencer to warrant its republi-
cation :
Tbe funding of South Carolina bonds

cost; $78.000 in commissions. Of this
amount $26,000 goes to ?.. A. Lancaster,
of New York, who assisted in organising
syndicate. The remaining $52,000 is
*«id to go to Colin Rhind, a broker of
Augusta, Ga.
Mr. Rbind did not organize the syndi-

cate to take the bondw. On tbe contrary
be failed in his efforts to do sc. Those
who did not organize it and conduct the
negotiations received no commissions.
They found their profits in the gain in
price of tbe bonds and in tbe interest of
tbem. Mr Rbind gave two curious bits
of information.
One of these was that no negotiations

for tbe bonds could be considered except
through him. Tbe Stale was supposed to
r>e offering her bonds for tbe competition
of the world, but the truth was found to
he that the world had to approach the
State through Mr. Rbind.
Tbe other was that Mr. Rbind would

barely receive enough from tbe transac-
tion to pay his expenses and time at $50
a day and allowing that be spent three
months at it, bis share, on bis own state-
ment, would be $4,500. Yet on the face
of the returns be is to receive $52,000.
Tbe interesting questions we bave long

pondered over and several times asked.
Why waw Mr. Rbind given a monopoly

of the bond negotiations, who give it to
him and by what authority ?
If he was only to recelvejfrom the $78,-

000 commissions he expected to get ex-

penses and pay for bis time, where was
the rest of the $78,000 to go and who was
to get it? Between the $4,500 for his ex-

penses and time and the $78.000 there was
* long, glittering, beautiful difference of
Ç73.500. Who gets that ?
Mr. Rhind Is said to bavo told the

brokers and bankers of the syndicate,
who were naturally anxious to know
where this nice slice of fat had been or
would be absorbed, that part of it bad
wen required for "legislative expenses"
.presumably cost of getting the bond
egislatiou tnrougb tbe South Carolina
egislature. Asa matter of fact not one
dollar was spent for any such purpose.
So tbe question remains, if Mr. Rbind,

having been given tbe monopoly of tbe
business of placing our bonde*, did not
get tbe whole of the $52,000 commission
who did get it?
B. R. Tillraan was governor of this

State at that time. If be had been a citi-
zen aspiring for office and somebody else
oad been governor, he would have said.
<m this statement of undisputed facts and
figures, "there is something rotten in the
S ate of Denmark." He said it on far
weaker evidence.
Why was Mr. Rhind, of Augusta, given

the exclusive right and the special privi-
lege of placing live millions of South Car-
olina bonds?

If Mr. Rbind got only exnenses and
pay for time from the $52,C00 commis-
sions, who got tho balance of the $52,000?

"Low Down Tricks."
Mr. L. J. Williams, of iha Stale board

ofcontrol, was yesterday asked by s rep-
resentative of toe State about tbe seizure
of his beer at Edgefield last weok. In re-

ply he made tbe following statement:
"I was at Edgefield on last Monday,

and, much to my surprise, X learned tbat
a barrel of oeen shipped to me as a mem-
ber of the State board of control, had been
seized by the constables. It bad been
shipped without my knowledge, I sup-
pose ao samples, sines I am charged
with buying beer for the State dispen-
sary. It had beeu at Edgeßeld for two
weeks.
"Governor Evanr* weht oVer to Ëdge-

Beld, and learning that the beer was

tbere> ordered tbe constables to seize it.
All this happened withoutmy knowledge.
At the same time the beer was at Edge-
field a keg of contraband liquor was

shipped there to another party and seized
bv the constables, which wan released.
Why this different treatment? I am

charged with purchasing beer to supply
tbe people and should of course know
what I am doing, and assert that it is
proper and legitimate for me to receive
samples. Even if it is improper, Ï am
not responsible for shipments made to me
without my knowledge-.
"Now the governor has frequently or-

dered seized iiquora released (some of it
consigned to his relatives), which was

shipped contrary to law and clearly con-
traband and forfeited to tbe State. He
bas frequently petitioned tbe board of
control to release seized liquor, sud all
these releases deprive the State of valua-
ble property; besides it is nearly always
consigned to enemleB of tbe dispensary
law.
"He has made an arrangement now

whereby be can nullify Sections 25 and 31
ofthe dispensary law and retain to himself
the right to keep contraband liquor out of
tbe bands ofthe board ofcontrol so thathe
can release it for no other purpose, in my
opinion, than to make votes for himself
for tbe United States Senate. I bave a case
in point where he has tamed Borne of his
bitterest enemies.
"I understand the governor is the fre-

quent recipient ofgratuitous liquors him
self. Now isn't it obvious (with a view
to all these facts) that he is prompted by
other reasons than a desire to strictly en-

force the lav»? Now what are those rea-
sons? Evidently to vent his spleen on me
and to punish me, if possible, for no other
reason than that I have refused to sur-
render my convictions and manhood and
toady to bim. I shall always refuse to go
to any man or Bet of men for orders, but
shall alway« exercise my best judgment
and prefer to be honest in politics and re-
fuse to perjure myself (according to my
construction ofthe law) to get any man out
of a hole, oven though he be governor of
tbe State. -

"Especially did I refuse to do this, as a

part of those unlawfully appropriated
funds for a State exhibit at Atlanta were
used to have a stenographic report made
of his speech as an advertisement of him-
self.
"While I regret the necessity for these

statements, I shall always be found de-
fending myself. I desire to say that I
shall resort to no such low down tricks to
nunisb the governor, but will be found
holding up uis bands and assisting him
so far as it lies in my power in tbe en-
forcement of all the laws. With these
statements I wash my hands of tbe whole
matter.".Columbia Statr, May 9.

Gov. Eïans in Reply.
The interview with Mr. L. J Williams

of the State board of control, in which
that official spoke very plainly about the
Governor's action in ordering seized a

sample barrel of beer shipped to him,
published in tbe State yesterday morning,
created much comment in the city, aud
particularly in official circles.
When Governor Evans was seen he

gave tbe following statement in regard to
the matter, the essential feature of which
is tbe announcement that any one who
has bad imported liquor seized can get it
back by certifying that it is "for personal
use" only, till the tost case now pending
is decided.
The governor said :
"I am very sorry that Mr. Williams

seems to take so much to heart tbe seiz-
ure of tbe barrel of beer tbat was im-
properly shipped to bis address at Edge-
field. The matter was called to my at-
tention by tbe constable at Edge-field,
and he was instructed tbat the law per-
mitted no such release. Tbe beer was
seized and in in tbe possession of the
State, and if Mr. V. illiams felt tbat an in-
justice had been done him be had tbe
same remedy as other citizens whose
goods have been improperly seized. The
members of the board under tbe law will
be treated the same as other dtiXeno. Tbe
law is no respector of persons, and in en-
forcing it, I certainly have tbe right to
expect tbe hearty co-operation or the
State's officers, and particularly those
entrusted with tho administration of the

"Töe statement by Mr. Williams that
'at the same time the beer was at Edge-
field a keg of contraband liquor was
shipped there to another party sud seized
by the constables, which was released,' is
without foundation. Tbe facts are tbat a

shipment was made by a party of a keg
of whiskey to Edgefield in tbe name of
a negro. Tbe constable reported to me,
while in Edgefield, tbe fact, and stated
thathe had released tbe same upon tbe
statement of the real owner that it was
intended for his own use, aud not *o
evade the law. Tbe constable whs cen-
sured by me and instructed never to re-
turn whiskey shipped under such cir-
cumstances, especially, as it came under
the order ofJudge Simonton.
"The statement tbat I have freq aently

ordered packages released is true und 1
am continuing to do so under the advice
of tbe attorney general, as the order of
Judge Simonton will be carried out until
the test case now before him is decided.
I have, as stated by him, petitioned tbe
State board of control of which Mr. Wil-
liams is a member to release the pack-
ages in cases where I was of the opinionthat the seizure could not be sustained.
If tbe State has been deprived or valuable
property, as Mr. Williams says, the re-
sponsibility is upon myself.
"So far a- tbe arrangement is concerned,

whereby, as be says, I can nullify sections
25 and 31 of the law, Mr. Williams is a
party to the arrangement, and, therefore,
it it be a crime, he is particepB oriminia,
as will appear by the following papers :

» «Columbia, S. C, May 9, 1896.
'« 'Tbe undersigned, members of tbe

State board of control, hereby certify that
tbe arrangement made by Governor Evans
upon the advice of tbe attorney general,
to hold all liquors seized by the State
constables for 30 days in order to save the
citizens of the State from' annoyance and
to avoid .contempt proceedings for im-
proper seizures pending tbe litigation be-
fore Judge Simonton, to determine the
constitutionality of the dispensary law,
relative to tbe importation ofliquors into
tbe State and the analysis of tbe same,
was approved by the board and was con-
sidered only a temporary expedient.

(Signed.) " 'W. A. Nicholson.
" 'Wilie Jones.'

"'Columbia, S. C, May 0,1886.
" 'The attorney general, desiring to test

the new law in tbe United states courts,
as to its inter-State commerce and analy-
ses features, and wishing to avoid any
complications by way of contempt pro
ceedings for seizures of liquors pending
tbe proceedings, I advise bis excellency,
the governor, to make the arrangement
to bold liquors seized by tbe State con-
stables for 30 days so tbat he could Bur-
render any improperly taken. When
turned over to the State commissioner,
tbe only remedy provided by tbe act is
to give bond and prosecute an action for
liquor seized. This was tbe only purpose
of the arrangementand it was understood
to be temporary and was not to continue
after Judge Simonton's decision.

"I am unaware," concluded Governor
Evans, "of having placated any of my
enemies by the release of seized packages.
If such had been my objecf, I certainly
would not have Beized Mr. William**'
beer."

At a dance in Barnwell County a num-
ber of years ago a murder was committed
for which an innocent man was banged.
While on tbe floor dancing Stepben Bush
was shot and killed by a shot fired frcm
the outside. A rough charactrr by the
name of Bates wassccused. He admitted
firing tbe pistol, but swore he fired it into
the air. Circumstantial evidence was so
conclusive he was tried, convicted and
hanged, protesting his innocence on the
scaffold. About a year ago Mr. Billy
Llmbrick died, aud as a sequel to the
tragedy confessed before bis death that
he fired täe fatal shot, but could assign no

reason, as he and Bush were the best of
friends, only that he was drinking. He
said tbat when Bates fired into tbe air be
deliberately aimed in the house and fired.
The deadly work of tbe bullet sobered
bim and he sold his pistol to a cousin for
fifty cents, fearing detection. He helped
to gather tbe evidence that convicted and
hanged Bates.

The Most Valuable Land!.

Mr. T. V?. "Wood, of Richmond, Va.,
makes a point in the Southern Fanner
which should put many a Southern farmer
Unthinking on a subject to which he has
given but little thought heretofore. "If
ynu take the map of tbe United States,"
nays Wood, "and put your finger on
States, or parts of States, in which land
sells ut tbe hiebest price, you will find
that in these States, or parts of S ates,
the greatest attention la paid to tbe culti-
vation of grass and lorage plants."
And "if we open tbe map of Europe we
sball find that the same rule holds good
there."

It is a significant fact, he says again,
that the rich lands in upper Georgia in
which a mixed husbandry prevails have
rather increased than decreased In value
since tbe war. "Tbe depression in price
has occurred only in lands dovoted ex-

clusively to cotton and rice culture,
both of which require a large amount of
labor."
We believe that this Is true, and of gen*

eral application throughout the South,
wherever there are grass farms and cot-
ton and rice plantations to be compared.
Observant farmers, and especially tbose
wbo have travelled about muct, and have
thus had the opportunity to note the dif-
fering conditions in rice, cotton and
grass-growing districts can determine
for themselves whether and how nearly
tbe statement conforms to tbe conditions
which come under tnelr notice, The very
comprehensive test proposed bv Mr.
Wood Is a fair one, and a suggestive one
at any rato. If tbe comparison is made
broadly between States and parts of
States where the greatest attention is paid
to the cultivation of grass and forage
plants and the States and districts where
such crops are neglected, and it is found
that the rule is as stated, that farming
lands are more valuable in the former
districts, tbe fact is certainly significant
enough and suggestive enough to inter-
est any intelligent farmer and per-
haps to affect his future plana and opera-
tions.

It io certain that more attention is paid
to grass culture in the Northern States
and in Europe than in tbe Southern
States, whether they grow grass from
preference or from necessity, does not af-
fect tbe main proposition that the lands
on which it is grown so extensively are
more valuable tban lands in the South
on which it is not grown at all, and which
are devoted to other crops. Perhaps it
would be a wise policy for our farmers to
experiment more with a crop which ap-
pears to promise better returns to them.
Tbey can grow grass as well an ibey can

grow cotton or as well as their fellow
farmers can grow it on less favored land.
On this point Mr. Wood *ayi>:
"In the South land is cheap, while at

tbe North land ranges from $50 to $200 per
acre. We look to England, Holland or

Belgium, and find it averages from $300
to $500 per acre Wby this difference?
Is tbe land in these countries beiter tban
ours ? Not by nature ; if it Is better, it
is by difference in treatment. Is their
climate better than ours? The acknowl-
edged bu periorlty 1b on our side. Are the
prices of their products any better than
ours? On an average not so good. Are
their taxes lighter than ours? If we
were compelled to pay their tax, either at
tbe North or South,our land at once would
be sold for taxes. Have tbey valuable
crops which tbey can raise an ~. wbi a we
cannot raise ? There is not a ft*, m pro-
duct in either Old orNew England which
we cannot raise in equal perfection at tbe
South Is their labor cheaper thin ours?
Tbe cost of labor at tbe Nortb nearly dou-
bles the cost of labor at tbe South. If,
tboD, all these things are so, why Is it
that their land is bo valuable and ours bo
valueless?"
Tbe answer, Mr. Wood believed, is to be

found in tbe grass. The lands are valua-
ble where grass is grown, and are value-
less as a rule where it is not grown. He
says, finally:
"Grass, once well established, is tbe

farmer's bauk, which, with a little care
and attention, produces crops year after
year with very little outlay, which can
either be sold or used profitably on tbe
farm, thus making manure to 'improve
tbe soil and raise the "money" crops,
such as cotton and tobacco, doing away
with tbe necessity of commercial fertili-
zers.
"A email, well-manured and well-cul-

tivated area of land in cotton and cereals,
with a large proportion of forage planta
and grasses, will give to the cotton plant-
er a pleasure in his business, and au
amount of profit which he has never be-
fore kuown.
"Grasses mean less labor, less worry,

fewer hands, more enjoyment, finer stock
and more charming homes, and as a

consequence, happier families, more

education, more taste and refinement,
and a higher elevation of moral charac-
ter."

It is an attractive theory and tbe argu-
ment is almost convincing. What doonr
cottentots think of it? What do they
think of trying tbe experiment to see
what will come of it? Several valuable
prizes have been offered in tbs farmers'
contest this year for the beat orop of bay.
It is a good year to experiment with
grass crops. Try one, if you have never
done so before. All the experiments and
reports together will make an instruo-
tive lesson, and no dqubt a very valuable
lesson for all tbe farmers in tbe State.
Every intelligent and progressive farmer
should contribute something to it. We
may make South Carolina a grass State,
and South Carolina lands worth "from
$300 to $500 an acre," yttl.News and
Courier.
