Stevenson to halt, and attempted to crawl
into the wagon As he did so Mr. Steveu-
aon struck him across the head wiih the
piece of piping, inflicting a painful wound
and cutting a gash five or Bix inches
across the negro's skull. The mule became
frightened and started off at a fast gait
and soon landed Mr. Stevenson and hiB
Bon at home. The negro returned to tho
city and had his wound dressed, stating
that he had beeu waylaid and assaulted.
Sunday morning Mr Stevenson came to
the city and reported the matter to Chief
Dillingham, who cent Officer Martin ut
once and arrested Williams, who, as soon

as he saw the officer coming, concealed
himself, but was pulled out of his hiding
place Yesterday Williams had a prelimi¬
nary heuring before Magistrate Snipes,
who committed him to Jail for attempted
highway robbery.

A Sad Ending of a Young Man's Life.

Last night, a few minutes before 9
o'clock, the sound of two pistol shots
were heard on the campus in the rear of
the Patrick Military Institute, and imme¬
diately following loud groans were heard
by the people living near the south side
of the campus and by one or two cadets
occupying rooms on the south side of the
barracks. L. E. Norr.yce, W. S. Haynie
and others rushed out of their bornes in
tho direction where the pistol shots and
groans were heard. In the meantime,
several of the cadets had rushed out of
the barracks with a lantern, and in one

hundred yards of the barracks and just
in the rear of the Institute building,
found Cadet R. Clarence Reeves, of Wil¬
liamsburg County. S. C., lying on bis
back on tbe ground gasping for breath,
with his pistol, with two chambers emp¬
ty, lying near his right side. Capt. J.
M. Patrick was soon on the ground, and,
as it had began raining, the remains were
placed on a cot and carried into the bar
racks. At tbesame time physicians were

sent for, but the unfortunate boy bad
breached his last before his comrades bad
reached the barracks with his body. Dr
J. C. Harris was the first physician to
reach the barracks and was Boon follow¬
ed by Dr. Nardin. They examined the
body and only one wound was found,
which was on the left side about three in¬
ches below the nipple, or more directly
under the arm pit. On the right side,
but a little above the entrance of the ball
on the opposite side, the ball was found
lodged under the skin, having passed
clear through the body.
Magistrate Featherstone was sent for

and immediately summoned a jury and
proceeded with the inquest. All the wit¬
nesses examined corroborated each other
in their testimony, and the jury found a

verdict to the effect that tbe deceased
came to bis death by bis own hand,
either accidentally or Intentionally.
The young man was about 17 years of

age and was one of the most popular ca¬

dets of the Institute, all of his comrades
speaking of him as a generous, noble-
hearted boy. He had told several of his
comrades that be would be in his grave
in less than six months, but they consid¬
ered the assertion as a joke.
While it is against the rules of the In¬

stitute for the cadets to own or have a

pistol in their possession, the deceased
bad managed to keep his concealed from
the officers. The pistol that was found
by bis side was identified by his room¬

mate as belonging to the deceased. It
was a 32-caiibre, self-acting, and two
chambers were empty. The ball extrai¬
ts] from his body fitted the pistol. Dr.
Harria testified that the ball had evident¬
ly gone through both heart and lungs.
The deceased was left-handed, and it 1B
supposed that the second shot was fired
in the air by the contraction of tbe mus¬

cles of his left hand, caused by the wound,
as he was falling to the ground.
The young man ate a hearty supper at

7.30 p. m. and seemed to be in his usual
good humor up to the time when he was

last seen alive. He left bis room in his
shirt sleeves and wearing nothing on his
bead, telling his room-mate that he
would bo back in a few minutes.
Several motived for his self-destruction

have been mentioned, but there is noth¬
ing definite about them.
His remains were shipped to his home

this morning, under the escort of Capt.
Hardin, of the Institute.
