Cipt. M. 15 Williams, of Piercetown, is
dead His spirit, aatrammeled and in-
trepid took its 11 gbt to the great beyond
laßt Wednesday, and we would fain hopo
it reached tho shining shores amidst the
songs of anirels and hallelnj iba of redeem-
ed saints. Mr. Williams was a g iod man
and a strong man Good, in tbatherecog-
niz9d the Divine law as the foundation of
the laws which governed his intercourse
with his follow man. Strong, in that he
was unyislding in hü convictions which
he believed to be fi uoded in the punst
equity, lie was a nativo of Anderson
Cjunty, and was born near Williamston,
DecPinbor 2, 1S12. For eighty-five years
he has been going in and coining out
among the people of this County, yet his
character is without blemish. In 1831 he
was wedded to Miss Matilda C. Tarrant, of
Greenville County, who, until a few years
ago, was his devoted companion through
life. Nine children were born to them,
all of whom reached their mej >rity, but
four of them precedpd him to the grave.
The last fifty years of his life wero speut at
tbe home where he died.

It was impo-siblo for a nature like bis to
remain inactive during the period which
preceeded the 1st» war, but, like G )vernor
Perry, be was opposed to secession, and
not untila call lor volunteers was made
did he relinquish the hops that tho Union
could be maintained without bloodshed.
The moment for decision came, however,
and when the ctdl tor volunteers came,
Ih >ugh fifty years of nee, ho was the first
to step to ihefiont. From thnt niomsnt
he espoased tbe cause of the S >uth and,
although tie was not carried into active
service becmse or hie age. his means and
his sons were devoted to the canse which
when lost carried with it much of the
property he had spent years iu accumulat-
ing. He had lest little of 1rs vigor, how-
ever, and none of his energy and his ac
cumulations give him a comfortable home
in his old age.
For 70 years he wtn a member of the
