Church members ar« inventivo geniuses
when it cime» to inventing an excuso for
drinking. Nov/, I shall discuss thu evils
of intemperance under tbrou proposi¬
tions:

.'I. Intemperance is an ovil financially.
It is a useless waste of money. Most of
ibo pauperism lu this country is caused
by intemperance. It has reduced many
a family lrotn financial independence to
abject poverty. Thero are mauy young
mon who. instead of saving their money
until they accumulate capital enough to
begin business on their own account, aro
squandering tho whole of their salary in
.'.ha saloon.

"II. Iiitotnporanco is a domestic ovil.
It is thu greatest curso that has ever in¬
vaded tho haine. When wo think of tho
lera!1.1 havoc wrought in tho home by in-
temperance it is not a wonder thai tho
Christian women ul «air country have
bando l themselves together for tho pro
tection ol their homes against this ruth¬
less foo. Hui, yon may auk, what can
woman to whom tho right ot audrago is
denied do for tho causo of temperance?
If I had it in my power I would givo
women the right to veto on Ibo tempor¬
áneo qm stion, and they would settle the
question right, and would not bo long
about it either. 1 tell you what you can
do: throw the whole woight of your in¬
fluence on the side of temperance, teach¬
ing, by procopt and oxumpie, tho princi¬ples of temperance to the children in
your homes, in tho 8unday School, in
public and graded schools, and in the
"cc'al circle, and everywhere creatingand developing such a strong and moral
.sentiment against intemperance that
when prohibition does become u luw
thoro will be enough moral force in so¬
ciety to sustain and enforce tho law.
That is the work which Christian women
are called upon to do in this conflict.

"III. Intemperance ia au evil viewed
from a moral and religious standpoint.No Christian can attain a high standard
of piety who habitually indulges in
strong drink. It blunts ii man's usual
perception, weakens his moral convic¬
tions. Impairs biH will power, destroys all
tho liner feelings aud nobler sentiments
of his better nature, drives out of the
heart all desire after goodness and purity,and expels from the soul that hungeringand thirling of righteousness which is
ever the characteristic of the earnest, as¬
piring Christian. Besides, it destroys a
man's influence for good. No cns has
any confidence in the religion of a drink¬
ing Church member. I have yet to find
one wbiskay-drinkine Church member
who knows Anything about experimentalreligion. I have yet to lind one temperatedrinker wbo cares anything about ex¬
perimental religion. Bat more than that,the example of the temperate drinker ls
more pernicious than that of tho con¬
firmed drunkard who reels along the
street and falla into the gutter, it 1B not
the sot, but the moder -te drinker, yes,often the temperate drinking church
member, who makes drunkards. How
many fathers have wept bitter tears over
tho fall of their sons, whose ruin could
be traced to tho father's example as a
temperate drinker? The tetnporate-drinking-professingChrlstians have done
moro to hinder the progress of Christi¬
anity than all the opposition of outsido
enemies combined. And, therefore, it
becomes every Christian to practice total
abstinence and take tho stand ol uncom¬
promising opposition to the wiyuo liquortraille. I be'lieve that the ono and onlyremedy la prohibition.

"I bave often been asked why I am op¬posed to tho dispensary. I will state tho
ground of my opposition in a fow words.
It is j ust this: the soiling ot intoxicating
liquoi-3 as a beverage is either morallyright or morally wrong. Thoro is no
neutral ground. "If selling intoxicating
liquors as a beverage, whether by tho
State er by individuals, U morally
wyong, no legislativo enactment can
make it right, and it it* not a question of
police regulation, but of suppression.
On the other hand, if selling intoxicatingliquors as a boverago is morally rieht,
thon any legislative enactment which dis¬
criminâtes against it is au Injustice, and
it ought to be put on tho same footing as
soiling drugs or dry goods, or groceries,
or any other commodity. I challengo
any man to s hov, me any other positionwhich a Christian can occupy without
surrendering his moral convictions and
compromising his religious principles.The dispensary waa a compromise, andwben you compromise on any moral
question yon are going to have trouble.
In 181)2 the question was submitted to the
white people-the qualified voters-and
prohibition won by 10,000 majority. But
the will of the people was ignored, and
tho Legislature compromised on tho dis¬
pensary-and what a mess we have in
South Carolina.
"The Christian people of the State aro

tired of all thia tempering and temporiz¬
ing with the liquor question. Tho whis¬
key trafile-by whatevername it ls called,barroom or dispensary-is doomed. The
day is near at hand, and some of us will
livo to see it, when tho good people of
thia country will stand shoulder to
& boulder, and In the exercise of that pre¬rogative which belongs to a free people,will wipe out this foul blot upon our
Christian civilization."
