SOME QUEER LAKES.

Dne of the Odddst of the Lot Is tho |

Pitch Lake of Trinidad.

One of the most singular lakes in
the world is the celebrated pitch
lake of the island of Trinidad. This
lake gpreads over an area of ninety-
nine acres, and its surface is com-
posed of one great floating mass of
asphaltum, scamed with veins of
clear water. ¥rom it and a similar
lake in Venezuela the world’s supply
of asphslt is drawn, says the Wash-
ingrtnn Post.

A'he pitch lake is a hideous place
as faras smells are concerned, for
the air all about it is heavy with
noxious vapors, and from the cen-
ter of the iake gushes a fountain of
liquid asphaltum, in which there
float and break bubbles containing
most horrible gaszs.

The workmen go out on the sur-
face of thia lake and cut great slabs
of asphaltum, which are carried
away. But the next morning the
hole they left is filled up again with
the pitch which has risen during the
night, so that the supply seems to
be inexhaustible.

This curious lake was discovered
By Sir Walter Raleigh when he land-
ed on Trinidad in 1585, on his way
to the mouth of the Orinoco in
search of El Dorado. 5

Another strange lake is situated
on a peninsula which juts out into
the Caspian sea. The whole surface
©f this lake is covered' with a crust
of salt so thick and strong that a
man can ride across it on horseback
‘with safety. i

In central Asia, near the Caspian
gea, is a lake of beautiful rose color,
while the banks are covered with
salt crystals as white as snow. From
the waters of this lake there arises
a flowerlike odor. The color and the
odor are supposed to be caused by
vegetable mutter in the depths.

There used to be a curious lake on
the top of the Voleano de Aguas, in

‘Guatemala, 14,000 fest above the
level of the sea. It was not fed by
springs or by rivers, but was caused
by accumulations of snow and rain
~—in fact, was an immense reservoir.
It lasted for centuries. Then, one
day, the sides of the lake gave way,
and down the waters rolled, dealing
death and destruction, and digging
a great barranca, or ravine, in the
mountain side, which is still visible.

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FEAST OF DOLLS.

It Is the Greatest Festival of the Year
in Japan.

The great festival of the year in
Japan is the feast of dolls, celebrat-
ed on the third day of the third
month. In every Japanese family
of any consequence therg is a fire-
proof vat or storehouse especially
puiit to hold tne dolls, which are
handed down from generation to

eneration. All the year until the
first day of the feast the precious
dolls are kept safely locked up in

this vault. Sometimes there are
hundreds of them in the possession
of one of the great families. Ca
the first day of the feast the vault
is opened, and all the dolls are tak-
en out. They are carried iato the
finest room of the house, where a
number of red covered shelves have
been built to receive them. Always
first among these historic dolls are
effigies of the emperor and empress,
and next to them in importance
come small reproductions of the
court musicians, all complete to the
smallest details. Then there will
also be miniatures of other less
great but more familiar personages,
and for every one there is a com-
plete set of doll furnishings. In
the boudoir of one of the doll wom-
en, for instance, will be foung tiny
combs, mirrors and all the aﬁmm-
tus for blackening the eyebrows,
reddening the lips and performing
all the other mysteries of the toilet.
There are also complete sets of
cooking and dining utensils, and the
little girls of a Japanese family dur-
ing the three days of the feast of
dolls are kept busy secing that all
the puppets are supplied with real
food, proper to their rank and sta-
tion in life.

At the close of the third day all
the dolls and their belongings are
fpacked away in their fireproof store-
house, not to be disturbed again un-
til the next year. The feast of dolls
takes the place of Christmas to the
children of Japan.—Chicago Trib-
une.
