Fireless method of Cooking.
i

A method of cooking food, which
necessitates tho uso of practically no

fire, is hoing employed by tho Seven¬
teenth, regiment on thc march it is
making to Chickamauga Park.
By this means tho soldiers oan have

hot food at every meal, and not bo
compelled to kindle a fire at any
timo during the day with the excep¬
tion of at breakfast.
The method is a simple one when

explained, and has been employed by
the peasants of Europe since time im¬
memorial, but it was only a short
while ago that it was introduced into
the United States army and is now
only in an experimental stage.
In the morning when breakfast is

prepared, whatever is to be had for
dinner and supper is plaoed in an
earthenware vessel, and allowed to
cook for a few minutes. The food and
vessel aro then transferred to an air
tight receptado which is placed in
one of the commissary wagons.
A receptacle containing the food

and earthen vessel being air tight
allow no heat tp escape and as thc
day advances and tho soldiers trudge
over miles of ground the food cooks
slowly although there is no firo noar
it. By thc time night has arrived tho
food is thoroughly done and when tho
soldiers Bit down to*their meal they
aro able to enjoy a hot supper without
having to go to tho trouble of prepar¬
ing it.
When the food is intended for din¬

ner it is simply heatod longer. The VCB
sol it ia oontained in absorbs moro heat,
and throughout the day the prooess
of fireless cooking will go on with

heightened rapidity, eo that by dinner
the food ia ready to be eaten.
This innovation was drat employed

st a number of military posts in tho
West, and succeeded so admirably
that the war department determined
to havo all of the regiments while
proceeding this summer to the various
manouver oam^s cook their food in
this way in order that tho method
might be given a thorough and ex¬
haustivo teBt.
There ls no doubt about its being

practical, for the poorer people of
Europe, in order to save fuel, havo
prepared their food in this way for
oountlesB years. A number of the
Kuropcan armies have also adopted
.his method of cooking.
Tho prooosB, as can bo easily seen,

would prove invaluable during time of
war. Instead of scvoral valuable
boura lost each day in preparing
food, the only tiuic consumed would
bo a short while at breakfast. Or if
foroed marches were the order of
things, i ns te nd of having to live off
of hard tack and oanncd goods, hot
food could be enjoyed by the soldiers
at all meals.-Atlanta Journal.
